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The thesis is devoted to theoretical and empirical research of family
representations about children’s disability. There is an analysis of the main
approaches to understanding the children’s disability and its influence on family
interaction. The research aims to determine the socio-psychological features of
family representations about children’s disability and create a program of its
optimization.

The first chapter of the thesis “Theoretical and methodological basis of
research of family representations about children’s disability” contains a theoretical
analysis of scientific researches about representations of children’s disability. Such
representations appear as a result of an individual’s social interaction, and focus on
the explanation of a social phenomenon, interpretation of its content, and determine
all possible ways of interaction.

The analysis of scientific sources shows that there are a few types of
representations about disability, which exist in society at the same time. There are
individual, social, scientific, network, and family representations. Individual
representations are based on personal experience of interaction with disabled people.
Social representations appear in society to explain the phenomenon of disability and
contain the generalized image of disabled people. Scientific representations
originate as a result of scientific researches and social practices of support. They
contain the explanation of children’s development and definition of the main
approaches to assistance. Another type is network representations, which arise and
provide in social networks, and which is used for promotion the image of persons
with disability.

The thesis is focused on family representations of children’s disabilities. This
type of representation appears in families who have children with disabilities or older

disabled people. The main characteristic of family representations is that they



connect individual representations of each member of the family and create one
agreed interpretation of the reality.

There is a theoretical model of the family representations structure in the
dissertation research. The structure of family representations about children’s
disability includes representations about reasons which caused disability;
representations about family life; and representations about disability as a status. The
content of each component shows how they help to built-in disability in family life.
Family representations about children’s disability are focus on parents’
responsibility and future perspectives for development.

The second chapter of the thesis “Empirical research of family representations
about children’s disability” describes the structure and tools of empirical research.
There are also mentioned main results about family representations about children’s
disability; social attitude towards children with disability; social organizations,
which provide social services.

There is also an analysis of the social organizations' activity, in particular
social services that are provided to families who have children with disabilities. It
was dedicated that in general families admit social services on the average level.
Such level of assessment testifies about insufficient satisfaction of family’s needs.
Also, it was set a correlation between the type of illness, which causes disability,
and the level of satisfaction of social services, and frequencies appellations to social
organizations.

The assessment of the social attitude shows that there is prejudice towards
children with disability and their families in society. It appears in discriminatory
expressions, denial of interaction, social distancing, mocks, etc. But in the past few
years, there were changes in the social attitude towards children with disabilities.
First of all, it was claimed the increasing of tolerance, openness, and favorable
attitude. All these changes mean that there is a positive tendency in inclusive space

development.



The research defines four types of family representations about children’s
disability and shows their influence on socio-psychological peculiarities of families,
including specific functions and attitudes to disability.

The first type of family representations is called “Sacrificial”, because as usual
families feel like a victim of the situation. They unsatisfied with the social services
that are provided to them; do not want to cooperate with social workers. Also, they
do not want to take responsibility for children’s development and parenting and
attribute themselves negative characteristics.

Families who have second type of representations focus on children's illness.
Trying to compensate for its effect, they cooperate with social organizations,
ignoring other aspects of life. That is why we can call this type “Compensatory”.

The third type of representation “Perspective” is focused on the children’s
future, creating favorable conditions for their physical, intellectual, and social
development. Families realize that facing difficulties is normal and do their best in
cooperation with specialists.

The fourth type of families, which have “Adaptive” types of representations,
declaim that they are facing difficulties, but also they can deal with them. Comparing
to other types, these families have adequate attitude and cooperation with specialists
from social organizations.

Families who have children with disabilities have some features in family
interaction. Such features are connected with a high level of family cohesion;
overprotection; orientation to rehabilitation; increased moralization; social
distancing and mistrust. The conjunction of each positive and negative feature
creates persistent clusters, which characterizes each family.

Locus control is one of the main factors which influences the cluster’s
development. Correlation between locus control and successful family adaptation
shows that internality is connected with social distancing, and externality is
connected with overprotection and social mistrust.

The third chapter “The development of family representations about

children’s disability” presents the program of work with families. This program is



oriented to the correction of family representations and family interaction
development.

The development of stable cooperation with social workers is one of the main
conditions of the program's effective realization. To achieve this aim it is necessary
to define family needs, compare them with possibilities of social organizations. It is
also necessary to pay attention to families’ desire to develop their children and learn
new methods.

The program is focused on group work with simultaneous participation of
parents and children. The basic form of it is training and learning seminars. But also
one of the main parts of each meeting is art-lesson, which helps to set members on
creative space.

The structure of the meetings supposes the discussion of popular topics:
parenting children with disabilities, searching for new ways of interaction and
development; adjusting relationships with other people. Attraction children with
disability to work help to create a developing space for all family. Moreover, art-
lessons help to set sincere relationships not only between family members but also
between members of the group. Save creative space promotes disclosure of
participants, their personal growth. At the same time, meetings help to master new
forms of art, which can be a new interest in the future.

A retest shows that after program realization there are changes in structure
and the content of family representations about children’s disability. The main
changes are connected to creating an adequate attitude to reasons of disability;
setting family roles and functions; ability to create favorable family interaction and
cooperation with social organizations which provides social services to children with
disability. Family representations influence parental-child interaction and
satisfaction of social work which are provided to them. But these representations can
be changed during specialized work with families, which is oriented on acceptance
of disability, the formation of constructive behavior forms, and increasing the

effectiveness of family interaction.



The results of the research declaim that the correction program of family
representations influences family interaction and can be used by the social
organization in work with this category of clients.

The perspectives of research involve studying the mechanisms of a
mythologization of family representations about children’s disability and also
establishing the connection between personal features of parents and the content of
family representations. It is also important to create a program of social services that
would consider the peculiarities of family representations about children’s disability
during social work with them.
