The purpose of the dissertation is to identify the compliance of modern
doctrinal foundations and practical Middle East policy of the Republic of Turkey
with the national interests of the country. Within the research of the dissertation for
the first time were developed: the pragmatic nature of the intensification of the
Turkish-Qatari alliance based on commitment to political Islam, certain religious
and political forces ("Muslim Brotherhood", Hamas), the presence of common
regional opponents (Egypt, Saudi Arabia, OA) after the beginning of the diplomatic
and food blockade of Qatar in 2017; the rapprochement of Turkey and Jordan is
studied on the basis of a common understanding of regional challenges (the problem
of Palestine, the growing role of Iran, instability in Iraq, refugees from Syria); at the
same time, factors such as Jordan's partnership with Egypt, Turkey's support for
Hamas and Fatah's support for Jordan, and Turkey's commitment to the Muslim
Brotherhood destabilize Turkish-Jordanian relations; scientific approaches to
understanding the competition of Turkey and Saudi Arabia, which is against the
background of "Arab Spring" has received upward trend under the influence of the
military coup in Egypt in 2013, a different attitude to political Islam and "Muslim
Brotherhood" lock Qatar, murder J. Hashkaji in 2018; the causes and consequences
of ideological and geopolitical competition between Turkey and the UAE are
clarified (while maintaining situational cooperation) under the influence of the Qatar
crisis, Turkish military operations in Syria, the deployment of Turkish troops in
Libya, exploration of oil and gas fields on the continental shelf of Cyprus,
competitive interests in the Horn of Africa.

The appeal to the traditional foundations of Turkish foreign policy

(Ottomanism, Pan-Turkism), other than pro-Western Kemalism, led to a wide range



of reasons. Turkey's foreign policy over the past decades has highlighted its fear of
remaining a peripheral, buffer state in the wake of the Ottoman Empire's past
greatness. Turkey's neo-Ottoman turn is due to the existence of conflicting identities,
the intention to take responsibility for the negative processes from the point of view
of Turkey in the countries of the "Ottoman heritage" (Asian, African, European
territories) and others. The task is to bring Turkey to a new (supraregional) level
through the revival of political Islam, Ottoman traditions and ideology. At the same
time, at the official level, Turkey is distancing itself from neo-Ottomanism in order to
avoid accusations of commitment to expansionism. However, expansionism is
obvious both at the doctrinal (Blue Homeland doctrine) and practical (activity in the
economic maritime zones of Greece and Cyprus) levels. Thus, despite Turkey's
denial of neo- Ottoman characterization of its foreign policy, it became the
conceptual basis of Turkey's foreign policy in the Middle East.

The doctrine of "Zero Problems with Neighbors", as it has its roots in the
works of A. Davutoglu, aims to overcome the periphery of Turkey in world politics.
Initially, the tactic was peaceful cooperation with neighboring countries, but later
aggressive mechanisms were introduced. In the period up to 2011, the
implementation of this doctrine had some positive peacekeeping achievements, but
the "Arab Spring" and subsequent events (the civil war in Syria, the overthrow of
the regime of M. Morsi in Egypt) made adjustments. Turkey has shifted its focus
from "soft" to more "hard" foreign policy instruments. The practical implementation
of the principles of "strategic depth", "rhythmic diplomacy", "multi-dimensionality
of foreign policy" proved difficult in the context of dynamic changes in the political
landscape of the Middle East. The idealistic vision of "Zero problems with
neighbors" in practice turned her into an interventionist actor. Turkey has moved
from the concept of "Zero problems with neighbors" to the practice of "Zero
neighbors without problems" or even "Zero friends" (with the exception of Qatar),
and Turkey's isolation in the international arena is growing.

Between 1923 and 2002, the development of relations with the states that were

provinces of the Ottoman Empire was not a foreign policy priority of the Turkish



Republic. During the Cold War, there were tensions with many countries in the
Middle East, but after its end, there was a strategic dissonance in Turkey's alliance
with the West, and thus Turkey's interest in the Middle East intensified. The coming
to power of the Justice and Development Party helped to intensify Turkey's
interaction with the Middle East. Turkey has defined the roles of "natural leader of
the region", "historical elder brother", "defender of Muslim communities". Politics
of Turkey to the Middle East at this stage is a complex multi-activities to strengthen
Turkey's influence in the region. The Arab Spring has exacerbated differences
between Turkey and the Middle East. The open support of the Muslim Brotherhood
has distanced Turkey from most Arab countries. After 2011, Turkey faced new
challenges: refugee flows, the emergence of terrorism to a new level, the
impossibility of trade routes, and so on. The "Arab Spring" contributed to the
emergence of the Turkish-Qatari coalition, which testifies to the inclusion of Turkey
in the area of its interests of territories not historically covered by the Ottoman
Empire. At the same time, the confrontation with Egypt, Saudi Arabia, the UAE and
Israel deepened. Turkey's military presence in Syria and Libya exacerbates its
relations with most of the Middle East. A number of factors add to the tension
between Turkey and Jordan: Jordan's ally i1s Egypt, with which Turkey has strained
relations; Turkey supports the Palestinian movement Hamas, and Jordan supports
the Fatah movement, which competes with Hamas; Turkey is developing relations
with the Muslim Brotherhood, and in Jordan the movement is in opposition to
Jordan's King Abdullah II; the terms of the free trade agreement between Turkey
and Jordan in 2011 proved to be practically unfavorable to Jordan, which led to its
suspension unilaterally in 2018. Jordan is concerned about the growing power of
Turkey in the Arab world, as it is economically dependent on monarchies in the
Persian Gulf subregion, and therefore interested in developing relationships with
them. Turkey's rivalry with Iran is explained by regional dominance in the presence
of common interests (trade, security policy). For many years, Iran viewed Turkey as
an instrument of the West aimed at isolating it in the international arena. The Arab

Spring and the ensuing Syrian conflict have intensified Turkish-Iranian rivalry for



regional influence. Turkey's cooperation with Sudan adds to the strain on relations
with Egypt, especially with regard to the possible deployment of a Turkish military
base on the Sudanese island of Suakin. Although the Middle East is a region of
Turkey's deployment of "soft power" instruments, Turkey is increasingly resorting
to harsh methods ("reasonable force") to protect its national interests, which are
constructed in accordance with the ideology of neo-Ottomanism. At the post-
Davutoglu stage, since 2016, attention to national security issues has increased, and
the policy style has become much more aggressive, resulting in Turkey's permanent
accusations of "colonial illusions."
