SUMMARY

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The dissertation is devoted to a topical issue, as since the restoration of
Ukraine’s independence interest in the study of microhistory, in particular the
cultural, educational and youth movements of the 1920s and 1930s, has increased.
During this period, not only the old but also a new network of cultural, educational
and youth organizations was created: “Prosvita”, “Mykhailo Kachkovsky Society”,
“Ridna shkola” (“Native School”), “Union of Ukrainian Women”, “Sokil” (Falcon),
“Sich”, “Plast” (Ukrainian scout organization), “Luh”, “Kameniari”, “Orly (Eagles) —
Catholic Association of Ukrainian Youth” (CAUY). It was these societies that
managed to unite the nationally conscious part of Ukrainian society, which in two
decades crystallized into a real force that influenced the development of Ukrainian
education, culture, physical education and even to some extent the formation of
political thought in Eastern Galicia.

The activity of branches and “chytalnias” (reading houses) of the “Prosvita”
society is analyzed. During the 1920s, branches of the Prosvita were restored in
Tovmach (1921), Tysmenytsia (1924) and Otyniya (1928). The main tasks of the
branches were to provide informational, methodological and practical assistance in
the restoration of old and the establishment of new “chytalnias”, public houses,
libraries, and supervision of their activities, organization of educational and cultural
and artistic work in the settlements of the district. By 1925, the Tovmach branch had
restored 93% and the Tysmenytsia branch — 88% of the prewar “chytalnias”. The
most active branches of the “Prosvita” society were located in the Tovmach and
Tysmenytsia branch regions, and the least active — in the Otyniya branch region. The
main directions of the “chytalnias” work of the Prosvita of Tovmachchyna were:

education (organization of educational courses and circles of self-education),



development of a library network and cultural and art activity (creation of amateur
dramatic and choral collectives).

The public-educational work of the local centers of the “Mykhailo Kachkovsky
Society” is shown. After the First World War and the Polish-Ukrainian Wars (1914—
1919), the process of revival of this moscophile society was very slow. In
Tovmachchyna, only four of the 13 pre-war local centers resumed their activities.
Practical work of the M. Kachkovsky “chytalnias” consisted of holding various
holidays, amusements, dance evenings, friendly games, organizing days of “Russian”
culture, honoring Russian writers, staging amateur drama performances, organizing
self-educational, theatrical, choral circles, educational courses and lectures. Members
of the “M. Kachkovsky Society” did not cooperate in any way with other Ukrainian
cultural, educational and youth organizations.

The cultural and educational work of the branches and “circles” of the “Native
School” is shown. In Tovmachchyna, the local centers of the “Native School” began
to be actively established in the mid 1920s and the first half of the 1930s. Under the
Polish occupation policy the work of the local centers was aimed at preserving the
Ukrainian language, history, culture, running and maintaining private gymnasiums,
schools, kindergartens in the summer, collecting donations for their own and other
educational needs, holding holidays and parties for young people and children,
concerts in honor of prominent Ukrainian figures, etc. Before the Second World War,
there were 39 local centers of the “Native School” in Tovmachchyna, with more than
1,500 members.

Although the cultural and educational societies “Prosvita”, “Native School”,
declared their apolitical nature their local centers were often under the influence of
Ukrainian political parties: Ukrainian Socialist Radical Party (USRP), Ukrainian
National Democratic Alliance (UNDA), Organization of Ukrainian Nationalists
(OUN), Communist Party of Western Ukraine (CPWU), Ukrainian Peasant and
Workers’ Socialist Association “Selrob”. The exception was “Mykhailo Kachkovsky
Society”, which due to its unpopularity practically did not interest any of the political

parties.



The gymnastic-fire-fighting and national-educational work of the “Sokil”
“nests” (centers) is characterized. In Tovmachchyna, the restoration of “Sokil”
centers took place in the second half of the 1920s and the first half of the 1930s.
Gymnastic-fire-fighting activities of the “Sokil” “nests” consisted of systematic
gymnastics exercises and the performance of the functions of voluntary fire brigades.
The members of the society honed and demonstrated their skills during local,
“regional”, district holidays and festivals, and at sports competitions. Firefighting was
less cultivated. The reason was an acute shortage of firefighting equipment. In
addition to gymnastic and fire-fighting activities, “Sokil” centers organized national-
educational and cultural-artistic events.

The development of Sich and Luh gymnastic movements is traced. After the
hard times of war (1914-1919), the Sich movement in Tovmachchyna failed to
revive. Instead, the newly established “Luh” society, which was a fire-fighting
gymnastics organization, gained popularity among the county’s residents. In the early
1930s, due to changes in the legislation on public organizations, Luh’s local centers
focused on conducting active gymnastic and cultural-artistic work. In 1934, there
were 20 centers of the “Luh” society in Tovmach district. In Tovmachchyna, despite
the strong positions of the USRP and UNDA, Luh was the only organization that
managed to stay out of any party influence.

