SUMMARY

The thesis is devoted to the research of the speech portrait of a person in the
system of forensic knowledge.

In the thesis, the complex research of speech of the person is carried out and the
decision of a scientific problem concerning criminological identification, diagnostics,
and grouping on signs of a person’s speech portrait is offered.

The obtained results allowed us to draw some theoretical conclusions and some
practical recommendations for improving the current legislation on the regulation of
the composition of the speech portrait of a person during criminal proceedings.

It is established that the methodology of research of speech portrait of a person

in the system of forensic knowledge is related to its subject, purpose, and tasks and
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provides unity of dialectical, formal-logical, hermeneutic, historical-legal, formal-legal,
sociological, statistical methods and method of system analysis.

The basic concepts of speech, language, human voice, and their relationship are
highlighted. The classification of a person's speech according to the forms of
expression into oral and written is given. There is a new type of broadcasting -
network. The features inherent in any human speech and the distinctive features of
oral, written, and network speech are considered.

It is established that the speech function is realized by the formation of an air
stream, the formation of a voice (phonation), and the formation of sounds of speech
(articulation). Thus individualization of a speech signal is carried out at all stages of its
formation, from origin in the central nervous system of the program of transfer of the
planned message (emergence of thought) and to the moment of emergence of an
acoustic signal. The study of the peculiarities of written speech established its close
connection with oral speech and the reciprocity of their influence on each other.

The concept of "speech portrait” of a person is introduced, its difference from
the concepts of "language portrait” and "verbal portrait” is determined.

The achievements of medicine, speech therapy, educational science, and
philology in terms of influencing the formation of individual speech characteristics of
various factors, such as health, disease, age, gender, social environment and
geographical environment, profession and occupation, level of education, etc. are
analyzed. It is emphasized that in criminology, in contrast to other sciences, the
difficulty of cognition of speech is that to establish the cause (the factor that led to the
formation of a speech feature) you need to know the consequence (the speech feature
itself). To do this, according to the features of speech and voice, which are reflected in
the sound or graphic traces, it is necessary to reconstruct a set of criminologically
significant features of the person, that is a complex inverse diagnostic and
identification task must be solved.

The paper reveals that a person's speech skills form a unique set of speech means

of a particular person, which have individual variations of the language model, as well
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as social options that arise in connection with a person's membership in certain social
groups by territory, profession and occupation, education, etc.

The classification of factors that determine of a person's speech on biological
(sex, age, features of physiological condition) and social (degree of language
proficiency, ethnicity, territorial affiliation, sociocultural status, profession,
occupation) is offered.

The structure of the speech portrait of a person contains features of the speech
portrait of a person, which comprehensively characterize him as a speaker.

The horizontal and vertical substructures of the features of the speech portrait are
distinguished in the work. The vertical substructure of the structure of the speech
portrait is characterized by individual (grouping) features, which include those that
allow to determine its belonging to a particular biological, demographic, or social
group); situational (diagnostic), which allows to identify the "states" of the person
during the act of speech; individual (identification), which characterize the most
distinctive features of a person's speech.

The horizontal substructure of the speech portrait (by types of speech) contains:
oral-speech features (characteristic of situations of oral communication directly
between people or with the help of technical means that transmit voice messages
without delaying the time of delivery of such a message); written and speech features
(characteristic of handwritten or printed documents with a long time for their
preparation); mixed signs of speech (typical of communication on the Internet: chats,
text messages, voice messages in messengers, etc. ).

An obligatory element of a person’s speech portrait is the peculiarities of the use
of means of speech realization (voice - for oral speech, writing instruments and gadgets
- for written speech) in a speech act.

It is determined that forensic diagnosis is a method of cognition, which consists
of studying the detected traces of the crime to determine their signs, properties, and
condition. In this way, important information is obtained about the circumstances of
the crime, in particular, the features of the object, which was left, including the trace of

the person to be searched.
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When solving the actual diagnostic tasks, the expert decides on the situational
factors influencing the speech act. These include, for example, the question of whether
a document with a deliberate distortion of written speech by a person who was in an
unusual psychophysiological state was drawn up. The signs of oral speech can
determine the emotional condition of a person, confidence in intention, indicate the
presence of a state of affect, and so on. On the grounds of network broadcasting -
emotional state, intentional distortion of speech, confusion and inattention, and so
on. These features belong to the situational substructure of the speech portrait of the
person.

