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The dissertation presents a scientific substantiation of the problem on preparation of
candidates for foster carers to rehabilitation activities, which is manifested in the
substantiation of the model, content and methodological support of this process.

The introduction of a foster care service is a priority that will develop community-
based services to support families with children, ensure the realization of the right of a
child who is excluded from the family in difficult life circumstances, to be brought up in a
family environment.

The research summarizes the national and international experience of temporary
upbringing of children removed from their own families, identifies four stages of
development of child care — initial (chaotic), formation, specialization, professionalization;
describes the state of development of child custody in Ukraine.

The analysis of researches by scientists on negative influence of long stay of a child
in the conditions of boarding school which consequence is emergence of mental
deprivation that leads to psychophysiological deviations and deformation of the
personality of a child, its socialization was carried out. The main reasons for children
entering boarding schools are analyzed, most of which are not due to orphanhood, but to
difficult life circumstances and lack of services at the community level.

The essence of the concepts «foster care service over a childy», «rehabilitation
activity of a foster carer», «readiness of a foster carer for rehabilitation activities» is
specified. Fostering a child is interpreted as a comprehensive service, which consists in
temporary care, upbringing and rehabilitation of a child in the family of a foster parent for
the period of overcoming difficult life circumstances by a child, their parents and provides
a system of professional interaction of social workers, foster carers and parents of a child
with a purpose of urgent protection and satisfaction of a child's needs, restoration of the
potential of the biological family or search for family forms of placement of a child,

decision-making in their best interests.



The benefits of a foster care service for a child temporarily relocated to a foster
carer's family, for family environment, biological parents, and for the community where
the service is established are described. An algorithm of actions of specialists (children's
services, social services and others) of the territorial community regarding families with
children in need of foster care services and their provision has been developed and
described. The key stages of the algorithm are the following: identification of families
with children in need of foster care; decision-making on moving the child to the family of
a foster parent; case opening; developing a plan and providing services in accordance with
the identified needs; monitoring the implementation of the individual plan; preparing the
child for relocation; moving the child from the family of a foster parent; case completion;
assessment of the quality of service provision; support for a family with a child.

The interpretation of the concept of «rehabilitation activities of foster carers» in a
broad and narrow sense. Rehabilitation activities of foster carers (in a broad sense) are
defined as a comprehensive interaction of foster carers with members of the
interdisciplinary team (specialists of the service for children, center for social services,
psychological services and teachers of preschool/general secondary education, correctional
teachers from inclusive resource center, medical employees, etc.), which aims to restore
the child's rights, status, health, capacity, social status, the formation of positive attitudes
and beliefs. Rehabilitation activities of foster carers (in the narrow sense) is a set of
measures aimed at meeting the needs of a child, restoring or forming functional ties of a
child and their family environment with social groups, learning new social roles, restoring
contacts, neutralizing negative factors that affect the development of personality and
socialization.

The peculiarities of the rehabilitation activity of foster carers, their tasks in relation
to children of different groups are revealed, in particular: it is limited in time — the foster
care service is temporary from 3 to 6 months; provided in the apartment where the family
of the foster parent lives; it is provided by persons who do not have the professional
education of a rehabilitation specialist, social worker, psychologist, etc., but only who
have been selected and trained according to the training program for foster carers. An

important area of rehabilitation is to prepare a child for transfer to a family of adoptive



parents or guardians, a foster family or a family-type orphanage. The dissertation describes
the step-by-step actions/measures of the foster carer for the implementation of this
direction. A model of preparation of candidates for foster carers for rehabilitation has been
developed taking into account current trends in adult education, components of training of
candidates for foster carers as a holistic system, which manifests itself in various forms of
new professional activity, allows to solve complex professional problems. The purpose of
the model is to form the competencies of candidates for foster carers in the rehabilitation
of a child placed in a family, interaction with parents/legal representatives of the child,
specialists involved in the rehabilitation process.

The model identifies and characterizes the following blocks of preparation of
candidates for foster carers to rehabilitation activities: target (goal, task); theoretical and
methodological (methodological approaches, principles, theoretical basis), procedural and
semantic (stages, content, forms and methods of work), analytical and effective
(components, criteria and indicators of readiness for rehabilitation activities, expected
result).

The model of preparation of candidates for foster carers to rehabilitation activities is
based on competency, integrative, interdisciplinary and axiological methodological
approaches. The model is implemented taking into account the capabilities and needs of
the individual, it is based on the principles of preparation of candidates for foster carers to
rehabilitation activities, such as: scientific, active, systematic, priority of independent
learning, use of existing life experience. The above approaches and principles are
embodied in the selection of training content, definition of forms, methods and
technologies of teaching.

