Preservation of the monarchical form of government in the context of
globalization and overall democratization of the world is a unique phenomenon.
Slightly more than a fifth of all existing countries are monarchies. And some of them
play an important political and economic role on the world stage. Accordingly, this
leads not only to scientific but also practical interest in studying the transformation
of the monarchy’s institution and the prospects for its preservation in the context of
assessing the political stability of such influential monarchies as Qatar, Saudi
Arabia, and Japan. Ukraine is not a monarchy and does not border on any of them,
but it has close ties with some of them. For example, Great Britain, Spain and the
Netherlands are significant economic partners of Ukraine. Also, our country built up
contacts with Qatar and the UAE.

Actuality of the dissertation research is due to the need for scientific
understanding of the monarchy’s preservation and the political transformations that
contributed to it, to predict and evaluate the level of this form of government’s
stability in the future.

The purpose of the dissertation research is to identify and reveal the features
of the political transformation of the monarchy in the modern world. The object of
the dissertation research is political transformation as a process of changing the
nature of the relationship between the highest state authorities. The subject of the
dissertation research is the transformation’s regularities of the monarchy’s

institution in contemporary world.



The dissertation is the first comprehensive political science research of the
problem of the monarchy’s institution transformation. Within the framework of the
conducted research the following results were obtained, which are marked by
scientific novelty and are submitted for defense:

for the first time:

- methodological problems that cause the lack of a single generally accepted
approach to the definition of political modernization are identified, the author's
definition of the concept of «political transformation» as a process of changing the
nature of relations between higher authorities is given, the author's approach to the
study of the process monarchies’ political transformation is proposed and which
consists in the analysis of forms of parliamentary control over the government not
only in the constitutional, but also in the political practice of a particular country, as
well as in the nature of limiting the power of the head of state and establishing his
political responsibility to parliament, government or citizens;

- the process of the introduction of the control function of the legislative power
over the executive in the form of specific forms of control is analyzed on the example
of 28 monarchies, not only their constitutional consolidation is revealed and
described, but also the reality or nominality of their application, proposed division
of monarchies depending on the nature of the introduction of the control function of
the legislature over the executive in the context of ensuring balance in the system of
relations between higher state authorities, found that this process is not enough to
ensure balance in the system of relations between higher state authorities;

- revealed and substantiated the transformation of the constitutional and legal
status of the monarch in terms of the transition from absolute to partial or incomplete
absolute irresponsibility of his person through the detection, disclosure and analysis
of legal consolidation and actual application of certain forms of political
responsibility of the head of state in constitutional and political practice with the
monarchical form of government, proposed the division of monarchies depending
on the nature of the process in the context of ensuring balance in the system of

relations between the highest state authorities, the dependence of the transformation



of the constitutional and legal status of the monarch on the introduction of the control
function of the parliament over the government was found;

- analyzed the experience of abandoning the institution of monarchy in
countries such as Afghanistan, Ethiopia and Laos, proved that the process of political
transformation is not the cause of the transition to a republican system, but the
phenomena derived from it, substantiated the problematic nature of the
Commonwealth as the first candidates for abolition of the monarchy. in these
countries, the prospects for further transformation of the institution of monarchy and
the existence of a monarchical system in the context of possible political
transformations and current political practice are outlined, substantiated the fact that,
regardless of the type or level of institutional stability, there is a threat of extinction
for every existing monarchy without exception.

in-depth study:

- the evolution of the concepts of «political modernization» and «political
transformationy» in both theoretical and practical aspects and their distinction in
political science;

- phenomena of political modernization and political transformation of
monarchies in the analysis of their constitutional and political practice;

- formation and development of a mechanism of checks and balances in
countries with a monarchical form of government;

- prospects for maintaining the monarchical system in the world.

acquired further justification:

- provision for the inevitability of a gradual reduction in the number of
monarchies in the world due to the traditional nature of this form of government, as
well as the attractiveness of republican ideas in the context of political manipulation,
it is justified that the most likely option would be the transition to the republican
system of a few Commonwealth countries.

The practical significance of the dissertation’s results is that its conclusions
can be used to build geopolitical predictions about the format of the future existence

of Arab monarchies, prospects for the transformation of the Commonwealth,



preservation / loss of political stability by individual European, Asian and African
monarchies. The main provisions of the dissertation research are aimed at
streamlining and improving the scientific understanding of the political
transformation’s process and updating the existing political science knowledge
about the monarchy’s institution. The content of the dissertation research can be used
in higher educational institutions in the preparation of lectures on general policy
theory, political science theory of state, special training courses, teaching and
methodological textbooks, theoretical and comparative political science, including
training courses on political modernization / political transformation, modern
foreign constitutionalism, general policy theory and others.
