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ABSTRACT

The dissertation raises the problem of formation of professional competencies
of future primary school teachers in the educational process of pedagogical
institutions of professional higher education of Ukraine.



The Concept of General Secondary Education emphasizes the need to solve
pressing problems in teacher training, including awareness of social responsibility,
continuous personal and professional growth, the formation of skills to achieve new
pedagogical goals through conscious cognition and meaningful preservation of
society's values. Accordingly, this requires changes in the training of primary school
teachers, because he is called to lay the foundations of personal development.

The realities of modern education encourage the search for different approaches
in the training of future teachers, who will have to introduce new methods of teaching
and educating children, taking into account the social and cultural changes taking
place in the country. In the context of the above, we note that the key condition for
ensuring quality teacher training is the formation of his professional competencies.
The requirements of the modernized primary school include the training of a
competent primary school teacher who would be able to successfully implement the
State Standard of Primary Education in line with the principles of humanization,
child-centeredness, personality-oriented approach and more. Modern professional and
pedagogical training of primary school teachers is aimed at forming his professional
competencies, which provide readiness for theoretical understanding of the essence of
the educational process of secondary school, to the formation of cognitive interests of
younger students. We believe that the high level of professional competencies of
primary school teachers will contribute to the effectiveness of professional activities.

In particular, the Law of Ukraine "On Education” (2017) a separate article
(Article 16) defines the importance of professional higher education, which aims to
form and develop educational qualifications and is a confirmation of the ability of a
person (graduate) to perform typical specialized tasks in a particular field, related to
the performance of production tasks of increased complexity and / or the
implementation of limited management functions. The Law of Ukraine "On
Professional Higher Education” (2019) indicates that the educational process in the
field of professional higher education is aimed at the transfer, acquisition, increase
and use of knowledge, skills and other competencies of students, as well as the
formation of harmoniously developed personality (Article 45). It should be noted that
the competencies and learning outcomes of students defined by the Standard of
Professional Higher Education in specialty 013 Primary Education (2021) meet the
requirements of the Professional Standard for Professions "Primary School Teacher”,
"General Secondary School Teacher”, "Primary School Teacher" education (with a
diploma of junior specialist) "(2020). The above normative educational documents
indicate the importance of forming professional competencies in the training of
students.

In the scientific work the current scientific approaches to the peculiarities of the
formation of professional competencies of future primary school teachers are



analyzed, theoretically generalized and comprehensively substantiated; their structural
components are characterized, the causal relationships between them are described.
The effectiveness of a number of pedagogical conditions has been developed and
scientifically proved, the model of the process of formation of professional
competencies in the general structure of the educational process of modern
pedagogical institutions of professional higher education, the content and methods of
classroom and extracurricular activities with future primary school teachers in their
training are highlighted. The essence of the concepts "professional competencies”,
"professional competencies of future primary school teachers”, "formation of
professional competencies of future primary school teachers”, "educational
environment of pedagogical institutions of professional higher education™ is revealed.

It is proved that the professional competence of the future primary school
teacher is a dynamic category that encourages the individual to develop and provides
the ability to solve complex specialized problems and practical problems in
professional and pedagogical activities, integrates motives, values; knowledge of
theoretical principles and methods of pedagogy, psychology, teaching methods; the
ability to organize the educational process of primary school students by forming in
them key competencies and worldview, taking into account both universal values and
national culture.

The main structural components of future primary school teachers
(motivational-value, cognitive and activity) are identified and the content of each of
them is determined. Motivational and value component determines the awareness of
value aspects of future professional activity, the importance of professional
development and self-development, attitude to the process of continuous
improvement of professional competencies, as well as the direction and intentions of
self-improvement in professional activities; taking into account motives and
professional interests, factors of professional development and stimulation, attitude to
self-education and self-development.

The cognitive component is considered by us as a system of knowledge about
professional activity in the New Ukrainian school (hereinafter - NUS). Theoretical
knowledge is designed to perform explanatory-prognostic and constructive functions
that motivate the individual to transform the acquired knowledge into direct practical
activities - the basis of the future profession. In this regard, the cognitive component is
actively integrated with the activity as a leading indicator of the effectiveness of
professional training.

