The relevance of the dissertation is that after Ukraine’s independence in
1991, interest in studying the history of the Ukrainian national movement in
Galicia “long” XIX century has grown significantly, an integral part of which was
the activity of the Ruthenians in the representative authorities of the Austrian
(since 1867 — Austro-Hungarian) Monarchy. During 1861-1897, Ukrainian
deputies in the Austrian Parliament defended the interests of the local population.
Chronologically, the work covers the period from the restoration of the parliament
in Habsburg Monarchy 1861 to the end of the eighth cadence in 1897.

The basis for the study were unpublished archival materials (from two
archives in Ukraine — CSHAL (Central State Historical Archive of Ukraine, Lviv)
and the State Archives of lvano-Frankivsk region), data from the stenographic
protocols of the parliament (100 items in the list of used sources and literature),
Austrian laws, periodicals of that time and memoirs of direct participants and
witnesses of the events. Valuable information for the work is taken from the
available historiographical base, first of all, the works of modern Ukrainian
historians 1. Chornovol, M. Mudryi, O. Arkusha, A. Klish, Austrian historian
G. Binder, Polish — S. Piiai, and others. As for archival materials, they relate
primarily to election campaigns, while the activities of the Ukrainian
representation are reflected in the stenographic protocols of the parliament, which

contain information about each deputy.
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The study revealed the participation of the Ukrainian population in the
elections to the Austrian Parliament. The role of the leader of the election
campaigns of the Galician Ruthenians was taken over by the Russophiles
(Moscophiles) Political Society “Russka (hereinafter — Ruska) Rada” founded in
1870 in Lviv, especially after the introduction of direct elections to the House of
Ambassadors in 1873. The society identified candidates for ambassadors, printed
and distributed campaign leaflets among the population, attracted financial
resources to the election campaign, etc. Russophiles defended the ideas of Pan-
Slavism and a single “Russkii mir” (Russian world), which included in their
understanding “Velykoruski” (Russian), and “Maloruski” (Ukrainian) ethnic lands.
Despite some success in the elections of 1873 (15 deputies), the activities of the
“Ruska Rada” were marked by significant shortcomings (lack of communication
directly in the constituencies, the centralized nomination of candidates, the
passivity of ambassadors in parliament, etc.), which led to a gradual decline in the
number of Russophile deputies. In the elections of 1879, the Russophiles won only
three seats, in 1885 — one, and in 1891 — none.

At the same time, the role of Galician Populists in the pre-election
campaigns was clarified. For the first time, the Populists took part in the organized
elections of 1885, when they created a joint committee with the Russophiles — the
Main Ruskyi Electoral Committee (hereinafter — MREC). Until then, the
coordination of Populists efforts in the elections was not carried out directly, they
participated in Polish or Russophile election committees. However, until the early
1880s, the Galician Populists were ideologically and organizationally inferior to
the Russophiles, they did not have their own political organization (the Narodna
Rada (People’s Council) emerged only in 1885). The turning point in the
Populists-Rossophiles rivalry in Galicia finally happened at the turn of the 80s and
90s of the XIX century, which was related to the policy of Polish-Ukrainian
understanding, the so-called “New era” with the support of the Austrian
government (1890-1894). In the regular elections of 1891, the Populists for the
first time independently formed the Ruskyi Main Electoral Committee (RMEC)
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and won seven seats, for comparison, Russophiles — none. Well-known people’s
figures became deputies: Yu. Romanchuk, O. Barvinskyi, K. Telishevskyi, and
others.

The mechanism of electing members of parliament in the Galician Sejm
(1861-1873) is analyzed. Under Austrian law one of the Sejm responsibilities was
to elect members of parliament from among its members. Poles, using the
numerical advantage in the Sejm arena, which was based on the curial system of
elections on an estate basis, politically active and independent Ruthenians were
deliberately barred from entrance to the House of Ambassadors. As a result, some
of the Ukrainian representatives at that time became members of the parliamentary
faction of Poles — the Polish Circle most of them were noted for passivity
(I. Bodnar, A. Yanovskyi, M. Kashevko, and others). With the introduction of a
new system of parliamentary elections in 1873, the Ruthenians got a chance to
increase the number of members of parliament.

The personal and quantitative composition of the Ukrainian representation in
the Austrian Parliament has been determined. In 1861-1865 in the House of
Ambassadors were 13 Ruthenians, in 1867-1870 — six, in 1870-1871 and 1871—
1873 — four each, in 1873-1879 — 16, in 1879-1885 — four, 1885-1891 — five and
1891-1897 — nine. During this period, the deputies were known Russophiles —
I. Naumovych, T. Pavlykiv, V. Kovalskyi, D. Kulachkovckyi, and others, Populists
— S. Kachala, V. Fedorovych, Yu. Romanchuk, O. Barvinskyi, A. Vakhnianyn, and
others. Given that some politicians have received mandates several times (in
particular 1. Bodnar, V. Kovalskyi, I. Ozarkevych, etc.), in total, Ruthenians in the
House of Ambassadors during 1861-1897 had 49 representatives. In addition, four
Greek-Catholic Metropolitan were automatically ambassadors to the House of
Lords (G. Yakhymovych, S. Lytvynovych, J. Sembratovych, and
S. Sembratovych). Until 1891, Russophiles predominated in the Ukrainian
representation.

