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In the Russian Empire, censorship was a means of forming public opinion,
promoting a unified ideology and defending imperial interests. Given the different
socio-political and socio-cultural features of the Ukrainian lands within the empire, the
censorship policy and activities of the respective institutions had their own specific
features, special functional tasks. Among them, the central was to influence the
development of national culture, to slow down the deployment of the Ukrainian
national liberation movement, to control the labor movement, to protect public morals.
The first Russian Revolution of 1905-1907 led to significant changes in the legal
framework and mechanisms of censorship, somewhat transformed the political order
in the country, eased anti-Ukrainian repressive pressure. The study of the work of
tsarist censorship in Ukrainian provinces during 1905-1917 conducted in the proposed
dissertation made it possible to find out the essence of the information policy of the
imperial government during the difficult and turning periods in the history of the
Russian Empire (in the conditions of the First Russian Revolution, the post-
revolutionary reaction ), significantly expand the scientific knowledge of the activities
of police-security institutions of the autocracy in Ukrainian provinces, to supplement
the overall picture of the development of the national movement, th publishing efforts
to clarify the impact of the special restrictive measures in the information area on the
socio-political situation in the regions of the Russian Ukraine.

The first chapter of the paper explains the state of the scientific study of the
selected subject, describes the source base and methodology of the study. In the
relevant chapter, three groups of works were identified and characterized:
methodological, contextual and special historical works. Analysis of the works devoted

to the problem of censorship, information policy in the Russian Empire, showed that



in the pre-Soviet and Soviet periods of the development of historical science, due to
various circumstances, there was no comprehensive coverage of the work of censorship
bodies in the Ukrainian provinces of the Russian Empire. Ukrainian historians of the
pre-Soviet period (B. Grinchenko, M. Hrushevskyi, S. Efremov, S. Petliura) focused
on the coverage of manifestations of anti-Ukrainian censorship policy, Russian
historians (K. Arsenyev, M. Lemke, V. Deriuzhynskyi, M. Olmynskyi, E. Valle-de-
Barr), although covering the general aspects of the functioning of censorship, analyzing
changes in the relevant legislation, did not take into account the practice of its
implementation on the ground and, in particular, in the territory of modern Ukraine.
Despite the fact that no generalized study on the history of censorship was created
during the Soviet period, but itself studied as part of the history of literature and
journalism with relevant ideological judgments, we have nevertheless identified a
number of important scientific advances made in the general scientific discourse by
Soviet historians: bureaucratic apparatus, determining the general features of the
censorship regime after 1905, revealing the interdependence of printing activity and
easing the censorship pressure.

According to the purpose and the subject of modern studies on the history of
censorship, we have identified seven groups of works, which study: 1) the general
history of the activities of censorship institutions and the censorship policy of imperial
power; 2) the activity of censorship institutions in certain regions of the Russian
Empire, including in the national outskirts; 3) formation and development of
censorship legislation; 4) source-related aspects of the activities of censorship bodies;
5) daily censorship activities, relations of censorship bodies with individual writers and
publicists; 6) the person of the censor, his social and legal status; 7) history of
journalism and publishing. An analysis of the works of foreign and national historians
has led to the claim that there is no comprehensive research on the activities of
censorship bodies in Ukrainian provinces during the revolutionary transformations
(1905-1907) and post-revolutionary reform (1907-1917) of the autocratic model of
power in Russia.

In carrying out the research, the following sources were used as sources: 1)

legislative and regulatory acts; 2) business documentation of relevant state institutions;



3) materials of periodicals of that time; 4) sources of personal origin (epistolary,
memoirs and memoirs); 5) published statistical, reference and biographical
information. The main array of unpublished act documents was taken from the funds
of the Central State Historical Archives of Ukraine (f. 295, 442, 1680), the State
Archives of Kyiv (155, 287), and the State Archives of Odesa Region (f. 10-13).

The second chapter of the thesis describes the organizational and legal aspects
of the functioning of censorship bodies in the Ukrainian provinces of the Russian
Empire. In particular, the transformation of censorship legislation was characterized,
the whole system of censorship bodies operating in the empire in general and the
Ukrainian provinces in particular, the socio-professional portrait of the censor as an
imperial official was added, a list of censors who worked during the study period in the
Ukrainian governor was established. career trajectories.

Significant place in the chapter is devoted to the specifics of the legal framework
of the censorship institute, the characteristics of the development of censorship
legislation, the peculiarities of the changes made to it by the provisional rules of 1905-
1907. The corresponding chapter overcame the stereotype of Soviet historiography that
only under the pressure of the working-revolutionary masses, in the context of the
growing revolution in January-October 1905, did tsarism soften the censorship
legislation. The analysis of power measures in this area in the early twentieth century
attests to the understanding by the ruling regime of the need to improve censorship
legislation. Censorship reform was caused before the events of the revolution of 1905-
1907 and was associated with the intensification of the activities of the Zemal-Liberal
opposition and public indifference. We have also reassessed the imperial Manifesto
«On the Improvement of the Government» of October 17, 1905 in terms of giving
freedom of expression, and also characterized the «period of profanity» - from October
19 to November 24, 1905. Yes, in our opinion, it was not confusion or weakness of
power, but tactics used and tried before. The situation with the so-called «spontaneous
publicity» in journalism and literature that existed during 1855-1862 showed that this
is nothing more than a way of «releasing steam» from the autocratic mechanism,
releasing public fervor. The manual censorship control mechanism, although

ineffective, was often impulsive, but it did allow responding to the public temperature



