The dissertation research was the first to conduct a comprehensive study of
information and psychological confrontation during the Russian-Georgian military
conflict in August 2008 through the use of a wide range of sources and scientific
literature. Scientific research was aimed at separating the nature, ways of
implementation and forms of information and psychological confrontation during
the Russian-Georgian conflict and to reveal its consequences in the context of

increasing Russian influence in the South Caucasus.

The author's approach in determining the peculiarities of coverage of this
confrontation during the active phase of hostilities on the basis of elaboration of

various sources is shown in the paper.

Analysis of the experience of information and psychological confrontation
during the Russian-Georgian conflict in 2008 provides a basis for a comprehensive
understanding of information and psychological measures in the course of
confrontations of this type in cognitive and practical terms. The materials analyzed

in the work create opportunities for the development of algorithms, narratives and



doctrines for responding to modern information threats from the special and

propaganda services of the probable enemy.

In the first chapter «Historiography, source base, research methods» the state
of development and history of studying the scientific task is studied, the source base

Is analyzed, the methodology of dissertation research is characterized.

A wide selection of narrative materials was used during carrying out the
dissertation research. For the full disclosure of this topic, historical sources were
used, which differed in stylistic specificity, informative content and origin, and

which were published during the study period.

The views of scientists who have studied this topic in their research are
analyzed, modern approaches to the study of this topic in the historical plane are

characterized and the methods of dissertation research are determined.

The paper uses a set of methods and techniques to solve the tasks and objectives
of the study. To fully reveal the topic, a modern conceptual and categorical apparatus
was used and various methods of historical cognition were combined. The use of
general scientific principles and methods provided the logic of the material and
contributed to the disclosure of the goal and scientific impartiality of the findings,
and the involvement of various sources of information created the possibility of their
critical and analytical evaluation, which significantly improved the quality and

informativeness of research.

The following special scientific methods are used in the work: historical-
genetic, chronological, comparative (comparative), synchronous. Among the
specific scientific methods used methods of consideration, description and analysis
of what is seen, semiotic analysis, content analysis. The method of consideration,
description and analysis of what was seen allowed to process visual sources (videos).
In the main part of the dissertation research for the consistent solution of scientific

problems used a set of these methods in combination with the principles of scientific



knowledge, which led to the reliability of scientific results and solving scientific

problems in general.

In the second chapter «Information and psychological component of conflict’s
preparation» reveals the historical background of the conflict, the preparation’s
main stages of the confrontation’s parties, in particular the Russian side has
consistently conducted a large-scale propaganda campaign against Georgia,
involving the main state media and the Internet. Russia’s special services conducted
operations on the rise of separatism in conflict regions and called for armed struggle
against Georgia. The Russian Federation carried out information «throws» that
directly or indirectly influenced the development of the situation and had the

appropriate consequences.

In the course of the study, the author found out the following: the analysis of
Russia’s media publications testifies the public opinion preparation of Russian
Federation residents for the approval of the upcoming war, the activities of Russia’s
propaganda organs in the pre-conflict period proved to be effective and fully justified
themselves in the conditions of long-term confrontation due to the successful use of
technology. In the course of the analysis of the effectiveness of Russian propaganda,
the author concluded that thanks to the propaganda work Russian Federation
managed to prepare the Russian public for the support of hostilities, to form a stable
«image of the enemy» — the pro-Western President of Georgia M. Saakashvili, who
began hostilities against the civilian population of South Ossetia and thus to
consolidate the Russian community for a further struggle against the Georgian
«aggressor». The Russian-Georgian conflict of 2008 became a successful example
of the application of reflexive management theory in strategic dimension and the
result of a long-term information and psychological operation against the President

of Georgia, whom the Russian side provoked to start the hostilities.

The third chapter «Information and psychological operations during the
Russian-Georgian conflict in 2008» analyzes the ways and forms of information and

psychological influence that the parties carried out during the active phase of the



conflict. Analyzing the above measures, the author concluded that at the initial stage
to justify military aggression and occupation of Georgia, the Russian Federation
used distorted information, actively involving both the media and diplomatic
resources. Thanks to the use of more powerful resources, the Russian Federation
managed to gain a partial advantage and form in the world community the idea of
Georgia as an aggressor state, which was the first to launch a military offensive in
South Ossetia. Although the international community condemned Russia for its
aggression against Georgia, thanks to successful Russian information operations,
part of the responsibility for the start of hostilities was placed on the then Georgian
political leadership. Russia has also managed to suppress communication between
the Georgian leadership and the outside world and its own citizens, and the brief
confrontation on the Internet between Russian and Georgian hackers has
significantly affected the situation’s development. Russia’s military aggression
against Georgia was conducted under the slogan «forcing Georgia to peace» and was
presented in the information space as a «fair» response to Georgian provocative

actions.

