1991-2014.

Taras Shevchenko National University of Kyiv, Kyiv, 2021,

The position of national minorities in the country is certainly important for both
Poland and Ukraine, especially in the process of European integration. Poles are one of

the oldest and largest ethnic minorities in Ukraine, which appeared in this area in



princely times. Thus, according to the last census conducted in 2001, there were 144.1
thousand Poles in Ukraine. Polonia's activities play an important role in the
transformation of society, the rapprochement and understanding of the Ukrainian and
Polish peoples, and the establishment of interstate partnership.

Since 1991, a significant number of Polish public cultural societies have emerged,
the most influential of which are the Union of Poles in Ukraine and the Federation of
Polish Organizations in Ukraine. Their activities, including publishing, education and
festivals, contribute to the improvement of relations between the two peoples both at the
interstate level and inside Ukraine.

The multinational composition of the Ukrainian state determines the need for a
balanced ethnopolitics to prevent or successfully overcome interethnic problems. The
experience of Ukraine and other European countries in this matter is important for the
formation of tools and clarification of patterns and principles of interaction between the
state and public organizations to improve cooperation between national minority
organizations of Ukraine, including Polonia, and state institutions.

From today's point of view, the presence of the Polish minority and their national
societies in Ukraine illustrates the development of the state's civil society. This is not in
doubt, as is the choice of the democratic path of state formation in Ukraine in the 1990-
s. However, understanding the current level of democracy in relations between the state
and national minorities is impossible without understanding the nature and significance
of changes in the fight against the totalitarian past.

The study of public associations of Polonia of Ukraine provides an opportunity to
assess the specific activities of Ukraine during the Perestroika and the years of
independence, in culture (formation of societies, institutions of aesthetic education,
media) to meet the humanitarian needs of the Polish minority.

Ultimately, on the example of the organizations of the Ukrainian Polonia, we can
better understand the importance of transformational national processes in modern
Ukraine, anticipate and avoid mistakes that occur in society on an interethnic basis.

The urgency of the chosen topic is due to the challenges of «new scientific
revolution of the XXI century»(by I. Kolesnik) and the hybrid war.



The results of the study demonstrate the formation, development of Polish civil
society and their activities in the field of culture in 1991-2014 and the relationship of
the formation of such associations with state-building processes in Ukraine in the
relevant historical period.

The aim of the paper is to comprehensively characterize and analyze the process
of formation and activity of Polish public organizations, dynamics of cultural-
educational and social-legal directions of development of Polonia in Ukraine from 1991
to 2014 on the basis of historical analysis of existing scientific developments and wide
source base.

The source base of the work consists of documents and materials designed to
highlight certain aspects of the dissertation. Among the main types of sources used in
the study are regulations (domestic and international), documents of institutions and
organizations, journalistic sources, periodicals, biographical literature, analytical
reports, opinion polls and web resources. Most sources on the subject are characterized
by a high level of digitization.

Analysis of the state of research on the establishment, formation, development
and activities of Polish public cultural organizations in Ukraine during 1991-2014
showed the existence of significant scientific achievements, which are different in the
level of coverage of certain aspects, and showed that the specificity of such topics lies in
researched processes and its interdisciplinarity.

We can talk about the presence of a wide range of analytical and scientific
literature in related fields of knowledge, including culturology, jurisprudence, sociology,
political science, etc., which contribute to the study and understanding of the categorical
apparatus of the problem, the use of various sources. on issues relevant to polonium
organizations.

The historical component in such works often contains significant gaps, or serves
as an accompanying material to the research topic. Instead, the activity of Polish public
cultural organizations of Ukraine in socio-cultural transformations requires further
involvement of the historical context, general analysis of activities in the post-Soviet

period and in-depth search of causal links aimed at establishing not only the course but



also the essence and consequences of individual events. public societies and their
organizations in the field of cultural development.

The continuity of the processes under study may threaten the subjectivity of the
assessment of various aspects of the problem due to the incompleteness of the legal
framework for national minorities. However, the value of the historical analysis of Polish
public organizations lies precisely in the possibility of tracing the social, political,
scientific paradigm of perception of this phenomenon during the development of the
Ukrainian state.

The study highlights the activities of Polish national and cultural associations in
the context of the revival and development of their cultural and spiritual life. The paper
pays special attention to the cultural, educational, social and legal aspects of the
functioning of Polonia of Ukraine and the study of its organizational principles in
Ukraine.

The paper analyzes the main Ukrainian and international legislation governing
issues of national minorities and public organizations, in particular the «Universal
Declaration of Human Rights»; Declaration of the UN General Assembly, which
contains provisions on the rights of persons belonging to national or ethnic, linguistic
and religious minorities. Ukraine formulates its legislation in accordance with the
International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights and its Optional Protocol. The
legislation pays attention to the provisions of the section of the Final Act of the
Conference on Security and Cooperation in Europe on Human Rights, decisions and
recommendations on the rights of national minorities for education adopted in The
Hague.

The study analyzes the conditions of historical formation, development of Polish
public organizations and their main legal basis for the activities of the Polish minority in
Ukraine. The number and demographic changes of the Polish national minority and the
influence of these factors on the development of their cultural activities are analyzed.
The conceptual bases of the peculiarities of the creation and functioning of Polish
cultural public organizations and ethnographic societies of Polonia are revealed. As a
result, it makes it possible to understand the stages of formation of Polish associations,

to trace the territory of their spread.



Particular attention is paid to the study of the main areas of educational activities
of Polonian associations, including the establishment of schools, classes and other
educational institutions to promote and disseminate the Polish language, history, culture,
customs and traditions. Their work is effective not only among ethnic Poles, but also
among other peoples of our country, because the percentage of Ukrainians who study
and know the Polish language is growing every year.

A prominent place in the work is occupied by the analysis of the peculiarities and
specifics of Polish associations in the development of the Polish-language press and
mass media, Internet resources, television, and radio broadcasting. Due to such activities
Polish societies of Ukraine confirm their presence in the information field, which proves
that the Polish national minority is becoming more cohesive every year.

The foundation and directions of activity of art institutions and organizations of
aesthetic education of Polonia in Ukraine are studied and characterized. We can say that
these organizations are, to a large extent, self-financed, with the exception of a little help
from the Consulates and the Government of the Republic of Poland. In Ukraine,
however, there are no proper conditions for their development.

The importance of creating and supporting cultural events for national minorities,
including Polonia, is also substantiated. The paper highlights the largest cultural events
that took place with the participation of Polish public cultural societies or organized by
them.

The provisions and conclusions of the study can be used in the development of
normative and special courses, special seminars, research studies on the recent history
of Ukraine on national minorities, ethnopolitics, cultural history, cultural anthropology,
everyday history, interstate relations, Polish history; in the preparation of articles,
monographs, textbooks and manuals on this topic. In addition, the proposed factual
content and theoretical conclusions can be used in the development of ethno-national
policy of the state, in the activities of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine,
government and authorities responsible for implementing national policy in developing
strategies for cooperation with other states; modernization of the legal framework of
interethnic relations, while determining the search for ways to realize the national

interests of Ukraine and integration into the EU and NATO.
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
