The topicality of the research topic is determined by the following: there are
many publications devoted to the life and doctrinal views of Igor Ivanovych
Lukashuk in the Ukrainian science of international law, but there has been no
systematic and thorough study of them until now. In particular, there is not a single
monographic study, and the most fundamental works are the articles of his students
V. G. Butkevych, O. V. Zadorozhnyi and others. However, even when comprised
their studies do not fully cover the subject of this research. At the same time, the
publications issued in the Russian Federation are seemingly limited and cannot be
considered exhaustive or completely objective except for those devoted to certain
aspects of his biography. Existing studies contain significant gaps and do not cover
the entire complex of international legal views of Igor Lukashuk.

The novelty of the scientific work lies in the fact that for the first time in the
Ukrainian science of international law, the author conducted a comprehensive
systematic study of the international legal views of 1. I. Lukashuk. Their
understanding and application are important in Ukraine’s modern international legal
relations. For the first time, the periodization of Igor Lukashuk’s scientific activity
in the field of international law is proposed, in particular: 1) ‘Kharkiv-Saratov’
(1945-1963); 2) ‘Kyiv’ (1963-1985); 3) ‘Moscow’ (1985-2006). There are also
detailed descriptions of each period.

The author researched the complex concept of Dr. Lukashuk regarding the
law of treaties as a field of international law. It served professor Lukashuk as a
framework within which he developed a system of functions of a treaty and proposed

the inclusion of subjects of the federation as parties to a treaty acting within



constitutional powers. The author of the present research singled out the main
directions of Igor Lukashuk’s scientific work, including the law of treaties; the law
of international responsibility of states; problems of the theory of international law,
its functioning and regulation; separate fields and topics of international public law
(in particular, international criminal law; history and periodization of international
law, etc.).

The contribution of Igor Lukashuk to the Vienna Convention on the Law
of Treaties of 1969 that took place at the United Nations Conference on the Law
of Treaties of 1968-1969 was analyzed as well. It allows us to nominally determine
the following periods of Dr. Lukashuk’s participation in the Vienna Conference: the
first stage — April 4 - April 30, 1968; the second stage — May 2 - May 20, 1968.

Igor Lukashuk’s contribution to the Draft articles on the Responsibility of
States for Internationally Wrongful Acts (2001) was also researched. The influence
of his legal views on the domestic doctrine of international law is comprehensively
analyzed, and its two components are distinguished: doctrinal and scientific-
methodological.

The practical significance of the obtained results lies in the possibility of their
use in research work as a basis for further research into the legal views of
Igor Lukashuk; in law-making — in the development of norms regulating the
application of the treaty institution and the responsibility of states; in the scientific
and educational process — during the teaching of international law courses and
various special courses (‘Law of treaties’, ‘Law of international responsibility’,
‘Relevant problems of international law’, etc.) to students of higher educational
institutions, as well as during the preparation of relevant sections textbooks, training
manuals, and methodical instructions; in the field of foreign policy — in the work of
the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and the Ministry of Justice of Ukraine in solving
legal problems related to the legal and foreign policy confrontation with the Russian
Federation.

The introduction substantiates the topicality of the thesis. It also formulates

the goal and objectives of the thesis, defines the subject, object, methods, and



techniques of research, describes the source basis of the thesis, specifies the
scientific novelty and practical and theoretical significance of the thesis, and presents
the personal contribution of the PhD candidate. It also provides information about
the number of publications, the approbation of research results, and the work’s
structure and volume.

The first section, ‘The main stages of the formation of the international legal
views of I. I. Lukashuk’ consists of three subsections containing an analysis of the
life path of Igor Lukashuk and the influence on the formation of the scientist's legal
views, the study of the main stages of scientific and professional activity in the field
of international law and the characteristics of its main international legal works.

The author of the present work distinguished three main stages of Igor
Lukashuk’s life and activity: ‘Kharkiv-Saratov’, ‘Kyiv’ and ‘Moscow’. Among
them, the Kyiv period shall be considered crucial as it finished forming Igor
Lukashuk’s views on international law. He actively participated in international
conferences and at the time founded the Ukrainian School of International Law.

It has been proven that professor Igor Lukashuk was a versatile international
lawyer who worked in various areas of international law. He equally thoroughly
formulated and defended his positions in multiple fields.

