integration/disintegration processes of the middle of the 20th century in Europe are
analyzed. The author considered the most famous conceptual approaches of European
integration, and outlined their theoretical justification, general development,
differences, comparative relationship and practical application. It has been established
that the basis for the development of modern theoretical and conceptual approaches to
European integration are such theories of international relations as political realism,
political idealism, Marxism and their modernized variations - neorealism,
neoliberalism and neomarxism. The following main concepts of European integration
are singled out: federalism, functionalism, neofunctionalism, intergovernmental
approach (intergovernmentalism). The multi-level policy in the formation of the
European geopolitical space began to gain more and more importance with the
increasing pace of expansion of integration in Europe. At this time such concepts of
European integration as: «Europe a la carte» (sectoral, selective integration) or the
concept of «European menu», «Europe of different speeds» and «Variable geometries»
(«concentric circles», «stepped» integration) began to be formed.

The author characterized the regularities of the formation of the British special
approach to the process of integration into the European Community. The influence of
the Eurosceptic position of British political parties and governments on the positioning
of the United Kingdom in Europe and therefore the corresponding attitude towards
expanding the borders of EU integration not only in the economic but also in the
political direction was assessed. A chronology of the main stages in the formation of
relations between the United Kingdom and the European Community was offered. It
has been established that the specificity of Great Britain's geopolitical course in order
to maintain a special status in relations with continental Europe, giving absolute
priority to its own national interests over common European interests, caused doubts
regarding the issue of joining the EU.

Since joining the European Economic Community (EEC) in 1973 Great Britain
has twice held a nationwide referendum. The main issue of which was the country's
membership in the European Union. The first of them took place two years after joining
the EU in 1975 but according to the results of the vote, the majority of citizens preferred

to continue membership in the European Community. The second referendum on EU



membership was held on June 24, 2016, and then 52% of Britons voted for the country's
exit from the European Union.

The author states that the study of the exit of Great Britain from the European
Union with the subsequent resonance of this event in the media discourse is impossible
without a thorough understanding of the historical and political prerequisites of Brexit,
the peculiarities of the formation of relations with continental Europe, the foreign
policy steps of the United Kingdom and the domestic political situation within the state.
Therefore the dissertation study analyzed the conceptual and theoretical developments
of prominent researchers of political science, whose works are devoted to the processes
of European integration and disintegration trends in Europe.

The main emphasis of the work is on the study of the media discourse caused by
the exit of the United Kingdom from the EU. The study of this topic, due to its novelty,
Is only gaining momentum. The author carried out a comprehensive analysis of the
British, European, Canadian, and American media space, which made it possible to
show how the world's leading media broadcast this historical stage, and how this
process influenced public opinion. Materials of the mass media, news agencies,
national periodicals, tabloids, social media, analytical centres, sociological studies of
Britain, leading EU member states, Canada and the USA became the basis for studying
the European media discourse on the Brexit process.

Having studied the prerequisites and causes of disintegration trends in the media
discourse of Great Britain, the author found that the British model of cooperation with
the EU and the Eurosceptic vector in British foreign policy have deep and strong roots.
The key role in the formation of such a political outlook is played by the peculiarities
of historical development, the imperial past, the political system, and national identity.
The special position of Great Britain in relations with the EU member states was
determined both by the geopolitical goals of the United Kingdom and by purely
economic and ideological differences with continental Europe. This eventually gave
rise to active discussions about the country's withdrawal from the EU, which reached
its peak in 2016, when a national referendum was held which resulted in a narrow

victory for Brexit supporters.



It was found that the media played a particularly important role in the spread of
Eurosceptic sentiments among the population of Great Britain. The author processed
the materials of the leading British periodicals and tabloids. Research data show that
Brexit has become an example of masterful manipulation of facts and figures, effective
production and distribution of «viral information» with the help of mass media, which
in the era of digital communication technologies have become a particularly effective
tool for influencing public opinion and political attitudes. It has been found that the
general vulgarization and tabloidization of the media coverage of Brexit in the
country's leading news outlets caused the deepening of the split in British society and
worked to increase supporters of the country's exit from the European Union.

It has been proven that the success of the “Leave campaign” was largely a result
of the fact that much of the public was already Eurosceptic through the media long
before the Brexit campaign began. The pro-Brexit campaign was able to build its
strategy around pre-established, painful and relevant topics of sovereignty and
immigration for the British. This approach became the key to victory, as their
arguments were perceived by the public in an extremely positive way.

