SUMMARY

The thesis examines the role, priorities and features of public diplomacy in
Ukraine’s bilateral relations with Qatar, Kuwait and the United Arab Emirates
(hereinafter — the UAE). It has been found that the tools of public diplomacy can be
used to maintain a positive image of Ukraine in the Gulf subregion, where the
perception of Ukraine has been fragmented and distorted by russian propaganda.
Continuous attention to public diplomacy can strengthen Ukraine’s positions in Qatar,
Kuwait and the UAE. The more perfect the practice of Ukrainian public diplomacy in
Qatar, Kuwait and the UAE, the stronger will be the prospects for economic and
strategic partnership with these Arab monarchies. Ukrainian political circles
understand the importance of public diplomacy as a foreign policy tool, as evidenced
by the recent active development of public diplomacy strategy and its institutions.
However, ignoring some systemic problems of Ukrainian public diplomacy (i.e.
personnel, financial, and coordination) will certainly hinder the further improvement
of the practice of Ukrainian public diplomacy in Qatar, Kuwait and the UAE.

In the context of its historical development, the thesis considers different
definitions and types of public diplomacy. It shows that the phenomenon of public
diplomacy as a specific foreign policy activity involving foreign publics emerged in
the United States in the 20" century, and has gone through a certain path from being
perceived as open (not behind-the-scenes) diplomacy, propaganda and building
relations with the foreign publics to bilateral communication with the foreign publics
on a mutually beneficial basis. In Ukraine, the development of public diplomacy has
been guided by the relevant Public Diplomacy Strategy of the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs (hereinafter — the MFA), which distinguishes 7 directions: cultural, economic,

expert, scientific and educational, culinary, sports and digital diplomacy. The following



definition of public diplomacy has been formulated: it is a component of the strategic
communication of the state and its “soft power,” i.e. the system of two-way
communication between the state and the public of other countries, based on digital
innovations and the synergy of state and non-state actors, aimed at obtaining adequate
support from the foreign publics for the foreign policy goals of the state, which is the
subject of public diplomacy.

The thesis provides a comparative analysis of public diplomacy in Ukraine, Qatar,
Kuwait and the UAE through the lens of its establishment and development. It has been
found that the goal and objectives of public diplomacy of Qatar, Kuwait and the UAE
are similar. The fight against fakes in global communication brings the public
diplomacy of Ukraine closer to that of Qatar (especially at the height of the inter-Arab
crisis in 2017). A unique feature of the public diplomacy of Qatar, Kuwait and the UAE
Is the provision of international humanitarian aid, while Ukraine acts as its recipient.
In addition, the development of public diplomacy in Ukraine, Qatar and the UAE
entered an active phase in 2015-2017. Kuwait, as evidenced by the chaotic and low
effectiveness of the efforts made in this regard, has been the only one of the studied
countries that has not shown a systematic interest in improving its international image
through the tools of public diplomacy. It has been proven that the catalyst for the
development of public diplomacy of Ukraine, Qatar and Kuwait was the national
security crisis (the invasion of Kuwait by Iraq in 1990, the invasion of Ukraine by the
russian federation in 2014, the inter-Arab crisis and the blockade of Qatar in 2017). For
the UAE, the impetus for developing public diplomacy has been the need to support
the country’s ambitious foreign policy. The efficiency of public diplomacy in the
countries studied varies: low in Kuwait, high in Qatar, the UAE (which are regional
competitors in “soft power,” a textbook example of strengthening international image
through public diplomacy), and Ukraine, although the material and resource base of
the Gulf countries and Ukraine is significantly different. However, the creative use of
public diplomacy by Ukraine, Qatar, and the UAE is one of their common strengths.

The dissertation has noted that a common obstacle for Qatar, Kuwait and the UAE
in the context of developing public diplomacy are systemic problems with the

protection of the rights and freedoms of foreign workers. In Ukraine, however, a lack



of financial resources and sector experts remains a major challenge for public
diplomacy development. Another common challenge for the public diplomacy of
Ukraine and Kuwait is the inaccessibility of certain goals specified in the respective
strategies. In the case of Kuwait, the obstacle is the lack of motivation of managers and
implementers, and Ukraine experiences the inconsistency of the defined goals with the
available financial and human resources.

The study analyzes political, economic and other dimensions of Ukraine’s
cooperation with Qatar, Kuwait and the UAE. The political dimension of Ukraine’s
cooperation with Qatar, Kuwait and the UAE over the past 30 years has been
characterized by moderate activity with a tendency to expand political dialogue. Since
the beginning of russia’s war against Ukraine, the countries Qatar, Kuwait and the UAE
have not properly condemned russia as an aggressive violator of international law,
although these countries usually call on the parties to any international conflict to
adhere to the norms of international law (especially humanitarian law). The study has
also revealed unrealized potential from the point of view of strategic and, consequently,
economic dimensions of Ukraine’s cooperation with Qatar, Kuwait and the UAE. An
unsystematic approach to the Gulf subregion (as a result of the lack of a foreign policy
strategy for many years) has limited the effectiveness of Ukrainian diplomacy in Qatar,
Kuwait and the UAE. The main challenges include setting exaggerated goals for the
resources available for their implementation, as well as stereotypical misconceptions
about the financial policies of Qatar, Kuwait and the UAE.

