In the conditions of the involvement of military divisions and units of the
National Guard of Ukraine in repelling the armed aggression of the Russian
Federation, the problem of delinquent behavior is very acute, servicemen regularly
commit a number of offenses, in particular: drunkenness, crimes related to the use
and illegal circulation of narcotic substances, unauthorized abandonment of the unit,
careless handling of weapons, ammunition, which led to the death of people, etc.
These negative phenomena occur not only in units that are in direct contact with the
enemy, but also in training centers and places where military units are permanently
located. The analysis of statistics of crimes, extraordinary events and disciplinary
offenses military personnel of the National Guard of Ukraine since 2014 indicates
the importance of timely detection, diagnosis and prevention of delinquent behavior
military personnel of the National Guard of Ukraine.

Characterizing the actions of the personality, deviating from the laws
established in a certain society and at certain times, which threaten the well-being of
other people or the social order and are criminally punishable in their most severe
manifestations, the concept of "delinquency" is used. The problem of delinquent
behavior is actively studied by specialists in related sciences: criminal law,
criminology, legal psychology, forensic psychiatry, etc. Currently, despite a

significant number of researchers of the causes and prerequisites of delinquent



behavior of law enforcement officers, in the National Guard of Ukraine has not
formed a single concept of detection during professional and psychological selection
and prevention of deviations in the behavior of servicemen in the system of
psychological work. The currently available approaches to minimizing these
phenomena do not take into account all the features of their development in a combat
environment, make it impossible to carry out effective preventive work and support
the service and combat activities of the servicemen of the National Guard of Ukraine.

The analysis of modern scientific research showed that delinquency is studied
mainly along the lines of theories of deviant personality behavior. A very large
number of publications on this area allow researchers to operate with meta-analytical
data, according to which there is a wide range of connections of deviance with
numerous negative consequences, such as alcoholism, substance use, difficulties in
interpersonal and professional adaptation, reduced ability to self-regulation of
behavior, tendency to auto-aggressive behavior, psychological distress, etc.
Currently, there are a number of groups of theories of deviant behavior, which are
systematized in the dissertation: positivist (theories of social learning, anomie, self-
control, restraint, differential association), constructivist (theories of marking,
symbolic interactionism, phenomenological, social conflicts), integrative. At the
same time, it is stated that at present there is no single methodological approach that
would cover the main theories of deviance from a psychological and sociological
(including criminological) point of view.

The theoretical analysis of the problem of delinquent behavior showed that it
is considered as an antisocial illegal behavior of an individual, embodied in actions
or inaction, aimed at harming individual citizens or society as a whole (on a
continuum from asocial behavior to actually criminal, antisocial behavior). The
generalization of the theories of delinquent behavior made it possible to state that it
is the product of complex interactions between various psychosocial variables: the
personality system (which includes values, expectations, beliefs, morals and
attitudes towards oneself and society), the micro social system (estimation of the

attitude of the social circle towards prohibited behavior), behavioral system



(includes socially acceptable and unacceptable behavior).

It was determined that the problem of delinquent behavior of the personnel of
the security and defense sector of Ukraine covers a wide range of specific behavioral
deviations, which manifests itself in the commission of illegal actions both within
the limits of professional activity and outside them. During the war, there is an
increase in cases of delinquent behavior of servicemen, which objectively due to the
complication of the activities of all participants of the military system and the
simultaneous expansion of the limits of freedom (autonomy) and personal
responsibility of servicemen when they perform official (combat) tasks. The most
typical manifestations of delinquent behavior of military personnel are analyzed, in
particular, the use of alcoholic beverages, the use of narcotic substances, the
unauthorized abandonment of the place of service, fights. It is stated that the
uncontrolled credit and debt behavior of military personnel, although not a form of
delinquent behavior, can be considered as accompanying these manifestations.

An empirical study of the psychological aspects of delinquent behavior was
conducted in two main research groups of the National Guard servicemen (conscript
military servicemen who committed offenses on duty; contract military servicemen
who committed offenses on the service and at home) and an equivalent control group
of servicemen who had no violations military discipline and were characterized
positively. The study involved 300 male military personnel aged 18 to 40 years, who
served in the South Kyiv operational-territorial association (OTA) - 81, in the
Central OTA - 107, Eastern OTA - 112.

