This dissertation addresses the problem of the formation of the moral culture of
future primary school teachers with the means of information and communications
technologies. It substantiates the theoretical and methodologic principles and methodic
(approaches, principles, methods) bases. Based on the research conducted it was proved
that the professional activity of a future primary school teacher is diverse and
complicated, it involves careful use of the achievements of the national and foreign
psychological and pedagogical science, formation of high-level competence,
pedagogical mastership and moral culture.

The conducted theoretical and methodological analysis of the selected problem

allowed us to find out the essence and content of the basic notions of the research,



particularly: «morality», «culturey», «moral culture of a teacher», and «information and
communications technology» (ICT), which allowed us to form the author’s
interpretation of the notion «moral culture of a future primary school teacher» in the
sense of essential properties, qualities and features, which are based on the complex of
theoretical knowledge, practical skills, gained experience, value-based orientations and
developed personal abilities for innovational pedagogical activity using proper
information and communications technologies.

The dissertation scientifically determined the methodological basis and
conceptual provisions of the research, which are based on the modern theories of
scientific knowledge, first of all law of dialectics, hermeneutics (problem of mutual
understanding between the subjects of the educational process, self-reflection); axiology
(recognition of the moral culture as an important universal human value); synergetics
(the idea of self-organization, self-education and cultural and spiritual self-development
of the subjects of educational process), etc. It substantiated and applied the leading
approaches (systematic, activity, personality-oriented, anthropocentric, cultural, etc.) to
the formation of the moral culture of future primary school teachers with the means of
information and communications technologies, which are interrelated and fundamental
for the topic of our research, as well as basic principles and patterns. Creative use of the
mentioned methodological bases and approaches in the analysis of the problem of
formation of the moral culture of future primary school teachers with the means of
information and communications technologies allowed us to obtain the predicted result,
particularly: determine the criteria, indices and levels of the moral culture formation,
which actively promotes the development of a competent specialist in the educational
sphere.

The comparative analysis of the experience of the preparation of future primary
school teachers with the means of information and communications technologies in
foreign countries (the USA, Canada, Great Britain, France, Germany, Poland, and
others) allowed us to find out that the process of formation of the moral culture actively
and positively affects professional growth, self-improvement and self-realization of a

specialist in the educational sphere. At the same time, the foreign specialists pay



particular attention to the individual and ethnic approaches, as well as the ability and
skills of future primary school teachers to efficiently and creatively apply pedagogical
innovations.

The research of the national experience of modernization of education under the
conditions of development of the New Ukrainian School shows that the process of the
formation of the moral culture of future primary school teachers with the means of
information and communications technologies is dynamic and positive, but, at the same
time, contradictory, and there are some objective (not enough developed material and
technological basis, general social crisis situation) and subjective (low level of
awareness by some educators of pedagogical higher education establishments about the
importance of the described problem, lack of proper media literacy and competence of
some category of educators regarding the use of modern pedagogical innovations on a
high level) reasons for it. The analysis of the state of the problem of formation of the
moral culture of students — future teachers, was conducted using the method of content
analysis of the documents that determine and regulate the content of the education of
primary school specialists. For that purpose, the poll and questionnaire of the educators
from pedagogical establishments of higher education regarding their awareness of the
moral and professional qualities of future teachers, particularly their moral culture, was
conducted. Compilation of the data with all the indices of the summative assessment
showed that in the control and experiment groups the students with low and middle
levels of knowledge about the essence, content, functions, structure of the moral culture
and features of its formation prevail. According to it, we concluded that the future
primary school teacher must be properly prepared in the cultural and moral sense to
skillfully and professionally form the all-round personality of a student, their internal
humanistic position, ambitions and responsibility.

