SUMMARY

The thesis provides a theoretical generalisation and a new solution to the
scientific task of defining the essence and revealing the specific features of the
administrative and legal framework for ensuring territorial defence of Ukraine by
local self-government bodies, and develops proposals and recommendations for
improving the administrative legislation in the relevant area.

It has been argued that ensuring territorial defence is a complex, joint activity
of specially authorized entities aimed at creating conditions and guarantees for the
most efficient and complete implementation of socially and nationally important
measures which give rise to legal relations for the protection of statehood, territorial
integrity, political stability and support for the welfare of the Ukrainian population.

It has been noted that the peculiarities of ensuring the territorial defence of
Ukraine as an object of administrative and legal regulation are as follows: it is carried
out by specially authorized entities whose functioning is regulated by administrative
law; in the course of the relevant activities, a special set of administrative and legal
forms and methods is used; it involves the implementation of a number of specific
administrative procedures.

It has been proved that the purpose of ensuring territorial defence in Ukraine,
in particular by local self-government bodies, is to create favourable legal,
organisational, economic, managerial and other conditions for the effective
implementation of the system of national, military and special measures carried out
in peacetime and in a special period, and also to function the mechanism of
management of forces and means of territorial defence. In accordance with this goal,

the tasks of ensuring territorial defence include: organisation and management of



territorial defence; control in the field of territorial defence; improvement of
territorial defence. The key principles of territorial defence include: 1) the principle
of territoriality; 2) the principle of competence; 3) the principle of legality; 4) the
principle of cooperation and interaction; 5) the principle of expediency.

The author has established that the system of entities responsible for ensuring
the territorial defence of Ukraine consists of: 1) the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine -
creates the legislative basis for ensuring the territorial defence of Ukraine, as well as
exercises parliamentary control over the implementation of the requirements of the
legislation in this area by the committees of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine; 2) the
President of Ukraine and the National Security and Defence Council of Ukraine -
are responsible for managing and controlling the functioning of the entire defence
and security sector of Ukraine, of which territorial defence is a part; 3) the Cabinet
of Ministers of Ukraine, ministries and other central executive authorities whose
activities are aimed at: building the organisational and administrative architecture of
territorial defence; determining the vector of development and implementation of
the state policy in the field of defence and territorial defence of Ukraine; 4) target
subjects of territorial defence - regional state administrations, military
administration and law enforcement agencies; 5) local self-government bodies.

The author has determined that local self-government bodies occupy an
independent and special place in the system of entities ensuring territorial defence
of Ukraine, since it is they who ensure the formation of an environment for effective
and efficient implementation of territorial defence tasks on the ground within the
limits of their legal status and territory of jurisdiction, and therefore, the efficiency
of local self-government directly affects the promptness of territorial defence, its
manning, etc.

It has been substantiated that in the system of legal regulation of territorial
defence of Ukraine by local self-government bodies, an important place is given to
administrative law provisions, since they are used to: a) determine the administrative
and legal status of local self-government bodies in general and in the context of

territorial defence in particular; b) regulate administrative procedures for ensuring



territorial defence of Ukraine by local self-government bodies; c) fix administrative
forms and methods of carrying out relevant activities; d) establish the boundaries
and directions of ensuring the territorial defence of Ukraine by local self-government
bodies.

It has been established that the administrative and legal status of local self-
government bodies as subjects of territorial defence is a set of legally defined
elements which, in their entirety, not only outline the role of local self-government
within the framework of the relevant activities, but also indicate its place in the
system of public authorities. The peculiarities of the respective status are as follows:
it is regulated by administrative legislation; local self-government bodies have a
special set of powers and clearly defined competence; they have a certain degree of
autonomy in addressing territorial defence issues within the framework of national
strategies; they actively cooperate with central government and military structures
to coordinate actions in the field of territorial defence; play an important role in the
preparation and organisation of mobilisation events on their territory.

It has been noted that the levels of territorial defence by local self-government
bodies constitute separate functional elements, each of which has its own unique
purpose and role in the defence sector, namely: 1) at the level of region and districts;
2) at the level of village, town and city; 3) at the level of activities of village, town
and city mayors.

The author has identified three key areas of ensuring territorial defence by
local self-government bodies: a) financial and economic, which combines measures
aimed at managing the economic resources of local self-government bodies of the
relevant level, controlling their distribution and allocation for the needs of territorial
defence; b) interaction of local self-government bodies with state and public
institutions to ensure the implementation of territorial defence measures, including
compliance with the requirements of the legislation in this area, as well as ensuring
the vital activity of the population and the functioning of infrastructure facilities; c)
organisational, educational and patriotic direction, which provides for the education

of the population on territorial defence issues and promotion of participation in its



activities, comprehensive assistance in the development and operation of the
territorial defence mechanism.

The author has proposed to understand administrative and legal forms of
ensuring territorial defence of Ukraine as an external manifestation of practical
activities carried out by local self-government bodies with a view to creating the
necessary legal and organisational conditions for implementing measures aimed at
protecting the State sovereignty, territorial integrity, as well as rights, freedoms and
legitimate interests of a person and a citizen. The relevant forms include the
following: rule-making; constituent (regulatory); control and supervisory; material
and support; planning; and information and analytical.

It has been stated that administrative and legal methods in the context of the
presented issues are a set of techniques, instruments and means defined by
administrative law, which are used by local self-government bodies in their activities
with a view to ensuring the territorial defence of Ukraine. The relevant methods
include the following: persuasion; power prescriptions; forecasting and the
information method.

The author has suggested that administrative procedures for ensuring
territorial defence of Ukraine by local self-government bodies should be understood
as a system of consistent actions and measures defined by administrative law and
implemented (introduced) by these entities with a view to creating legal and
organisational conditions for an appropriate level of preparedness to protect the
territory, population and important infrastructure facilities from possible man-made
and human-made hazards (including military threats). It has been noted that in the
scientific literature the issue of administrative procedures for ensuring territorial
defence of Ukraine by local self-government bodies is virtually unexplored, and
therefore, the latter include the following: control and supervisory procedures;
preparatory procedures; mobilisation procedures.

It has been highlighted the positive foreign experience in the field of territorial
defence, which should be used by the national legislator. The author has proposed

ways to improve interaction and coordination between the subjects of territorial



defence of Ukraine. It has been determined the directions of improvement of the
national administrative legislation regulating the territorial defence of Ukraine by
local self-government bodies.
