The dissertation is one of the first criminological studies in Ukraine of thefts
committed under martial law or a state of emergency.

It is determined, that thefts committed under martial law or a state of
emergency, acquire new qualities, turning into a new type of mercenary crime. The
war has affected not only the level and structure of crime, but also the state of
criminal law. In March 2022, for the first time in the history of the modern
independent Ukrainian state, the legislator introduced such an aggravating
circumstance as the commission of an act in a state of martial law or a state of
emergency to a number of crimes. In this way, criminal liability was also increased
for offences against property, including theft.

The author establishes, that the statistical analysis of thefts committed under
martial law in Ukraine shows contradictory dynamics of these crimes, namely, a
significant decrease in their number in 2022 compared to the previous year and a

significant increase in 2023.



Historically, in the practice of fighting crime, one can draw a parallel
between Ukraine's response to the Russian aggressor and the period of World
War 1.

The author formulates a number of features of theft as an unlawful socially
dangerous act, namely: their contradictory dynamics in general; increasing social
danger of thefts; participation in the commission of thefts of military personnel of
the enemy army and other persons participating on the side of the enemy; the
emergence of a new area of criminal "trade"” of thieves - at facilities related to the
evacuation of people and in destroyed buildings, from abandoned housing and
vehicles; difficulty in selling stolen goods; possible reaction of ordinary citizens to
theft - lynching of the perpetrator, etc.

The author proposes a classification of thefts committed during martial law
in Ukraine and distinguishes the following types of thefts: 1) theft of property at
the sites of destroyed buildings; 2) theft of property from housing during air raids
or in the epicenter of hostilities during shelling, in bomb shelters, places of
temporary shelter or from the premises of shops, enterprises, institutions,
organizations, etc. under the same conditions; 3) dismantling of vehicles left by
owners who have left settlements; 4) theft of cargo, fuel and lubricants,
humanitarian aid, etc. from road and rail transport; 5) theft of personal property in
places related to the evacuation of the population of Ukraine; 6) theft during
blackout, etc.

Based on the correlation of thefts with the fact that the area is close to the
theatre of war and depending on the operational situation, which changes daily, it
Is proposed to divide thefts into: 1) those that take place in the Ukrainian territories
occupied by Russia; 2) those that are committed in the de-occupied territories or
near the line of combat contact; 3) those that take place in the territories remote
from such a line.

It is noted, that a thorough criminological analysis of the quantitative and

qualitative indicators of thefts committed in Ukraine under martial law or a state of
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emergency is difficult due to a number of circumstances. These circumstances
include: 1) temporal limitations of the analysis itself; 2) discrepancies between the
periods compared for criminological analysis, as they are not equal to, for example,
a calendar year, quarter, etc.; 3) difficulty in forming a statistical sample due to the
criminalization of theft under Part 4 of Article 185 of the Criminal Code of
Ukraine, as well as of persons who committed large-scale theft (until 24 February
2022).

In 2022, 4,329 people were convicted under Part 4 of Art. 185 of the
Criminal Code of Ukraine, compared to 22 people in 2021. Such a sharp increase
in the number of convicted persons is explained by the changes made to Part 4 of
Art. 185 of the Criminal Code. In turn, in 2022, the number of crimes under Art.
185 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine (including thefts committed during martial
law or a state of emergency) in the structure of mercenary crime increased by
5.5%.

It is determined that the objects of criminal interest of thieves during martial
law or a state of emergency are: money, currency, jewelry, household appliances,
smartphones, household products, food, etc. The emergence of "new" items has
also been noted, namely: equipment of power lines damaged by shelling,
humanitarian items, non-ferrous and rare earth metals, including lithium shell
casings in military waste storage facilities, etc.

It is established, that depending on the time of commission, thefts committed
under martial law or a state of emergency may be divided into: 1) thefts committed
in the evening (from 16.00 to 21.00). Their share is 58%; 2) thefts committed in
the morning and afternoon (from 07.00 to 16.00). Their share is 35%; 3) thefts
committed at night (from 21.00 to 07.00), despite the introduction of curfews in
almost the entire country (7%). In terms of the time of commission, it is advisable
to distinguish between thefts committed during an air raid alert and thefts that

occur during a blackout.
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Based on the peculiarities of the place where the criminal offence was
committed, we can distinguish: 1) burglaries (35%); 2) thefts at trade facilities
(shops, supermarkets, warehouses, markets, etc.) (15%); 3) thefts from vehicles
(18%); 4) thefts in public places (12%); 5) thefts at the sites of destroyed buildings
(thefts in ruins) (20%).

