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The dissertation is one of the first comprehensive studies, in which, based on
the analysis of theoretically methodological, methodological and legal sources, as
well as international and national practice, the legal foundations of public
administration of training personnel with higher military education for the Armed
Forces of Ukraine are comprehensively characterized, and the ways of their
improvement are determined. In the work, the approaches to understanding the
signs of public administration have been improved, which are: a) improvement of
the extensive system of legal regulation in the system of higher military education,
which includes a number of legislative and by-laws; b) submission of proposals for
improving the regulatory framework in the system of higher military education c)
enhancement of the role of cadet self-government; d) the presence of a distribution
of competence between different subjects of public administration in order to avoid
duplication of their functions. It is substantiated that the public administration of
training personnel with a higher military education for the Armed Forces of Ukraine
has all the signs of public administration, but it has its own specific features.

The author's vision of public administration in the higher education system
in organizational and legal aspects is presented, the achievements of which
include: In the organisational aspect: a) implementation of the requirements of the
NATO standard BI-SCD 075-007 "Education and Training" in the educational
activities of military educational institutions; b) creation of conditions for
certification (accreditation) of professional military education courses according to
the standards of NATO member states;

in the legal aspect: a) improvement of the extensive system of legal
regulation in the system of higher military education, which includes a number of
legislative and by-laws; b) submission of proposals for improving the legal
framework in the system of higher military education c) increasing the role of
cadet self-government; d) creation of a legal mechanism for academic mobility; e)
implementation of the provisions of international legal acts, in particular, the
Standards and Recommendations for Quality Assurance in European Higher

Education into the legislation on education.



The analysis of the genesis of scientific research on legal support of higher
military education in Ukraine has been determined and its four stages are
formulated for the first time: 1) the development of military education in
independent Ukraine (1991- 1998), within the framework of which the Concept of
military education in Ukraine was formed (1997). The content of scientific
research covered issues of heredity in the system of military education and the
search for ways to apply national experience in this area; 2) the period of
professionalization (1999-2006), within which there is an active study of the
problems of military education by methods of pedagogical, historical, legal
sciences, the conceptual apparatus is formed and national and foreign
achievements are generalized; 3) a period of stagnation (2007-2011), within which
there is a decrease in the interest of scientists in the development of military
education, which was due to a complex of objective and subjective reasons; 4) the
period of intensification of scientific research on the legal support of military
education (2012 - incl.), Which is characterized by the interdisciplinary nature of
scientific works, the widespread use of foreign experience, in particular, of the
countries of the North Atlantic Alliance.

The definition of the goal and classification of the principles of public
administration of personnel training in the interests of the Armed Forces of
Ukraine has been formulated, which includes four groups: general legal,
educational and legal, the principles of the Armed Forces of Ukraine and the
principles of good governance.

The structure of subjects of public administration in the studied area is
characterized, which includes: a) the President of Ukraine; b) the Cabinet of
Ministers of Ukraine; ¢) Ministry of Defense of Ukraine; d) Ministry of Education
and Science of Ukraine; g) General Staff of the Armed Forces of Ukraine and other
types of individual branches of the armed forces; ¢) Command of the Ground
Forces of Ukraine and other commands of the Armed Forces of Ukraine; f) higher
military educational institutions and higher education, which include military

training units. The expediency of changing the name "higher military educational
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institution" to "higher military educational institution" is argued.

The following definition of the forms of public administration of personnel
training with higher military education for the Armed Forces of Ukraine is
proposed: forms of public administration of the training of personnel with higher
military education for the Armed Forces of Ukraine represent various
organizational and methodical measures aimed at managing and coordinating the
training processes of military specialists, which are based on the use of legal and
organizational-legal means to achieve defined goals in the field of military
education.

Such forms can be divided into four main types, the first three of which will
be legal in nature, and the fourth - organizational: a) rule-making activities aimed
at establishing and specifying the rights, duties and responsibilities of the subjects
of the educational process in higher military educational institutions and military
educational units higher educational institutions (for example, the Regulations on
higher military educational institutions, approved by the Resolution of the Cabinet
of Ministers of Ukraine dated May 12, 2021 No. 467; b) the publication of
executive and administrative and law enforcement individual legal acts (for
example, orders for admission to a higher military educational institution); c)
performing legally significant actions with the publication of an official document
(for example, a certificate of accreditation of an educational program, a bachelor's
or master's diploma); d) the implementation of interim actions necessary to support
the training of personnel with higher military education for the Armed Forces of
Ukraine (this includes a wide range of activities related to organizational,
managerial, informational, material and technical, personnel, psychological and
other types of training) frames).

Administrative and legal methods of public administration of training
personnel with higher military education for the Armed Forces of Ukraine have
been systematized, which are proposed to be understood as ways of exercising
their powers, regulated by national legislation, within the competence of subjects of

military-administrative and educational activities, aimed at achieving the goals of
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recruiting the Armed Forces of Ukraine with persons officers capable of effectively
performing their service and combat missions.

The directions of implementation of foreign experience in public
administration of training personnel with higher military education have been
determined: a) unification, providing for bringing the training system of defense
forces in accordance with the forms and methods defined in the NATO Bi-SC
Education and individual training directive (E & ITD) 075-007; b) integration,
which provides for the elimination of contradictions and filling in the gaps in the
legal support of military education in its systemic connection with the legal support
of the education system of Ukraine; c) individualization, which provides for the
introduction of the principle of "Education throughout a military career" and the
establishment of a link between the success of a serviceman in assimilating new
knowledge, abilities, skills, the formation of his leadership qualities and his
military career; and d) controlling, which provides for the establishment of a
systemic link between decisions made in the system of public administration of
personnel training in the interests of the Armed Forces of Ukraine, and the
assessment of the quality of such decisions by the subjects of democratic civilian
control over the defense forces, including public oversight (taking into account the
requirements of the legislation of Ukraine on state secret).

The ways of increasing the efliciency of legal support of public administration of personnel
training with higher military education in the interests of the Armed Forces of Ukraine are identified
and amendments and additions are proposed to the laws of Ukraine "On Education”, "On Higher
Education", "On the Armed Forces of Ukraine", the Regulation on Higher Military educational
nstitutions, etc.A perspective model of the Centre for Independent Evaluation of the Quality of
Traning of Military Specialists in the Ministry of Defence of Ukraine has been developed, which
allows to assess the professional performance of military personnel and to determine their suitability
and promotion, and also ensures quality manning of the Armed Forces of Ukraine with servicemen
with relevant specialities, service experience, and level of professional competence.
