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The relevance of the research topic is determined by the fact that one of the most
pressing and complex problems of the modern global community is the threat of
regional separatism. Almost all, with rare exceptions, countries of the world at
certain stages of their history have experienced negative effects from its

manifestations in direct or indirect forms. After all, if a country is a complexly



organized system based on ethnic, religious, historical-cultural, linguistic, geo-
economic, and other characteristics, it will always be threatened by the danger of
separatism. Today, we observe how alongside separatist plots of the past times,
new conflicts are developing and emerging in the world, driven by separatist ideas.
In Europe at the beginning of the 21 century, the most threatening centers of
separatism were found in countries that emerged as a result of the disintegration of
the SFRY and the USSR. In the post-Soviet space, there already exist a number of
frozen conflicts, some of which have led to military confrontation. Unfortunately,

Ukraine is among the latter.

From the early years of independence, the issue of regional separatism has
remained on the agenda of Ukrainian politics. The strengthening of integration
processes, the development of interregional and transboundary cooperation in
Ukraine has contributed to the increased role of regions at the state and
supranational levels. At the same time, Ukrainian regional separatism has become
a tool for realizing the geopolitical aspirations of the Russian Federation, whose
goal is to reboot the “Soviet Union” project. The combination of internal and
external factors in the case of Ukrainian separatism has led to its destructive
consequences for the social, economic, political life of society, national security,
and territorial integrity of the country. The annexation of the Autonomous
Republic of Crimea, the implementation of separatist projects IAF “DPR” and IAF
“LPR” in Eastern Ukraine, the full-scale invasion of the Russian Federation in
2022 and the occupation of parts of Ukrainian territories have extremely actualized
the need to study the nature of the Ukrainian version of separatism, its destructive
potential, factors and mechanisms of its formation, and threats it poses to the

national security of the state.

Assessing the level of scientific research on the topic, it should be noted that
modern political studies of separatism as a theoretical concept and political
practice are characterized by a wide range of directions: economic-geographical,

socio-economic, conflictological, historical-cultural, ethno-cultural, political-legal,



political-administrative, etc. Traditionally, the causes of the emergence, specificity,
and destructive potential of separatist trends in a certain region are studied
focusing on its conflict potential based on ethnic, racial, political, ideological,
economic, religious, and linguistic factors. However, the question of external
intervention in the course of separatist conflicts with the aim of destabilizing the
situation, establishing control over a specific region by a third country, is
insufficiently researched. The externally-inspired variety of separatism is almost
not studied either in political science or in other fields of social knowledge. Its
sources, signs, essence, technologies of application, and counteraction tools

constitute the subject field of our research.

The dissertation proposes to consider the processes of separatism in Ukraine that
led to the annexation of parts of Ukrainian territories in 2014, as those inspired by
external forces. In our opinion, seeking ways to address the problem of separatism
in Ukraine through the analysis of classical cases of separatism in the EU and the
world is not entirely productive since it cannot offer an algorithm of actions to
prevent similar situations in the future. A detailed study of the processes of
regional separatism in Ukraine and consideration of its externally-inspired nature
will allow the development of a systematic strategy for preventing and containing
certain negative manifestations of separatism. This will enable our country to
develop a comprehensive approach to regional policy considering its unique ethno-
national, religious, historical-cultural characteristics, and to prevent and overcome

manifestations of externally-inspired separatism in the future.

The dissertation work was carried out within the framework of scientific research
at the National University “Odesa Law Academy,” in the context of the topic
“Legal and social life of Ukraine in a human-centric dimension in the digital age”
for 2021-2025 (state registration number 0122U000266), as well as within the
framework of the plan for research work of the Department of Political Theories of

the Faculty of Psychology, Political Science, and Sociology of the National



University “Odesa Law Academy” — “Human-centric dimension of politics in the

conditions of digital transformations.”

The aim of the dissertation research is a comprehensive analysis of the features
of regional separatism in Ukraine and the development of mechanisms to

counteract practices of its external inspiration.

The implementation of the set aim led to the solution of the following research

tasks:

- analyze the main approaches and directions of research on separatism in the

world and domestic political science and form a categorical apparatus of research;

- study the manifestations of regional separatism in the world; identify its features

and causes of emergence;

- identify the specifics of the application of technologies of externally inspired

separatism in the post-Soviet space;

- determine the factors of emergence and development of separatist tendencies in

Ukraine;

- reveal the role of “soft power” in Russian practices of inspiring regional

separatism in Ukraine;

- outline the stages of the deployment of the separatist movement in Ukraine and
identify, through the example of the experience of the eastern regions of Ukraine,
the specificity of socio-political associations of separatist orientation as agents of

external influence;
- determine mechanisms and measures to counter regional separatism;

- develop a strategy to counteract the technologies of spreading externally inspired

separatism in Ukraine.



The object of the study is regional separatism as an externally inspired political

process.

The subject of the study is the specifics of regional separatism in Ukraine and
mechanisms to counteract the practices of external inspiration of separatist

Processes.

