THE ECONOMIC REFORMS OF MIKHAIL GORBACHEYV IN THE WESTERN
HISTORIOGRAPHY OF THE SECOND HALF OF 1980 - THE BEGINNING OF THE 1990S.

The article is devoted to the historiography of Perestroika, in particular the coverage of economic
transformation in the study of Western scholars of the second half of the 1980s — early 1990s. Analysis of
attracted mostly the work of American and British researchers.

Given the high interest in politics Gorbachev in the West and establishing close partnerships
between the US and the USSR, the Soviet economic reforms are widely debated in scientific periodicals
and monographs known sovietologists. This body of literature is little known and little studied in the
historiography of post-Soviet states. It contains a lot of valuable and original thoughts and observations
on the reform of the Soviet economy, which may be useful in the present conditions.

The aim of the article is the analysis of scientific studies of Western authors on economic reforms of
Perestroika era, the mainstream thinking in Soviet studies, scientists coverage views on the prospects of a
command economy and ways to transform the market.

In the 1980's. Western scholars began to evaluate more critically the economy of the Soviet bloc.
However; the approach of the crisis was not evident, as the closed regime can survive even in a deteriorating
economic situation. In addition, the first Western scientists did not have reliable statistics. Among possible
factors Soviet stagnation scientists named difficulties of effective implementation of central planning; reduce
labor discipline; planners conscious decision to reduce the rate of economic growth after 1975, problems
in key sectors — extraction of petroleum, railway transport adverse demographic trends, adverse weather
conditions, indirect effect of the slowdown in the West after 1973; significant spending on defense.

As a result of the study it was found that in the era of Perestroika due to the policy of transparency has
created favorable conditions for research Soviet economy by sovietologists. Sovietologist thoroughly studied
the documents of Communist party forums, Congresses of People s Deputies, paying much attention backstage
aspects and their impact on economic reform. Most studies relied on the doctrine of totalitarianism, which
was based on historical defects of communism. The Soviet model («real socialismy) and its planned economy
system were unable to provide its citizens the necessary quantity and quality of material goods. Scientists
have noted a slowdown in growth and technological backwardness of the Soviet Union. Most of them did
not see the prospects of reforming the Soviet-style planned economy, and offered to make a choice in favor of
capitalism, market economy and privatization (democratic transition). Researchers saw resistance to reform
by the Soviet bureaucracy and urged the Communist Party to eliminate the impact on the economy. Interests of
scientists gradually concentrated in the plane of transition from the communist political system to Democracy
or Authoritarianism, and the transition from a planned to the market economy. In the early 1990s. there the
Soviet economy was neither socialist nor command-administrative. Western researchers mostly viewed it as a
transitional, and change the value assessed in terms of the approach to the market economy, private property
distribution and inclusion in the world market. Many Western scholars have paid attention to the figures of the
Soviet reformers and, above all, Mikhail Gorbachev. However, after the West had doubts about the capacity of
President of the USSR to complete the democratic transition, the emphasis shifted to the Republican elite. Most
researchers have not seen in the crisis of the Soviet economy a threat to the very existence of the USSR. This
assessment coincides with a modern vision of the problem, according to which the crisis of the Soviet economy
does not mean the collapse was not the main reason for the disintegration of the state.
