SUMMARY

The article contains a detailed description of the largest Native American tribes of New
England in the second half of the XVII c. according to a little-known Anglophone source
“Historical Collections of the Indians in New England” (1674), written by the contemporary
and participant of Anglo-Indian relationships Daniel Gookin (1612-1687), who was in
different years appointed Captain of the Trained Band in Cambridge, Deputy and then
Speaker of the General Court in Massachusetts, an Assistant of the Governor of the colony,
Selectman in Cambridge and the first Superintendent of the Praying Indians. The authors
study such tribes as: Pequot, Narragansett, Pawkunnawkut (Pokanoket or Wampanoag),
Massachusetts, Pawtucket who lived in the American North-East at that time; identify exact
areas of their settlement, the character of relationships between them, and find out the
objective and subjective reasons for their large-scale depopulation.
