Summary. A. Svydnytskiy is very famous in Ukrainian literature as the of writers of sixties,
he is the author ethnographic essays and stories, novel “L’uboratski”, the poetical texts of the writer
“Velykden’ u Podol’an”, “Konokrady”, “Zhebraky” (“Ocherki iz byta podolskih komprachikosov” ),
“Pachkovozi”, “Havrus’ i Katrus’a”, “Hoch z mosta ta v vodu”, “Dva upr’amyh” testify the
A. Svydnytskiy’s deep knowledge about life, way of life and psychology of Ukrainian people. Such
awareness first of all concerns people from Podillia region as he grew up with them.

There are several stages of researching writer’s works: from the end of the XIXth century and up to
now. In different times according to specific original literary directions and schools he was differently
evaluated. But language of writer’s works was not researched.

During the last years of his life A.Svydnytskiy wrote a lot of short stories and essays in Russian
language, which were published in 1868-1870th in newspapers “Odesskiy vestnik” and “Kievl’anin”.

In the article the Ukrainian component of this works are analyzed. National specificity of his
Russian stories we can feel through themes, the described people’s characters, material world,
geographical environment, everyday conditions. It is rich with Ukrainian language specific elements
and A. Svydnytskiy’s author’s language. There is a lot of Ukrainian nomenclature, some Ukrainian
words and expressions there and sometimes even bilingual languages occur. In such works as “Na
pohoronah”, “Zhebraky”, “Orendar” and others there two language flows. The author widely brings
Ukrainian language into dialogues of personages, who are the representatives of patriarchal clergy,
village mass and other social layers, related with the village life elements. Writer inlayed Ukrainian
words into Russian text with the purpose for reader to feel the local coloring, national, as the rule
Podillian, belonging of the character.

A.Svydnytskiy inserted Ukrainian proverbs and saying, phrazeological units into his stories
and assays, into characters’ language. In Russian language stories A.Svydnytskiy gives local words,
regional words and they are given according to the principles of Ukrainian orthography of that time,
and that helps the author to save the notions because of their ethnographic value.

Summary. Modern empirical basis of dialectology makes possible to research the problems about
the coincidences of phrazeological units functioning areal with his components; if some components are
known outside the phrazeological unit on the territory of its using, if dialectal peculiarities (phonetical
or morphological) appear in the coherent dialect text and in phrases, which are only reflected in the
speech in the same way.

The special attention is paid to the conversationality (dialect mostly exist in informal conversa-
tion ) and it helps to identify the phenomenon of deletion and saving of dialect features, especially it is
important to define their firmness on phrazeological and lexical levels. It is not the whole information
about territory of any phrazeological unit spreading, about interlanguage connections in whole and
interdialectal connection separately.

Lexical unit furnace belongs to the most ancient layer of vocabulary, meaning of furnace is cod-
ed, and that’s why it discloses the meaning of female bosom and inevitability of the other world. In
Ukrainian literary language and in dictionaries of Ukrainian language dialects a big amount of lexi-
cal units for defining of general notion of furnace, its parts and elements are fixed. Active functioning
of phrazeological units in all south-western dialects we explain by the result of existence of different
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methods of its building, its destination; by the level of social-economic development of population; by
historical events and also by the quantity of thematic groups: name for furnace and its parts, lexical
units, coherent with furnace building, its upkeeping with, names for products of combustion, names of
instruments of labor, which are used together with furnace (for bread baking, cooking, accommodation
heating etc.).
