Summary. The article is devoted to the research of pleonasm in Ukrainian fiction text at the be-
ginning of the 21° century. The pleonasm as a realization of linguistic redundancy law, based upon
semantic, structural and syntactic identity or similarity of language units in the text, functions not
only as verbal excess, but also as a source of expressive linguistic means. Wide usage of pleonasm con-
structions in Ukrainian postmodern prose text, the heterogeneity of its semantic structure and a broad
palette of its semantic structure determines the relevance of the study.

Semantic, containing duplication due to semantic coincidence or convergence of words, phrases or
predicative units within the text, and semantic-structural pleonasm, involving the structural identity
of elements, are characterized. Pleonasm is considered as a phenomenon of language system, presented
by the accumulation of linguistic units with full or partial semantic overlapping (expressed explicitly
or implicitly ), followed by syntactic correlation of components.

It is stressed, that duplication of information in the text, using stylistic synonyms, helps to elimi-
nate the content of not only the expressive components of synonymic raw, but also of the whole construc-
tion. Pleonasm is able to contain vernacular, slang and even foul language, while its duplication by
stylistically neutral language units indicates no accident such use. Deviations from the lexical norms
attain a stressed expressive meaning.

Reconsideration of function and value of literature in the new millennium emerge not only on the
figurative, but also on the linguistic level of text. Pleonastic constructions in literary fiction text oper-
ate as a mean of a language game, a tool of contrast between linguistic norm and linguistic anomaly. In
this way modern fictional discourse builds links between standardized literary language and real hu-
man activities, opens space for a vice variety of perspectives, play, parody and infinite range of trans-
formations.

Summary. During recent years vocabulary and phraseology became a source for many researchers
in Ukrainian dialectology. The completeness of information about phrazeological units and their
components allows an objective definition not only of Ukrainian dialects’ peculiarities, but also of
mentality, culture of dialect speakers.
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Aim of the article — to research peculiarities of using and are of dissemination of ornithonym
kania in texts of dialect connected speech and as a part of fixed word-combinations.

Lexicographical works confirm the extremely rich fund of fixed word-combinations, active
variation of phrasems in areal projection, and they allow the researching of phrazeological components
as a part of fixed word-combinations and out of them.

The most widely the name of bird kania in variant expressions of different types is represented
in Hutsul dialects; on the material of three dialects of Ukrainian language we define a structural-
semantic phrazeological model “to frown + as + the name of bird + for bad weather” = to frown because
of offence, to get angry”.

Studying of topical issue about area existence of phrazeological unit and its components (on
the basis of dialect texts and dictionaries) allows to determine the territories, where 1) using and
understanding of the word coincides with its property of phrazeological units creation; 2) the word is
known but it is not fixed in phrazeological units; 3) using of phrazeological units with a component,
meaning of which is not known to dialect speakers. The previous analysis proves the idea about
presence of space correlation, with involving of more empirical base of Ukrainian dialectology the areal
description can be refined and supplemented.
