The article focuses on the peculiarities of quotational speech in the texts of English
editorials which are signed by a collective speaker — the addresser who speaks on behalf
of the entire editorial board expressing the point of view of the newspaper. It reflects the
addresser’s attitude and contributes to shaping a similar mental model of the event in
the addressee’s mind. Quotational speech represents a source of intertwined semantic
and pragmatic information whose primary goal is to serve as a means of evidentiality, a
way to ensure the accuracy and reliability of information. This goal is often achieved
due to the modification of quotations, which manifests itself in the specification,
accentuation and increment of meaning. Specification presupposes the addresser’s
inference of the author’s assumptions based on the process of implication. Accentuation
brings to the fore the most loaded elements of the message. The increment of meaning is
primarily aimed at producing a pronounced expressive effect. The sources of quotations
are represented by the competent authorities, objects of discreditation, examples and
illustrations, proverbs and allusions. The use of quotational speech in ideological
discourse of editorials has a twofold function. On the one hand, it allows the addresser
to shift the responsibility for the given information onto the cited source. On the other
