Andreichenko S.S. Impact of fault upon gravity and consequences
of international wrongful act

The article investigates one of the key aspects of fault in scope of interna-
tional responsibility of states, namely impact of fault upon the gravity and conse-
quences of an international wrongful act.

Presence of state fault plays an important role. Wilful intent is an aggravat-
ing factor with respect to the commission of any international wrongful act. Besides,
wilful intent plays a role in connection with the qualitative distinction between dif-
ferent types of breaches of international law, namely, ordinary breaches on the one
side, and serious breaches of obligations under peremptory norms of general inter-
national law, on the other. The element of deliberation and intention to harm should
be considered as one of the main factors determining the «seriousness» of the in-
fringement of an obligation protecting fundamental interests of the international
community.

It is established in the article that state fault also plays a role with regard to
the determination of the consequences of an international wrongful act. Fault may
have an effect on reparation by compensation, especially when the international
wrongful act is deliberately committed with intention harm. This intent determines
an obligation to afford reparation even for «remote» damages — in derogation from
the general principle that the state has an obligation to provide reparation only for
damages which are not too remote or indirect with respect to the wrongful act in
question. Conversely, the so-called contributory fault of the injured state may result
in the reduction of the amount of compensation due to the injury caused by the in-
ternational wrongful act. Fault has an impact upon satisfaction, since the punitive
and the compensatory functions are inextricably present in that form of reparation
for moral damage.
