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PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT
OF TEACHERS WORKING WITH GIFTED STUDENTS IN SCHOOLS
IN THE USA, CANADA AND THE UK

The article discusses the content and procedural peculiarities of professional
development of teachers working with gifted students in schools in the USA, Canada and the UK.
The professional development standards for teachers working with gifted students in secondary
schools in the studied countries are defined. The characteristics of the most common forms of
professional development of teachers working with this category of students, including online
courses, online and electronic communities, face-to-face workshops, books discussions,
educational fairs, meetings with parents etc. are given.

It is found out that the teachers of gifted and talented in the studied countries should
understand how children and youth develop and be aware of the impact of individual,
developmental, social, religious, ethnic, cultural, linguistic characteristics on the achievement and
wellbeing of learners; provide personalized educational services to students, including students
for whom English is an additional language, students with special educational needs and students
with disabilities, as well as ensuring equality and inclusion in the class; know and understand the
role of colleagues in providing special educational services (for example, teachers working with
gifted and talented).

It is also emphasized that all teachers should be able to: recognize the learning
differences, developmental milestones, and cognitive/affective characteristics of gifted and
talented students, including those from diverse cultural and linguistic backgrounds, and identify
their related academic and social-emotional needs; design appropriate learning and performance
modifications for individuals with gifts and talents that enhance creativity, acceleration, depth and
complexity in academic subject matter and specialized domains; and select, adapt, and use a
repertoire of evidence-based instructional strategies to advance the learning of gifted and talented
students. The perspective direction for further research the author sees in the study of using ICT in
the process of teachers professional development in the USA, Canada and the UK.
