“cold war”

The conceptual and practical aspects of security policy of the USA are
analysed in the article in terms of their reflection in the "grand strategy", mili-
tary-political and military doctrines. Hierarchy of strategic documents that are
determining US security and defense policy are examined together with ap-
proaches towards their developing in the context of domestic policy, global trends
and forecasts. Possible implementation of US experience in Ukraine'’s defense
planning in respect to actual threats and challenges to national security is studied.

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Petrov Valentyn. “Grand strategies”, military-political and military doc-
trines of the United States of America: trends of their evolution after the end of
“cold war”

The conceptual and practical aspects of security policy of the USA are analysed
in the article in terms of their reflection in the "grand strategy", military-political
and military doctrines. Hierarchy of strategic documents that are determining US
security and defense policy are examined together with approaches towards their
developing in the context of domestic policy, global trends and forecasts. Possible
implementation of US experience in Ukraine’s defense planning in respect to actual
threats and challenges to national security is studied.

The USA is very illustrative example of working out various national level
strategies and doctrines that also can be used in Ukraine. This world superpower has
a definitely clear set of relevant documents. First of all we are talking about so called
Grand Strategies & High strategies that are specific feature of political and defence
planning in the US. Probably no other country at the current moment can challenge
US power. That is why American «Grand Strategy» is not only a strategy of national
security, but in some aspects it also has great impact on international, global, euro-
atlantic, asia-pacific etc. security. US “Grand Strategy” can be characterized by clear
vision of its national interests in combination with plans of its implementation. Usu-
ally developing of such strategies is preceding to practical steps, but also sometimes
development of “Grand strategy” can be a backdating, having as an aim to explain
or legitimize certain actions.

Anyhow they are strategic level documents that are aimed to link policies of
past and future. Clearly formulated “Grand strategy” sets up frameworks for inter-
pretation that are crucial for understanding of Great policy in its three temporal di-
mensions. Also it guarantees both continuity and innovativeness of policy.

The biggest contradiction between “Grand strategies” and based on them prac-
tical (doctrinal) documents is contradiction between consistency of principles (po-
litical and military dogmas) and horizons of development, ability of “Grand strategy”
to reflect variability of policy both domestic and foreign as a response to threats and
opportunities of future.

Another problem is that policy in order to confirm its “strategic” status often has
to sustain status quo. It makes strategy more static than variable. From one side it gives
advantages of institutional memory. It also means in US case that despite any new
President’s Administration decisive efforts to bring new wise and intellectual changes,
rebranding aspirations, it has to adjust to “Grand Strategies” of predecessors.

«Grand Strategies» with the aim of persuasion and clarity are used to be per-
sonified, linked with outstanding historic persons (Napoleon, Monroe, Wilson,
Lenin, Stalin, Brezhnev, Reagan, Obama etc.). After-effect of such a personification
is association of such “doctrines-strategies” with quazi-religion.

Usually various doctrines are worked out as a development of strategies. Doc-
trine (Latin — “doctrina”) initially meant system of dogmas, core of some religion,
ideology etc., “catechesis”. It means that doctrine is both result of strategy and also
its integral part that is aimed on establishment and preservation of certain political
and military status quo.

“Doctrine" in the military-political aspect first of all contains concentrated
views on foreign, defence and security policies inherent to particular historical pe-
riod, that are clearly articulated by political leaders another important issue is that it
also has to be shared by national political, economic, military elites.

Strategic documents of "doctrine" level usually reflect the official views and
arguments (thesis) related to targets, assessments of military and political environ-
ment and concepts (principles and methods) of activity, including so-called "good
practices". It has as an aim to ensure safe operation of the state as a whole in actual
military and political context. Modern type doctrines also usually take into account
the interests of individuals and entities, including businesses and other entities that
do not have legal status.
