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Petrov Valentyn. Hybrid warfare as a result of attempts to identify new type of
contemporary warfare

The term hybrid war has recently been used in scientific literature, media,
politics. Some Western analysts are unequivocally warning against the use of the
term «hybrid war».

The ideological overload of Western ideas about the «hybrid war» as a purely
Russian invention, in turn, is proclaimed by the typical representatives of the
Russian expert community paranoid psychoneurosis, which revives the thinking of
the Cold War era, «a special propaganda construct that has little in common with
the war itself, but completely loaded with the ugliest meaning that Russia is waging
a war against the West is a real war, although it is not possible to call the eyelids
under the formal features of international law.»

Russian versions of the «hybrid war» are being constructed either in complete
denial of such a phenomenon or in its «Russophobic» interpretation, which is
attributed to pro-Western neoliberals as fierce to the enemies of Russian statehood.
They say that such wars, if they really exist, necessarily include the technologies of
creating artificial «controlled chaos» by organizing «color revolutions» to overthrow
the existing political regime or to redraw the geopolitical map of the world.

The war we knew it was over, — noted in 2007 the famous military theorist John
Archville. It was precisely on this background that the «<new face» of the wars was
launched and the concept of the «hybrid war» arose and developed in the West, first
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of all, by those military theorists who emphasized the mixed nature of contemporary
and future military conflicts.

In the Western theoretical concepts, the typology of «fourth generation warfare»
(non-conventional) character typically includes such versions as:

* Asymmetric Warfare;

* Guerrilla Warfare;

» Hybrid war;

 Information operations;

* Low intensity conflict;

» Psychological warfare.

The concept of information, and subsequently hybrid, wars is largely due to the
sharp weakening of the nuclear missile threat, which for some time has created an
illusion that they are not a primary challenge and threat.

In the official US-NATO military-political documents, the information
warfare was defined as a war with the use of a state-wide global information space
and infrastructure for conducting strategic military operations and strengthening
the impact on its own information resource.

There are at least two approaches to theoretical and practical understanding of
the phenomenon of the «hybrid war», which can be conventionally distinguished as
«Russian» and «non-Russian». At the same time, it is obviously two opposing
interpretations of the «Second Cold War», in which the inspirational blame for
each other is the opposing sides, that is, Russia and the collective West, to which
Ukraine should be classified according to the geopolitical and geostrategic choices
it made in 2014.

The Russian version of the hybrid war («Russian hybrid warfare») has gained
such popularity in the West, which, in our opinion, even led to a reassessment of
the role and significance of the Russian factor in wars of this type. At the same time,
the annexation of the Russian Federation of the Crimea, and subsequently the
undeclared aggression of the Russian Federation in the East of Ukraine, in the
official language of the political West is usually characterized not as a «war» but as
a «crisis». This can be partly explained by the fact that the phrase «Russian hybrid
war» has become a media meme and a certain lable, which is unlikely to contribute
to a constructive discussion of the nature of the phenomenon of such challenges
and threats.
