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Sociocultural adaptation of the Third Aliyah Jews in Palestine

The article deals with the problem of immigration of Jews during the third aliyah
(1919-1923) and ways of theirs adaptation in Eretz Yisrael. The lack of comprehensive
works that would demonstrate the specificity of the immigration and absorption of
Jews in this period, as well as the importance of these processes for the formation of
the future State of Israel, led the author to this issue.

Basing on general and historical methods (statistical, comparative, retrospective,
extrapolation etc.), the author came to the following conclusions. Numerical increase
of the Jewish community, especially during the period of the third aliyah, allowed the
successful implementation of the Zionist project — «Jewish National Home». Complex
of problems and contradictions with the Old Yishuv that formed in this period, is now
reflected in the life of modern Israel. Participation of Jews in economic and political—
administrative life of Pal have ch d their cc ity status and traditional
consciousness to national.