The cultural-educational and gymnastic-sports activity of the centers of the
Mykhailo Drahomanov Union of Ukrainian Progressive Youth “Kameniari” is
considered. To spread the party influence primarily to rural and working youth and to
replenish its ranks, the leadership of the USRP created its own youth party structure —
Mykhailo Drahomanov Union of Ukrainian Progressive Youth “Kameniari”, which
in 1932 began its active work. The main purpose of the organization was to promote
national, cultural, educational, moral and physical education of the Ukrainian youth.
During 1932-1933, about 30 local centers of the “Kameniari” society were
established in Tovmachchyna. Educational work was conducted through the
functioning of self-education groups. Gymnastics and sports activities were to
promote physical health among the population, holding local, regional, district sports

and gymnastic holidays. Cultural and educational work was carried out by organizing



and conducting various concerts, holidays, festivals dedicated to the spiritual leaders
of the society — lvan Franko, Mykhailo Drahomanov, Taras Shevchenko. The
worldview of “Kameniari” society, built on the ideas of socialism, was not accepted
by a certain part of the Ukrainian population, in particular the Greek Catholic clergy.
Before the Second World War, the “Kameniari” society was one of the three most
popular youth organizations in Tovmachchyna.

The directions of work of the local centers of the women’s organization “Union
of Ukrainian Women” are clarified. In Tovmachchyna in the 1920s and 1930s,
branches of the “Union of Ukrainian Women” were founded and operated in
Tovmach, Tysmenytsia and Otyniya towns. The branches were headed by the wives
of local lawyers and representatives of the bourgeois intelligentsia, the “circles” —
mostly the wives of village priests or nationally conscious peasants. The Tysmenytsia
branch carried out the most active and successful activity. Its leadership established
women’s organizations in almost every settlement, while branches of Tovmach and
Otyniya had only a few. The educational activity of the “Union of Ukrainian
Women” of Tovmachchyna was carried out by organizing and conducting
educational courses for its members, founding and maintaining kindergartens,
conducting various lectures, reports, speeches. The cultural and educational direction
of the work was to hold thematic holidays, concerts, and ceremonial academies. In
the late 1920s, the “Union of Ukrainian Women” took an active part in the election
campaign for the Polish parliament and in the local elections.

The patriotic and educational work of the “Plast” society is studied. In the
interwar period in Tovmachchyna there were only a few local centers of the “Plast”
society, namely: two “kurin” (units), Olena Stepanivna 54th women’s and Hetman
Petro Doroshenko 56th male’s, in Tysmenytsia town, one, 92nd male’s, in Olesha
village and a preparatory circle in the Pidpechery village. The last two units were
founded in 1930 as part of the “Seloplast” campaign. A characteristic feature of the
plast’s organization, which distinguished it from other youth societies, was the
involvement of preschool and school youth. Another difference between “Plast” was
the well-established system of self-education and professional training and a clear

organizational structure. The activities of “Plast” organizations had an educational,



enlightenment and cultural character, which was manifested through the conduct of
systematic educational and self-educational work within the organization, holding
various holidays, performances, celebrations of memorable dates in the history of
Ukraine. Plast’s work was aimed at educating nationally conscious, physically
healthy Ukrainian patriotic youth for the future struggle for state independence.
Although “Plast” positioned itself as a non-partisan organization, many of its
members sympathized with or were participants of the illegal organizations:
Ukrainian Military Organization (UMQO) and Organization of Ukrainian Nationalists
(OUN). In September 1930, “Plast” was banned and liquidated.

The structure and practical work of the centers of the Catholic Association of
Ukrainian Youth “Orly” (KAUY) are disclosed. The supreme governing leadership of
KAUY was the Archdiocesan Council, and the patron of the organization was elected
St. Archangel Michael. The grassroots center was a “circle” led by a leader. “Circles”
were divided into men’s and women’s. The worldview of the KAUY was defined as
christian-nationalist. It was based on religious-ethical values and concepts and
nationalist ideas, the Love of God and Ukraine. In April 1937, the KAUY was
renamed the “Orly” — Catholic Association of Ukrainian Youth. At the beginning of
1939, the society had 4979 full members, united in 189 centers. Unfortunately, in
Tovmachchyna “circles” of youth-christian organization were not created. The
reasons for this are the presence in the county of a wide network of centers of other
Ukrainian sports and youth societies, the high level of influence on the population of
members of Radical Party who were in a state of confrontation with the local clergy,
unsystematic work (or complete lack of work) of priests to consolidate Ukrainian
youth around the church.

The scientific novelty of the obtained results is due to the set of tasks and means
of solving them. For the first time: an attempt was made to comprehensively
investigate the activities of Ukrainian cultural, educational and youth institutions
within  Tovmach county as an administrative-territorial unit of Stanislaviv
Voivodeship; a source study of little-known archival documents and materials of
contemporary Ukrainian periodicals on the study of Ukrainian societies in the region

was carried out; a large amount of original factual material about the practical work



of the centers of cultural, educational and youth organizations of Tovmachchyna is
presented. Improved knowledge about the activities of Ukrainian cultural, educational
and youth societies of the region in the 1920s and 1930s; information about some
well-known and little-known figures of these institutions. The study of certain aspects
of the activities of Ukrainian organizations in Tovmachchyna was further developed;
refuting the claim of Soviet historiography that Ukrainian cultural, educational and
youth societies were purely nationalist and fascist, serving the interests of the
Ukrainian and Polish bourgeoisie and turning away from them of the broad masses of
the population; conducting synthetic scientific research on the activities of Ukrainian
societies of Pokuttya.

The dissertation materials can be used in research work (for the preparation of
groundworks on the history of Ukraine and historical local lore), in training work (for
the preparation of textbooks and scientific and methodological manuals on the history
of Ukrainian cultural and educational and youth movements), in public work (to
restore or improve the activities of existing similar societies), in educational work
(for the formation of nationally and state-conscious, morally healthy and physically
developed Ukrainian youth), in the public sphere (to develop a state program to
support Ukrainian educational, cultural and youth organizations to attract young
people to their ranks and achieve the consolidation of Ukrainian society).