Group identification, which allows you to establish the affiliation of an object to
a certain class, genus, species, ie a certain set of homogeneous objects. Homogeneous
are objects that, despite all the differences, have the same list of features of group
properties.

Based on the analysis of scientific positions on group identification, it is
determined that the establishment of group belonging of an object to a certain group is
carried out based on studying the features of the object and comparing them with the
features of other objects of the same class (group). The establishment of group
affiliation should be limited to those cases when the traces do not reflect the features
that can individualize the object.

The concept of "language portrait” is defined as normative for the speaker - a
representative of a particular social community, profession and occupation, native
language of the speaker, gender, and age.

The correlation of the features of the "speech portrait” as normative for the
bearer of speech with the features of the "speech portrait” of a particular person allows
to determine his female or male gender, to establish the approximate age of the
speaker, the degree of language proficiency - whether it is native to the speaker
dialectisms or jargonizes - his belonging to a certain profession, territory of residence
or subculture, etc.

Based on the research of various scientific schools, the definition and list of

tasks of forensic identification are given. Two ways of procedural forensic
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identification based on a speech portrait of a person are considered: during the
presentation for identification of a person by voice and expert research of traces of
speech on physical media. It was also found that non-procedural forensic identification
actions may include: operational identification actions performed outside of procedural
actions, operational-search identification, and accidental identification (recognition).

The paper finds that the most common form of procedural forensic identification
Is the presentation for identification, which is based on the identification of imaginary
Images as a type of forensic identification. The results of the survey showed that the
presentation for identification of a person by voice is much less frequent than required
by practical activities.

Based on the analysis of the process of audio and video recordings examination,
it is determined that one of the main tasks of the audio and video recordings
examination is the identification of a person by physical parameters of voice (acoustic
features). The role of the latest developments of artificial intelligence on the simulation
of human speech and the prospects of their use in the examination of human speech are
considered.

Identification of persons by oral speech as a type of forensic examination is
based on the analysis of common and distinctive features of the speech of certain
objects of study, which are divided into acoustic and linguistic.

The paper emphasizes that only the integrated use of acoustic and linguistic
features makes it possible to carry out identification with maximum accuracy,
reliability, and objectivity.

The paper provides the basic concepts of linguistic examination, the subspecies
of which are self-study and semantic-textual examination. Their main tasks are to
establish the affiliation of written speech, in the form of a text, to a certain person and
to establish the content and semantic load of information contained in the text.

It is established that a separate speech act is due to the influence of basic and
random factors, which cannot be fully taken into account in all their diversity. One
communication situation includes social, psychological, linguistic, physiological, and

SO on.
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As a result of the analysis of objects and tasks of linguistic examination of oral
speech and examination of video-sound recording, it is revealed that they investigate
the same traces-reflections of oral speech of the person fixed on various material
carriers, solve homogeneous problems, partially studying one phenomenon from
different parties.

The appointment of two consecutive examinations leads to potentially negative
consequences: to the extra cost of resources (labor, time, and money); increase in the
terms of pre-trial investigation due to the need to conduct separate research during each
of the examinations; to reduce the effectiveness of the investigation of criminal
offenses, possible evasion of the suspect from criminal liability, etc.

Emphasis is placed on the fact that the subject of none of the studied forensic
examinations (video and audio and various types of linguistic) does not cover the study
of signs of network speech of a person, which can be recorded both on the signal and
in an electronic document.

Peculiarities of using a speech portrait of a person in the process of conducting a
complex sono-linguistic examination are considered.

It is emphasized that since linguistic research conducted during phonoscopic and
linguistic examinations have a common object, subject, and methodology, which is
based on the laws found in criminology with the involvement of relevant fields of
knowledge, it is advisable to combine such examinations into one complex sono-
linguistic with a partial expansion of its competence.

The study focuses on the fact that the method of complex sono-linguistic
examination is based on the methods of linguistics, stylistics, literary criticism; in part,
they were designed to be used in applied research in physics, chemistry, acoustics,
mathematics, and statistics.

Conducting such an examination will provide an opportunity to obtain more
complete and objective information about the person, reduce the time required to
obtain evidentiary information, and avoid unnecessary time, material, and human

resources.
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To improve the current legislation on the regulation of the portrait of a person

during criminal proceedings, a new version of Part 9 of Article 228 of the CPC of

Ukraine was proposed, as well as a new Article 5! "Types of forensic examinations" of
the Law of Ukraine "On Forensic Examination".