The model of preparation of candidates for foster carers to rehabilitation activities
identifies the stages (preparatory, basic and final) and justifies the use of interactive and
active teaching methods during the implementation of the content of training in
accordance with the training program.

The expediency of training candidates in the form of training using a set of active
and interactive forms and methods is substantiated. The main ones are: game methods

(business and role games, method of situational exercises), techniques of family



psychotherapy (sociometric, structural intervention), behavioral exercises, methods of art
therapy (creating collages, watching videos, drawing, etc.); debates, work in groups, pairs,
general discussions. There is also a set of consultations with psychologists and specialists
of children's services, centers of social services, etc.

The components and criteria of foster carer readiness for rehabilitation activity are
determined, in particular, the criterion «awareness of rehabilitation activity in the
conditions of fostering a child» is called the corresponding cognitive component,
motivational-value component — «motivation for rehabilitation activity», activity-practical
— «rehabilitation abilities», reflexive-mobilizing — «general personal maturity and
mobilizing activity». The levels of readiness of candidates for foster carers to
rehabilitation activities are characterized: creative, productive and reproductive.

A study of the state of readiness of candidates for foster carers to rehabilitation
activities was conducted. Barriers that negatively affect the process of preparation of
candidates for foster carers for rehabilitation as well as organizational and methodological
conditions for introducing a model for preparing candidates for foster carers to
rehabilitation have been identified, namely: social and psychological support of the
selection and preparation of candidates, development of recommendations for the initial
selection of candidates for foster carers, training of an interdisciplinary team of specialists
involved in the case of a family whose child is temporarily placed in the family of a foster
carer, use of methodological materials for participants; involvement in the process of
training the family of foster carers who already provide the service of foster care.

Methodological support for the process of preparing candidates for foster carers to
rehabilitation activities has been developed. In particular, methodical recommendations
have been prepared for specialists of children's services, centers of social services on the
issues of initial selection of candidates for foster carers. The algorithm of psychologist’s
actions in the process of social and psychological support of preparation of candidates for
foster carers to rehabilitation activities is described. Methodical materials for candidates
undergoing the program of training of foster carers in the format of a workbook have been

developed and implemented.



Comparison of the initial and final results of the formative stage of the experiment
showed the effectiveness of the dissertation-based model of preparation of candidates for
foster carers to rehabilitation activities, as evidenced by quantitative and qualitative
changes in the level of readiness in the experimental group by all criteria.

The scientific novelty of the obtained results:

- for the first time the scientific problem of preparation of candidates for foster
carers to rehabilitation activities has been comprehensively studied; the stages of
development of the child care service are determined; the peculiarities of the rehabilitation
activity of foster carers, the content and specifics of their preparation for the tasks of care
and upbringing of children are revealed; a model of preparation of candidates for foster
carers to rehabilitation activities has been developed (target, theoretical-methodological,
procedural-substantive, analytical blocks and expected result); the organizational and
methodological conditions for the successful implementation of this model are
substantiated; identified components (cognitive, motivational-value, activity-practical,
reflexive-mobilization), criteria, indicators and levels (creative, productive and
reproductive) of readiness of candidates for foster carers for rehabilitation activities;

- specified essence of the concepts «service of foster care over a childy,
«preparation of candidates for foster carers», «readiness for rehabilitation activitiesy;
differences of foster care over a child from other forms of placement of children; the
essence of rehabilitation activities of foster carers (in a broad and narrow sense);

- further development of scientific views on: foster care service as an alternative to
institutional care for children; ethical norms and principles to be followed by the foster
carer during rehabilitation activities; issues related to the implementation of integrated and
interdisciplinary approaches in social work, provisions on active and interactive forms and
methods of adult learning.

The practical significance of the obtained scientific results is: development and
implementation of comprehensive diagnostic tools for determining the levels of readiness
of candidates for foster carers to rehabilitation activities (situational tasks, tests for
candidates); introduction of a model of preparation of candidates for foster carers to

rehabilitation activities; developed and implemented methodological support for the



process of preparing candidates for foster carers to rehabilitation activites (guidelines for
specialists of social service centers, children's services; a series of training sessions for
foster carers, a set of thematic active and interactive exercises; workbooks for candidates
for foster carers; selection of sources for self-study by candidates); introduction of
diagnostic tools for psychologists of regional centers of social services for the initial
selection of candidates for foster carers.

Developed and tested materials can be used in the training of foster carers by
government and non-governmental organizations; during training events to improve the
professional competence of social workers, social workers, employees of children's
services, representatives of interdisciplinary teams of local communities. The dissertation
materials will be useful in teaching the relevant disciplines for students of specialty 231
«Social Worky.