The activity component involves the practical application (especially during
pedagogical practice) of subject knowledge, skills and abilities in a number of
professional disciplines, as well as the author's special course.



Based on the results of research of Ukrainian and foreign scientists on the
component structure of professional competencies of future primary school teachers,
the criteria for assessing the level of their formation are determined: motivational-
value, cognitive and activity. Levels in four dimensions (high, sufficient, average,
low) and indicators of their formation in the process of professional training of future
primary school teachers in the educational process of pedagogical institutions of
professional higher education in Ukraine are differentiated.

A number of pedagogical conditions for the formation of professional
competencies of future primary school teachers have been identified and
substantiated, in particular:

— formation of positive motivation to master professional competencies in the
process of professional training;

— updating the content of professional training of primary school teachers by
introducing a special course "Professional competencies of future primary school
teachers to work in the New Ukrainian school in pedagogical colleges of Ukraine";

— improving the practical training of future primary school teachers.

As a methodological basis for ensuring the formation of professional
competencies of future primary school teachers, we have provided a number of
scientific approaches at all stages of the study, in particular:

— axiological approach in the organization and implementation of the
educational process in pedagogical institutions of professional higher education was
identified as a basis for the formation of personal value orientations of future primary
school teachers.

— personality-oriented approach aimed at stimulating self-development of
future primary school teachers, creating optimal conditions for self-realization in
various types of classroom and extracurricular activities, as a result of which this
process focused on interests, personal orientations and abilities of future teachers.

— a systematic approach aimed at ensuring the unity, interdependence and
complementarity of goals, objectives and pedagogical technologies for the formation
of professional competencies of future teachers in pedagogical institutions of
professional higher education.

— activity approach was actualized in various types of interpersonal interaction
of all participants in the process of formation of professional competencies of future
teachers, special attention was paid to the introduction of various organizational forms
in implementing the content of this component of professional training in pedagogical
institutions of higher education.

— competence approach was aimed not only at the logical integrity of
knowledge, skills and abilities of future teachers, which they mastered during
classroom and extracurricular activities, but also implemented during various types of



pedagogical practice, participation in extracurricular activities (clubs, studios,
competitions, etc. ), which were used for maximum activity and self-realization.

A model has been developed and characterized, which is presented as a holistic
system of interactive and interdependent components that ensure the achievement of
optimal efficiency in solving certain tasks and achieving the objectives of the study.
The model contains clearly defined methodological approaches (axiological,
personality-oriented, systemic, activity, competence), components of the process of
forming professional competencies of future primary school teachers, highlights the
factors of their provision and effectiveness. The model also presents pedagogical
conditions (formation of positive motivation to master professional competencies in
the process of professional training; updating the content of professional training of
primary school teachers by introducing a special course "Professional competencies of
future primary school teachers to work in the New Ukrainian school in pedagogical
colleges of Ukraine"; improvement practical training of future primary school
teachers), components, criteria and levels of formation of professional competencies
of future primary school teachers (cognitive, motivational-value, activity).

The content and methodological support of the process of formation of
professional competencies of future primary school teachers in institutions of
professional higher education (curriculum, lecture notes, test tasks, thematic tasks and
situations from the special course "Professional competencies of future primary
school teachers to work in the New Ukrainian school in pedagogical colleges of
Ukraine ") and diagnostic tools to determine the levels of professional competencies
of future primary school teachers are developed.

The obtained results of the presented research allow to state that the developed
and experimentally tested pedagogical conditions for the formation of professional
competencies of future primary school teachers in pedagogical education institutions
are effective and appropriate for implementation in the real educational process of
pedagogical educational institutions. The future teachers covered by the experimental
program showed a positive dynamics of the levels of formation of the selected
components of the professional competencies of future primary school teachers. The
reliability of indicators of the levels of professional competencies of students of
experimental (EG) and control (CG) groups indicate the effectiveness of their
formation, confirmed by statistical research ( we have chosen Pearson's criterion 2,
Fisher's criterion ¢* and correlation criterion (according to Pearson)).

The results of quantitative and qualitative analysis of the obtained data indicate
the effectiveness of defined and justified pedagogical conditions for the formation of
professional competencies of future primary school teachers in pedagogical
institutions of professional higher education. In view of this, the tasks set by us in the
study have been fulfilled, and the goal has been achieved.