It was found out that the main activity of Ukrainian deputies in the

parliament was cultural and educational. In the education sphere, ambassadors

usually sought the opening of Ukrainian-language schools and gymnasiums, the
creation of Ruthenian classes in their language in existing Polish schools. The
Poles, with a larger representation in parliament (the Polish Circle has never had
less than 40 members since 1873), opposed this in every possible way. They were
aware of the undesirable consequences for the development of Ukrainian-language
schools in Galicia, which potentially threatened the transformation of the region,
essentially a Polish autonomous province, with the support of the Austrian
authorities since the 1860s. The highest activity of Ukrainian deputies in the
education sphere was observed from the fifth cadence (since 1873), and,
especially, in the 80s of the XIX century, when they, in particular, managed to
check textbooks in the region and propose changes to school legislation.
V. Kovalskyi in 1876 distinguished himself by the project of opening a Ukrainian
school in Lviv. Ukrainian parliament deputies from Galicia (l. Ozarkevych,
Yu. Herovskyi, and others) made efforts to open the University of Chernivtsi in
1875. Ruthenian initiatives were often lost in the Austrian bureaucratic system.

It was argued that Ukrainian deputies were also interested in socio-economic
and religious issues. In particular, in the socio-economic sphere, they raised the
issue of the plight of the people: the need to reduce taxes, overcome the effects of
famine, spring floods, and more. For example, M. Kuzemskyi in 1862 advocated
the creation of soil books to reduce the number of land disputes in Galicia.
Ruthenian deputies of the fifth cadence (1873-1879) sought to help the population
to overcome the consequences of natural disasters and to avoid famine. The
Ukrainian representation sought improvement to the material support of the Greek
Catholic clergy which was in a worse position than the Roman-Catholic
(unfortunately, mostly unsuccessful), supported the opening of the third in the
region, along with Lviv and Przemysl, Stanislaviv bishopric in 1885.

At the same time, the position of the Ukrainian representation was revealed
during the discussion of national laws in the parliamentary arena. Ambassadors
annually participated in the formation and distribution of the budget of the empire.

Ukrainian ambassadors-deputies were quite active during the adoption of the laws
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on elections of 1873 and 1896. Yu. Romanchuk and O. Barvinskyi made speeches
during the discussion on the projects of electoral reform in the 1890s, seeking the
introduction of universal suffrage, which was implemented only in 1907.

The cooperation of the Ukrainian representatives with other members of
parliament was analyzed separately. Among the most frequent allies of the
Ruthenians, who had a relatively small representation in the House of
Ambassadors, were Poles, Germans, and Italians. Ukrainian figures, given the
relatively small representation, needed support in parliament for implementation of
their requirements, the main position in determining allies was the position in the
Polish-Ukrainian rivalry in Galicia. Ukrainian deputies, who sought an
understanding with the Poles, joined the Poles, joined the Polish Circle, but there
were few (S. Kachala, V. Fedorovych, and others). Instead, to weaken Poles
influence in the region in 1861-1879, Ukrainian ambassadors joined the Austro-
German Liberals, a constant rival of the Polish Circle. V. Kovalskyi in 18821891
was a member of the Coronini Club, the liberal faction of Franz Coronini-
Cronberg.

The activity of the Ukrainian representation in the House of Lords of the
Reichsrat, the composition of which was personally appointed by the emperor, is
analyzed. The only Ukrainian deputy in the study period who participated in the
sittings of the upper house of parliament was S. Lytvynovych, a member of the
Finance Committee. Three others (G. Yakhymovych, J. Sembratovych, and
S. Sembratovych) were passive and often did not even come to Vienna. They
received the mandate automatically in connection with the accession to the
metropolitan position.

The scientific novelty of the obtained results is that in the work for the first
time: the multi-vector activity of the Ukrainian representation of Galicia in the
Austrian Parliament in 1861-1897 was studied; a significant part of unknown and
little-known archival materials and a significant amount of information from
contemporary periodicals and stenographic protocols of the parliament were

introduced into scientific circulation; improved: knowledge of the activities of the
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Ukrainian representation in the Austrian Parliament; ideas about the course of
parliamentary election campaigns and the participation of the Ukrainian population
in them; received further development: the study of certain moments of
participation of the political association “Ruska Rada™ in the election campaigns to
the House of Ambassadors; study of the activities of some members of parliament
(Yu. Romanchuk, O. Barvinskyi, S. Kachala, and others).

The practical significance of the results is that the conclusions and main
points of the dissertation can be used in the research sphere — while writing works
on the history of Ukraine, historical local lore; educational — to prepare for training
sessions on relevant topics, the formation of nationally conscious youth; legal — in
the process of improving the modern election legislation of Ukraine; public — to
form among citizens a sense of responsibility for their choices, civil society.