by opening and closing the «valves» of free speech. Thus, during the «period of
profanity» the authorities allowed the release of steam, and as early as November 24,
1905, «Provisional Rules for Periodicals» were promulgated, which abolished previous
censorship but did not remove power control over the disseminated information.
Already since 1906, the authorities renewed the prohibition of censorship norms,
amending the basic codified legal act that regulated the general legal issues of the
activities of censorship bodies in the Russian Empire, in particular, the «Statute of
Censorship and Printing» (1890), greatly enhancing them. In addition to the
strengthening of censorship legislation, the authorities applied the rules of the
previously introduced laws «On enhanced security», «On martial law» and the like.
And although in the subsequent post-revolutionary years we observed a permanent
strengthening of control over the information space, the imperial power failed to return
to the former forms of censorship control. Only in 1914-1917, due to the intertwining
of extraordinary military-administrative and military-censorship legislation, and only
in certain regions, did it succeed in regaining its previous censorship and thereby
restoring strict censorship control over the information sphere of society.

Through a comparative historical analysis, it was found that in the Ukrainian
provinces the network of bodies involved in performing censorship functions was the
most densely located in geographical terms and branched out in terms of functionality.
For example, during the period 1905-1917 temporary committees on the affairs of the
press in Kyiv and Odesa worked in the Ukrainian provinces of the Russian Empire, a
separate Foreign Censorship Committee worked in Odesa, and continued their work in
Kharkiv and Katerynoslav of the Office of the Inspectors of Affairs. The large number
of booksellers and publishing houses necessitated the maintenance in Kyiv and Odesa
of such institutions as the Inspector of Printing, Lithographs and Booksellers. The
bodies of postal censorship at the Kyiv, Odesa and Kharkiv post-telegraph offices also
carried out their secret activities.

The study of the personnel aspects of the activities of the censorship institutions
made it possible to establish that there were few professional censors for the whole
empire, as for such an important matter of state security. The approaches to the

candidatures of the censors of the central authorities, as well as of the local units in



Kyiv and Odesa, were serious. The vast majority of the staff of these bodies had a high
level of education, work experience and held a long enough position. Kyiv censors
usually combined their professional responsibilities with active public work in the
monarchical movement, were well-known publicists, and became involved in
censorship of the educational sphere. Odesa censors were more of a classic bureaucrat,
knew several foreign languages, and mostly built careers at the Ministry of Internal
Affairs.

In the censorship bodies of Kharkiv and Katerynoslav the recruitment was full
of clutter and formalism. The staff of these bodies were constantly changing, poorly
qualified and regarded their work as a temporary interim stage until retirement or
transfer to a more relaxed job.

In the third chapter we have considered the peculiarities of the activities of the
relevant bodies within the defined censorship areas. We stated that the network of
censors had no direct link to the provincial division in the Russian Empire, nor was it
connected with the division into educational or judicial districts. So to speak,
censorship areas or service areas of a particular censorship body were absolutely
conventional. For example, the territories that included Right-Bank Ukraine (or
Southwestern Territory) and the Left Bank were served by censorship bodies opened
in Kyiv. The south of Ukraine (or the nickname Novorossiysk region) was served by
the Odesa censorship bodies. Middle Dnieper and Slobozhanshchyna - respective
inspectors for the affairs of Kharkiv and Katerynoslav. In the dissertation it is noted
that the daily activities of each censorship body had many differences, but in general it
is possible to distinguish the following periods in their activity: 1905-1906 - confusion
and lack of effective control over print editions; 1907-1909 - the return of censorship
and increased administrative pressure on the local press; 1910-1914 - stable censorship
control by mixed methods (within the limits of ordinary censorship legislation and in
the conditions of periodic state of emergency); 1914-1917 - loss of real influence on
infoprost and auxiliary functions to the bodies of military censorship.

From the crisis years of censorship of 1905-1907, the relevant authorities in
Ukraine came out differently, but the assistance of the provincial authorities, which by

administrative methods subdued the opposition press, was common.



For all bodies, it was a priority to control periodicals, to prevent the spread of
socialist scholars and critics to local and supreme authorities. The main mechanism for
punishing journalists and publishers, however, was not the prosecution, as stipulated
in the censorship statute, but the administrative penalties imposed by the imposition of
either a martial law or a state of enhanced security.

In the relevant section, it was proved that the most extensive was the activity of
the Ukrainian intelligentsia in Kyiv, and that is why the «censorship» of Kyiv
considered the largest number of Ukrainian-language periodicals and non-periodicals,
trying to combat it both administrative and other methods.

In the years of «the Stolypin reaction», the work of the censorship institutions
was devoid of impulsivity, and was characterized by the planned measures to destroy
the opposition press, protect public morals, and remove literature published
uncontrollably in the revolutionary years.

The most ineffective was the activity of the Katerynoslav Inspector of Press,
which made the functioning of the censorship body of Kharkiv somewhat difficult
(especially in the period 1905-1907). Instead, the censorship bodies of Kyiv and Odesa
fully fulfilled their tasks and tried to defend the interests of autocracy not only in the
civil service, but also in public and political life, theoretical humanities.

In general, it was stated that with the outbreak of World War 1, all civilian
censorship bodies were forced to yield a monopoly to protect the information space of
the Ukrainian provinces of the Russian Empire and to be satisfied with advisory
functions. Military censorship took full control of the information space, the private
communication of empire subjects, which in turn borrowed the cadres and institutional
experience of the relevant civilian authorities.