During the war, both sides used tactics that included the main components of
information operations — computer network operations, electronic warfare, military
deception, operational security and psychological operations. During the active
phase of the conflict, the parties fought not with each other, but for the international
community to recognize them as the legitimate party - both sides reported knowingly
inflated information about their own losses, not the enemy. The struggle for the
dominance of the Georgian and Russian versions of events in the world information
space did not stop even after the end of hostilities. The success of Georgia’s PR
campaign became apparent after the end of hostilities, when most Western media
outlets ignored Georgia’s attack on South Ossetia and showed destruction and

casualties exclusively in Georgian cities.

The materials combined in the fourth chapter «Information confrontation

between the parties after the conflict’s completion» focus on the features of



information and psychological influence of the parties in the post-conflict period in
order to legitimize their actions. The Russian side has used «soft power» in
diplomatic, cultural, religious and educational areas to increase its influence in
Georgia. Russia has also managed to achieve its strategic goal of activities ending
the OSCE’s International Mission in Georgia and the United Nations Observer
Mission in Georgia in 2009 and completely isolating Abkhazia and South Ossetia
from the presence of representatives of international organizations. Russia’s main
forces at the diplomatic level were aimed at recognizing the Russian side as a

mediator in resolving the conflict, not the conflict’s side.

To counter Russian influence authorities and civil society in Georgia have
stepped up efforts to combat Russian threats. Georgia’s Russian-language satellite
TV channel «PIK» has made significant progress in this direction, consolidating
ethnic minorities in Georgia by providing objective information on domestic politics
and current events in the country. Since 2013, civil society representatives have been
campaigning against Russian disinformation campaigns in Georgia, which include
fact-checking, debunking myths, spreading media literacy among the country’s
population, setting up social networks, holding public lectures, reviewing political
events, and speaking in traditional media for strengthening Georgia’s information

security.

Thus, the materials presented in the dissertation research give the right to assert
that the informational and psychological confrontation during the Russian-Georgian
conflict in 2008 showed the growing importance of non-military means and methods
of influence during hostilities. The Russian side pushed the then president of Georgia
to start a war, which Russia used to increase its international influence. Thanks to
the use of more powerful resources, Russia has managed to gain a partial advantage
and form in the international community the opinion of the aggressor state Georgia,
which has started a military conflict against another ethnic minority in its own
territory. Due to the lack of alternative sources of information and the blocking of

information directly from Georgia, the world media often reflected the Russian point



of view on the development of the situation. The events of August 2008 in Georgia
suggest that any armed confrontation in different parts of the world with the direct
or implicit participation of Russia was the impetus for the development of Russia's
propaganda apparatus, which allowed in practice to improve methods of information

and psychological influence.
Scientific novelty of the obtained results.
First:

— into scientific circulation was introduced a significant set of Georgian sources

involved by the author, which have not been used in domestic historiography so far;

— the coverage in the Western historiography of the propaganda support of the

events of the Russian-Georgian military conflict of 2008 is analyzed,;

—the author’s periodization of the conflict’s events in the studied period (before
conflict’s beginning, the active phase of hostilities, the postwar period), reflected in

the scientific discourse, is proposed,;

— identified key compositional characteristics of Russian propaganda on the

post-Soviet space in modern historiography;

— comprehensively analyzed conducting information and psychological

operations by the conflict’s parties.
Improved:

— theoretical and methodological foundations of the study of the source base,
which concern the study of the preconditions, causes and consequences of the

Russian-Georgian conflict in 2008;

- study of forms, methods, roles and principles of action of information and

psychological operations during the conflict.

Problems have reached a new level of research:



— a study of the Russian-Georgian conflict as an example of «hybrid war»,

which has become the main tool of the Russian Federation's foreign policy.

The practical significance of the obtained results is that the
historiographical and source materials and its results used in the research can be used
in the activities of research institutions, expert centers and relevant public
Institutions, as well as in the process of developing curricula in higher education to
form the basis for writing generalized works and textbooks on the history of modern
conflicts in the post-Soviet space, the history and theory of propaganda and Russian-

Georgian relations.