Within the present research, the most critical areas of his scientific work were
singled out, namely: 1) the law of treaties and its problems; 2) the law of
international responsibility of states; 3) problems of the theory of international law,
its functioning and regulation; 4) "conjunctural™ works devoted to communist
ideology and international law; 5) other works of the scientist, dedicated to specific
branches and topics of international public law; 6) articles issued in foreign scientific
publications.

The second section ‘I. I. Lukashuk's contribution to the theory and practice of
international law’ contains three subsections and is devoted to the study of the
professor's international legal views on the law of international treaties, the law of
international responsibility, and the analysis of his theoretical and practical problems

of modern international law are presented.



The fundamental character of his international legal heritage in the law of
treaties and its relevance for many future generations of theoreticians and
practitioners of international law have been substantiated. As one of the developers
of the Vienna Convention on the Law of Treaties, Igor Lukashuk considered the
international contractual practice as the basis of the modern system of international
legal relations and compliance with treaties as one of the main principles of the
modern world order. In his scientific heritage, the scientist analyzed the law of
international treaties not only through the prism of the practice of states but also of
international organizations. Evidence of the topicality of his scientific output is not
only his extensive use of references to domestic and foreign researchers but also the
practice of the International Court of Justice and the International Law Commission.

Igor Lukashuk’s contribution to the theory and practice of the law of treaties
has been singled out. Therefore, within the framework of this scholar's concept, he:
1) emphasized the key importance of an international treaty in the system of
international law as a whole; 2) developed a system of functions of an agreement:
diplomatic (foreign policy), political, legal and economic; 3) proposed an expanded
an approach to the classification of parties to a treaty, in particular, proposed the
inclusion of subjects of the federation in it within the limits of constitutional powers;
4) emphasized the importance of observing the principle of reciprocity in relations
regarding the conclusion and operation of an agreement, and the prevention of
unilateral changes to international agreements; 5) pointed out a significant violation
of an agreement as the most important reason for terminating its validity and the
only valid one in a unilateral manner.

The researcher of the present work concluded the value of Igor Lukashuk’s
legal views in the branch of the law of international responsibility. The analysis was
performed taking into account the fact that Igor Lukashuk was not only a researcher
in this area but also one of its developers during his work at the International Law
Commission representing the Russian Federation. Therefore, the statement about the
practical value of scientific views is actually applied to his works and views on this

field. It is worth noting the progressiveness of Igor Lukashuk’s thoughts on



environmental damage as the scholar considered the tendency to increase
responsibility to be natural and that the law has to play an essential role in the fight
against criminal behavior towards nature.

The universality of Igor Lukashuk’s legal views has been confirmed, given
the scope of his scientific interests. There was practically no area of international
law back in the scientist’s lifetime that he would not put under scrutiny both in his
complete works and in the sections of his scientific manuals, textbooks, etc. In his
research, the scholar used the analysis of those conceptual approaches that were
reflected in the Draft articles on Responsibility of States for Internationally
Wrongful Acts (2001). This approach allowed I. I. Lukashuk to show his
international legal views in the context of practical discourse and proposals.

The third section ‘The influence of 1. I. Lukashuk’s views on the science and
practice of international law’ covers the study of the influence of the professor's
views on representatives of the Ukrainian school of international law and contains
an analysis of the I. I. Lukashuk’s scientific heritage, its part in the world context,
and its use by foreign colleagues.

Justification of the scholar’s Ukrainian identity and integration of his
scientific heritage into the national circulation have been substantiated. For our
school of international law, Igor Lukashuk is not only one of the most prominent
representatives in its history but also one of its founding fathers. Unfortunately, due
to the period of living and working in Moscow, he is associated with Russian
science, which cannot be tolerated, especially amid ongoing aggression of the
Russian Federation and confrontation, in particular at the official legal level.

Adapting I. I. Lukashuk’s ideas and views under the conditions of the Russian
Federation’s war against Ukraine is well-reasoned, as they allow to prove the
illegitimacy of Russian actions and the need to bring them to justice. Professor
Lukashuk’s views on possible directions of development of the law of treaties and
the reformation of international law under the influence of globalization processes

are proven to be of great importance.



Consequently, considering his significant contribution to the development of
modern international law, in particular his participation in the International Law
Commission and work on the Vienna Convention on the Law of Treaties, the
scientific heritage of I. I. Lukashuk is known and applicable in the world science.
However, there are circumstances that impede setting the appropriate level of legal
views consideration. It can be noted that his scientific legacy has yet to be discovered
by the public. There is a chance for Ukrainian doctrine to lead this process and fully
inscribe his name in history precisely as a Ukrainian international lawyer.