In addition to the influence of the leading British periodicals and news agencies
on the Brexit process, the author investigated the role of social media in the media
discourse. It found that in 2016 the promotion of social media as a source of news had
grown significantly with more than a third of UK citizens using social media as their
main source of information about the referendum. This indicator increased to 61%
among citizens aged from 16 to 24. The main struggle took place on such social
networks as Facebook, Twitter, and YouTube. Although the “Remain campaign” had
a number of theoretical advantages and the support of the ruling party, it did not achieve
the success of its rivals from the Leave camp.

Given the importance of the consequences of Brexit for the geopolitical situation
in the world and the resonance among the British population after receiving the results
of the vote, the discourse around this topic continued to gain momentum. The author
described how Brexit was reinterpreted in British public opinion. Data from
sociological surveys of leading analytical research centres, including YouGov, British
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Research, Savanta ComRes, and Opinium, were analyzed. The results of sociological
research show that the majority of voters who voted for the “Leave campaign” and
Britain's exit from the EU would vote again today, as they did in 2016.

The Brexit process in the media discourse of the leading European mass media
also was analyzed. It was established that less than 10% of the European media that
took a clear position on Brexit spoke positively about Brexit. In contrast, 74% of those
representatives of the European media segment were against and actively criticized this
decision. Research data show that the UK's vote to leave the European Union in June
2016 was perceived in the European public space and broadcast on national media
platforms as an ongoing crisis with the prospect of global dimensions.

The “divorce” of the United Kingdom from the European Union shook not only
the states of continental Europe but gained widespread resonance overseas. The author
assessed the impact of Brexit on the position of allies regarding the new role of Great
Britain in Europe (using the example of the USA and Canada). The Anglo-American
“special relationship” is characterized in terms of the new reality. It has been
established that the negotiations on Brexit were of great concern to the American
government and the state leadership, who were openly against the withdrawal of Great
Britain from the EU considering this step reckless and wrong. However, in the near
future, this unprecedentedly strong union will not lose its importance for both
countries, although there is a noticeable inequality and the need for Great Britain to
find a balance between the Atlantic and European directions of politics.

That is precisely why the issue of Brexit occupied a particularly important place
in the US media discourse, given the traditional concentration of news content around
the internal situation in the state. The materials of the American news outlet CNN were
analyzed. It has been established that the vast majority of analytical materials on this
news channel are devoted to covering criticism of official London, Prime Minister B.
Johnson and his government due to the difficult economic situation that arose after the
signing of a new trade agreement with the EU.

At the same time a study of the Canadian media space, the position of the
political establishment and the public regarding the withdrawal of Great Britain from

the EU showed that Canada is interested in a close partnership with both the United



Kingdom and the European Union after Brexit. Such cooperation has every chance of
becoming economically and politically beneficial for each of the parties. According to
the results of the study, Canadian citizens prefer relations with the EU to cooperation
with Great Britain, which has left the block. However, there are clear differences in
perception between supporters of different political parties, and therefore Brexit has
the potential to become a politically contentious issue in Canada.

The problem of Brexit is considered through the prism of the Ukrainian
European integration course. It is worth saying that the methods and strategy of the
British model of cooperation in the direction of European integration of the state are
not a standard for use by Ukraine. Since Great Britain fought for exit from the EU on
equal rights, Ukraine directed its foreign policy course to achieve equal membership.
The British model of European integration primarily shows what mistakes should be
avoided when negotiating or cooperating with the EU. The author describes the
probable risks that Ukraine may face in post-Brexit Europe and Britain. One of them
Is rethinking the significance of the Ukrainian issue in Great Britain. Brexit called into
question the notion of primordial European unity and stirred a new wave of
Euroscepticism in Europe, but not in Ukraine. It has been established that the
separation of the United Kingdom from the EU will cause changes in the economic,
political, and cultural spheres of relations between these political actors, and Ukraine
in particular. Great Britain's support of Ukrainians in the war against the full-scale
invasion of the Russian Federation proves that European integration has special
prospects for Ukraine which not only feeds half the world but also defends the whole
of civilized Europe from the onslaught of neo-Nazis.
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