The thesis describes the phenomenon of public diplomacy of Ukraine in Qatar,
Kuwait and UAE. It has revealed that the priority dimensions of cultural, economic,
digital and, to a lesser extent, scientific and educational diplomacy of Ukraine in Qatar,
Kuwait and the UAE have shown mediocre results in terms of the goal and objectives
of the Public Diplomacy Strategy of the MFA of Ukraine, and high productivity in
terms of available resources. The non-priority expert, sports and culinary components
of Ukrainian public diplomacy in Qatar, Kuwait and the UAE have been developed
slowly and sporadically, which corresponds to the resource base available to Ukrainian
diplomats. It has been proven that the factor of initiative and professional motivation
of subjects of public diplomacy of Ukraine in Qatar, Kuwait and UAE (Ukrainian



diplomats) directly affects the efficiency of the image policy of Ukraine in the Gulf
subregion.

The paper also describes the public diplomacy of Qatar, Kuwait and the UAE in
Ukraine. It has been characterized by humanitarian, educational and -cultural
dimensions, partly by sports and religious. The embassies of Qatar, Kuwait and the
UAE in Ukraine are the main implementers of public diplomacy. The humanitarian
diplomacy of the three Arab monarchies in Ukraine is the most developed, which
provides assistance to vulnerable population groups, and helps overcome the
consequences of natural disasters, wars, etc.

The study confirms that the practice of Ukrainian public diplomacy in Qatar,
Kuwait and the UAE is much stronger and diverse in terms of dimensions and
implemented projects, while the moderate diplomatic activity of Qatar, Kuwait and the
UAE in Ukraine has been a sign that Ukraine is not included in the list of priorities for
these countries. On the other hand, many of the public diplomacy projects of Qatar,
Kuwait and the UAE in Ukraine are multi-year (e.g., scholarships for Ukrainian
students, financial and material assistance, cultural days, centers of Arab studies, etc.),
while Ukrainian public diplomacy projects in Qatar, Kuwait and the UAE are short-
term and/or one-time.

The study has proven that the synergy of state and non-state actors of public
diplomacy of Ukraine in Qatar, Kuwait and the UAE (diplomats and national diaspora)
Is currently insufficient because the existing laws, concepts and programs do not
provide diplomats with a real toolkit for building effective cooperation with the
diaspora. The interaction of Ukrainian diplomats with Ukrainian communities in Qatar,
Kuwait and the UAE in the context of implementing public diplomacy is mainly based
on their own initiatives, professional motivation and willingness to use personal
resources. Only a tandem, but not individual efforts, of state and non-state actors of
Ukrainian public diplomacy is capable of qualitatively influencing the achievement of
the goals of public diplomacy of Ukraine in Qatar, Kuwait and the UAE.

The paper suggests narrowing and specifying the priorities of Ukrainian public
diplomacy in Qatar, Kuwait and the UAE according to the foreign policy goals of

Ukraine and the available resources (e.g., strengthening the information coverage of



events in Ukraine in Qatari, Kuwaiti and the UAE media, focusing on the humanitarian
component of public diplomacy in support of Ukraine). It has also been recommended
to eliminate artificially created bureaucratic obstacles in the public diplomacy system
of Ukraine, which block its development (e.g., modernizing the procedure of obtaining
funds for public diplomacy activities, and reporting on the use of funds). The study
proposes to use certain successful practices of European and American public
diplomacy in the Gulf subregion (e.g., cooperation with local experts in public
diplomacy, communication, etc.), which will reduce the burden on the public
diplomacy system of Ukraine in conditions of chronic personnel and financial
problems. It has also been recommended to develop an effective personnel policy in
accordance with the identified priorities of Ukrainian public diplomacy in Qatar,
Kuwait and the UAE. In this regard, the study has formed key indicators of selecting
and training diplomats to work in the field of public diplomacy of Ukraine in Qatar,
Kuwait and the UAE.

The thesis has described for the first time the modern practice of public diplomacy
of Qatar, Kuwait and UAE in Ukraine, practical ways of optimization of public
diplomacy of Ukraine in Qatar, Kuwait and the UAE, the problems of synergy between
state and non-state actors of public diplomacy of Ukraine in Qatar, Kuwait and the
UAE. The definition of the concept of public diplomacy and the features of public
diplomacy of Ukraine in Qatar, Kuwait and the UAE have gained further development.

The main provisions, conclusions, and recommendations of the dissertation will
be useful in the development of training courses and textbooks on the Middle East
vector of Ukraine’s foreign policy (i.e., for students of related higher educational
institutions, students of the Diplomatic Academy of Ukraine, and other educational
institutions), as well as in the preparation of Ukrainian diplomats for work in the
Ukrainian diplomatic missions in Qatar, Kuwait and UAE. The material of the
dissertation will be valuable in the development of the subregional strategy of public
diplomacy of Ukraine in the Gulf Cooperation Council countries.