Based on the material of the complex of psycho diagnostic methods used in
professional and psychological selection for service at the National Guard of
Ukraine, common psychological features of delinquent servicemen were
determined, in particular: characterological (impulsivity, adventurism, inadequate
frivolity with regard to life problems, insufficient anticipatory competence, etc.),
temperamental (rigidity, stereotyped response to life's difficulties, the complexity of
the process of adaptation to new conditions and the slow restructuring of the system

of motives in circumstances that require flexibility and changes in the nature of



behavior, etc.); personal (specificity of thinking, desire for self-assertion, rigidity,
practicality, self-confidence, rebelliousness, imprudence and tendency to violate
military subordination and difficulties in communication, etc.); motivational
(motivation by personal development and professional improvement, which is
frustrated in the conditions of military teams) and adaptive (manifestations of
conflict and aggressiveness, inadequate assessment of one's place and role in the
military team, reluctance to adhere to generally accepted norms of behavior).

As a result of comparing the indicators of the studied subgroups, the
substantively psychological characteristics of servicemen who committed various
offenses were formulated: consumed alcoholic beverages during service; consumed
narcotic substances; unauthorized abandonment of part or place of service;
participated in fights; had significant credit and debt obligations, which led to the
specified manifestations of delinquent behavior.

Based on canonical discriminant analysis, personal predictors of the following
violations of military personnel were identified: the use of alcoholic beverages in
the service (lack of sincerity in relations with fellow servicemen; inadequate
response to one's own physical, intellectual, moral incapacity and uselessness;
presence of internal causal attribution and tendencies of a negative concept of
acceptance of the surrounding world; inherent value attitudes of infantile
maximalism; impulsivity of one's own actions, irresponsibility to perform assigned
tasks and uncontrollable emotional outbursts; rigidity, practicality, independence
and lack of trust in one's own feelings, skepticism towards subjective and cultural
aspects of life; suggestibility; the romanticism of the motive for choosing military
service; motivation to search for feelings and impressions); the use of narcotic
substances (hyperthymism; instability to obstacles, propensity to take unjustified
risks, inadequate carelessness about life's problems, rashness of behavior,
statements; poor tolerance of routine and ordinariness, careful and painstaking work,
conditions of control and accountability; the presence of values that justify auto-
aggressive behavior; inability to adequately assess their place and role in the team

and the tendency to violate generally accepted norms of behavior); unauthorized



abandonment of a military unit (inadequacy of reaction to their own physical,
intellectual, moral failure and general uselessness; personally significant motive of
self-development and self-realization); aggression, participation in fights (the
presence of negative life experience (betrayal, injustice, non-recognition of personal
achievements, etc.); impulsiveness of actions, irresponsibility to perform assigned
tasks and uncontrollable emotional outbursts; stereotypic response and emergence
of significant adaptation difficulties; asocial behavior). Personal protectors for the
specified manifestations of delinquent behavior of servicemen are also
characterized.

Based on the obtained empirical results, a program for the prevention of
delinquent behavior of the military personnel of the National Guard of Ukraine has
been developed. The program includes five functional blocks: revealing
(professional and psychological training of psychological support subjects in
obtaining information (personal characteristics) from commanders (chiefs),
comrades-in-arms and analysis of certificates for studying the socio-psychological
climate in a military team; establishing psychological contact with him); diagnostic
(study of actual psychological characteristics of a serviceman; identification of
reasons for committing an offense, psychological characteristics of a serviceman that
mediate it, prognosis; identification and formation of a serviceman's motivation to
participate in the program); correctional (includes measures of individual and group
psychocorrective activities); informational (informational and educational activities
with commanders (chiefs), employees of personnel units regarding the
psychological characteristics of servicemen prone to delinquent behavior; providing
them with psychological recommendations). The expected results of the program
consist, first of all, in achieving positive changes in the behavior of a serviceman
with commanders (chiefs), in the military team and with fellow servicemen; changes
in irrational beliefs and judgments of a serviceman and positive emotional attitude
to the requirements of military service; in expanding the behavioral repertoire of a
serviceman due to the development of socially desirable forms of interaction.