In this dissertation we determined the system of the organizational and
pedagogical conditions that provide productivity of the moral culture formation of
future primary school teachers with the means of the information and communications
technologies: formation of the positive motivation of students regarding the

acquirement and application of the information and communications technologies to



form the moral culture, humanistic values of the subjects of teaching; availability,
engagement and readiness of future primary school teachers for active implementation
of ICT; formation of media literacy of students at all stages of their education and
constant monitoring of knowledge; creation and regular improvement of the scientific
and methodic basis for informatization of the education process, correspondent cultural
and educational environment; active implementation of the method of the moral culture
formation of future primary school teachers with the means of ICT; organization and
competent conduct of trainings on the safe use of the Internet resources. It was proved
that the productivity of the process of the moral culture formation of future primary
school teachers with the means of the information and communications technologies
will considerably increase if the described conditions are used with a complex and
systematic approach. The organization and pedagogical conditions must be designed not
for short periods, but play a long-term, strategic and prospective role in the formation of
the moral culture of the educator’s personality.

This dissertation scientifically substantiates the author’s structural and functional
model of the formation of the studied problem, which is a complex, structured and
logically built multi-level formation, and represents the philosophical and
methodological bases and methodological approaches, it consists of three interrelated
blocks: 1) theoretical and methodological; 2) organizational and methodic; 3)
diagnostics and results oriented. We determined the following criteria and constituents
based components: cognitive, motivational, evaluative and emotional, operational and
activity, and reflexive. They are viewed as one system aimed at the maximum adequate
actualization and realization of personal functions of future specialists of the
educational sphere in the pedagogical process of formation of the moral culture,
professional competence and pedagogical mastership. The levels of formation of the
educator’s moral culture are: high, sufficient, middle and low.

We developed the educational and methodic provision of the process of the moral
culture formation of future primary school teachers, who study with a specialization in
«Primary education» (author’s interdisciplinary special course «Moral education with

the means of information and communications technologies»), separate structural



components of the educational programs on psychological and pedagogical
(«Pedagogics», «Psychology» and «Primary school pedagogics») and special («Basic
special pedagogics», «Basic correctional pedagogics and inclusive educationy,
«Information technologies and means of education» and «Basic informatics with the
elements of programming») educational disciplines. The dissertation proves the
importance of implementation of the author’s interdisciplinary course «Moral education
with the means of the information and communications technologies", which provides
considerable support in realization of educational tasks in the process of professional
preparation of students, helps acquire perfect and deep psychological and pedagogical
theoretical knowledge and skills, as well as practical skills to conduct classes according
to the requirements of the modern programs at secondary educational establishments.

We experimentally checked the effectiveness of the author’s structural and
functional model of the moral culture formation of a future primary school teacher with
the means of the information and communications technologies through the realization
of the method of formation of the outlined phenomenon, the implementation of which
involved three successive stages: 1) informational and theoretical; 2) scientific and
methodic; 3) procedural and activity and implementation of the author’s
interdisciplinary special course «Moral education with the means of the information and
communications technologies».

A high-quality analysis of the results of the formation stage of the experiment
proved the effectiveness of the author’s structural and functional model and positive
dynamics of all the criteria of the essence and content of the moral culture formation of
future primary school teachers with the means of the information and communications
technologies, which proves the statistical validity of the effectiveness of the tested at the
formation stage conceptual model. The results of the conducted pedagogical experiment
showed that the formation of the moral culture of future primary school teachers is
carried out according to the algorithm reproduced in the model and substantiated
organizational and pedagogical conditions.

The abovementioned proves that formation of the respondent’s incentive motives

and value-based orientations regarding the acquisition of knowledge of the essence and



content of the moral culture, perfect understanding of its features and requirements;
formation of the cognitive, motivational, emotional and evaluating, organizational and
activity, and reflexive constituents are a powerful basis for the all-round personality of
an educator.

The conducted dissertation research does not cover all the aspects of the studied
issue. The problem of the formation of the moral culture of the future educator has real
prospects for further research. There is a very important problem of application in the
scientific inquiry of the modern philosophical and pedagogical method, which is based
on the basic principles of Christianity and learning of the spiritual and moral and
cultural processes; the issue of self-education motivation, coping with the indifference
towards cruelty and violence as a real display of the anticulture and amorality is also
relevant. Further research is needed regarding the issues related to the substantiation,
development and implementation into the educational plans of pedagogical
establishments of higher education and institutes of postgraduate education of the block
of educational courses aimed at the increase of the level of the moral culture of students,
teachers and tutors.
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