It is established that the war has led to the emergence of the phenomenon of
"zoning" of crime, the essence of which is to determine the nature of crime by the
proximity of specific Ukrainian territories to the line of contact with the aggressor.
In view of this, for the purpose of analyzing mercenary crime, it is advisable to
distinguish: a) the occupied regions of Ukraine; b) the regions liberated from
occupation; c) the regions near the line of combat contact or frontline regions;
d) the regions of Ukraine remote from the line of contact. The geography of thefts
from destroyed buildings is mainly represented by three regions: Kharkiv, Kherson
and Kyiv.

The level of latency of the analyzed type of theft was assessed by experts as
maximum.

A generalized portrait of a thief committing a crime under martial law or a
state of emergency can be described as follows: male, Ukrainian citizen, aged 30 to
50 years, with a basic secondary education, married or in a de facto marital
relationship, able-bodied, but not working or studying, one in four has an
unexpended or outstanding criminal record, commits a crime with a mercenary
motive, as a rule, commits a crime with a mercenary motive, usually alone, the
Intention to commit it is considered in advance, the criminal activity is not long
(more than half of thieves are convicted of one episode), and at the time of the
criminal offence is not in a state of alcohol or drug intoxication.

The author proposes to divide the factors of mercenary criminal offences
into: 1) factors of the ordinary period, i.e. the period of time taken for the relevant
analysis and comparison of the phenomena of criminogenic reality before the

aggressor's full-scale invasion of Ukraine, and 2) factors of the extraordinary
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period, i.e. the period of time associated with the continuation of any extraordinary
circumstances in the country, one of which is war. At the same time, the factors of
crime in the ordinary period do not disappear while the country is giving a decisive
rebuff to the enemy.

The author emphasizes that under martial law, mercenary motivation, which
Is a synthesized factor or a kind of result of all other external determinants,
indicates not only that a person has the features of social parasitism, but also that
this motivation turns into predatory in nature.

It is determined, that the main object of preventive influence should be
considered war, which is at the top of the hierarchy of objects of theft prevention,
since it leads to the emergence of new types of not only theft, but also other
offences, changing the nature of crime and causing a change in priorities in
preventive activities.

Temporal objects of preventive influence include war, the situation in which
an average person lives (evacuation and change of usual place of residence, hourly
air raids, "mobility" of the front line, generally tense emotional and psychological
situation in the country and the world, etc.); some locations of thefts (destroyed or
abandoned housing, other premises, garages, cars, motor vehicles, etc.); specific
background of social problems, etc.

It is determined that measures of general social prevention are the system of
socio-economic, military-political, ideological, organizational, managerial and
regulatory measures which will be taken both during martial law and an emergency
situation. Similarly, these measures will take place at the stage of restoration of our
state to improve the quality of all spheres of human life, which would prevent the
formation of the psychology of illicit enrichment in society.

The strategic directions of general social prevention are highlighted:
1) ending the war with Ukraine's victory and de-occupation of Ukrainian lands and

encouraging the return to Ukraine of our citizens who are abroad; 2) improving the
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material well-being of the country's population; and 3) improving the moral and
psychological state of our society.

Special criminological prevention of thefts committed during martial law or
a state of emergency means a set of measures to preserve and protect against
criminal manifestations of property of subjects of various forms of ownership,
which is critical for ensuring the defense of the state and maintaining human life at
an acceptable level in these conditions, as well as preventing the commission of
crimes by persons in difficulty and those who harbor intent to commit theft.

The main areas of special criminological prevention of thefts under martial
law or a state of emergency are proposed to be: a) strengthening the physical
(external) security of property; b) rational use of material resources; c) creation of
a civilian volunteer service for the protection of property and law and order in
general; d) informing the population about the threat of theft under martial law;
e) strict control over the handling of property and inventories to prevent theft or
misuse of other people's property, as well as illegal trade, in particular, to prevent
trade in humanitarian aid; f) ensuring a system of effective communication and
response to mercenary offences and prompt notification of law enforcement
agencies to prevent theft and detention of criminals, etc.