Research methodology. General scientific and special scientific methods were
used in the work: comparative, observation, induction and deduction, analysis and
synthesis, and structural-functional. Comparison, induction, and deduction
methods were used in the consideration of the features of the development of
externally inspired separatism in Ukraine; analysis and synthesis were used in the
study of the causes and specifics of separatism, approaches to its definition; the
method of generalization was used in the consideration of the general features of
ethnic and religious separatism in the countries of the post-Soviet space; the
observation method was applied in the analysis of changes and activation of
separatist sentiments in certain regions of Ukraine from 2005 to 2014; the
historical method was used in the consideration of the creation of quasi-state
formations in the countries of the post-Soviet space; the systemic method was
applied in the analysis of externally inspired separatism as a component of creating
an internal political conflict in Ukraine; the structural-functional method was used
in the study of the development of separatism in the countries of the post-Soviet
space in connection with the features of the form of government, political regime,

territorial structure, and legislation.

The obtained results have scientific novelty and are specified in the following

provisions:
For the first time:

- A concept has been developed that advances the understanding of the causes and
prerequisites for the development of separatism in Ukraine and considers it as

externally inspired separatism. Its essence lies in the attempts of the aggressor



country to provoke separatist processes in a third country by artificially inciting
separatist sentiments in its individual region(s), creating regional separatist
movements, and using hidden practices of “soft power” with the aim of

destabilizing the political situation to change the territorial integrity of the country;

- A systemic assessment of separatism in Ukraine has been applied through the
combination of external factors with the principle of regionalization and the
consequences of implementing cross-border cooperation projects with neighboring
countries. It has been proven that the greatest threat to the country today is the
processes of externally inspired separatism, which are stimulated and controlled
from outside the country. It has been shown that the risks of developing such
separatism primarily exist in the transboundary area. In this context, the problem of
“passportization” of residents of regions of Ukraine by foreign governments

(Russia, Hungary, and Romania) has been identified;

- The role of “soft power” in Russian practices of inspiring regional separatism in
Ukraine has been revealed. Based on the analysis of the processes of deploying
regional separatism in Ukraine, it has been proven that separatist projects, which
were partially implemented in 2014-2015 in the temporarily occupied territories of
Donetsk and Luhansk Oblasts, were initiated much earlier through the use of “soft
power” tools. The inspiration of the separatist track followed the algorithm:
“creation of an idea—dissemination of the idea—promotion of the idea” with

mandatory consideration of the local specifics of the region of dissemination;

- A strategy to counteract the technologies of spreading externally inspired

separatism in Ukraine has been proposed.
Clarified:

- Approaches to typologizing separatism in Ukraine. It is noted that contemporary
separatism in Ukraine has developed with the help of an external factor and has

unique aspects compared to ethnic and religious separatism,;



- Features of the formation and development of separatism in the southeastern
regions of Ukraine during the period from 2005 to 2014. It is argued that
insufficient attention from the authorities and local self-government to socio-
political processes in these regions of Ukraine has led to the inspiration of
separatist sentiments and the imposition of another country’s ideology on the local
population through the implementation of socio-political and cultural projects

aimed at promoting the idea of “unity of the Ukrainian and Russian peoples”;

- Characteristics of regional separatism in post-Soviet countries. It is outlined that
the processes of separatism in the post-Soviet space had different typologies and
ethnic-national composition. However, each case of separatism subsequently led to
contradictions between separatists and the government of the motherland, which
either resulted in the repetition of military conflicts (Azerbaijan, 2023) or led to
full-scale military aggression (Russia-Ukraine, 2022). It is shown that Russia
indirectly participated in almost every separatist process in the post-Soviet space

through inspirational practices.
Further development has been achieved in:

- Conceptual understanding of the forms of manifestation and patterns of spread of
separatist tendencies. Based on the analysis of global experience, it is shown that
secession and irredentism, spawned by separatist sentiments, create political

grounds for annexation;

- Research into the role of civil-political associations in the development of
separatist tendencies in Ukraine. Based on the materials of the deployment of the
separatist movement in Donbas (1989-2015), it has been established that one of the
effective technologies of externally inspired separatism was the creation of a

powerful network of civil-political organizations as agents of influence;
- Identification of technologies for spreading separatism in Ukraine;

- Determination of mechanisms and measures to counter regional separatism at the

international and national levels;



- Study of the main factors influencing separatism in certain Oblasts of Ukraine:

Donbas, Zakarpattia, Chernivtsi, and Odesa.

The theoretical and practical significance of the obtained results lies in the fact
that the provisions set forth in the dissertation can be used in scientific research
and expert work for further research on separatism in Ukraine and in the post-
Soviet space, in the analysis of regional political processes, the identification of
technologies for external inspiration of separatist sentiments, and the strengthening
of separatist tendencies posing a threat to national security and territorial integrity
of Ukraine. In political-administrative practice, the materials of the work can be
used by government authorities and local self-government bodies, political parties,
and civil organizations, as well as representatives of the media in the process of
developing programs for population consolidation in Ukraine and programs for the
development of interaction between the government and civil society. In the
educational process, the research results can enrich the theoretical and empirical
material of educational courses and special courses dealing with issues of
separatism, national security, regional policy, hybridization of political conflicts,

etc.

The results of the dissertation research are presented in 10 articles, 7 of which are
published in scientific specialized publications approved by the Ministry of
Education and Science of Ukraine, 3 articles are published in foreign scientific
publications included in the Web of Science data base, as well as in 6 abstracts of

reports at scientific and scientific-practical conferences.

The structure of the work is determined by the logic of the research, which
follows from its purpose and main tasks. The dissertation consists of an

introduction, three chapters, conclusions, and a list of used sources totaling 258.
