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PRoOSPECTS OF THE TRANSIT OF CASPIAN OIL AND GAS
T0 THE EU PROJECTS

In this article, transit and transportation of Caspian oil and gas are covered.
Mainly it focuses on obstacles, conflicts and current alongside with future projects.
It also notes out the meetings which has changed the course of action.

The article includes speeches, meetings and other sources by scholars, political
figures and analysts which shows on how to draw a path of transporting resources.
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Southern Corridor:
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The market of natural gas export is encountering rapid
expansion, mainly in Europe. In order to supply gas to the
European market, Caspian fields need to be developed in
terms of the application of modern technology [1].

The gas supplied from Caspian passes by several transit
countries. These countries have to come to an agreement
in various issues such as the received gas fee for the local
market, territorial impact, socio—economic development
of the population and consequences of constructing new
pipelines according to global standards.

Several negotiations on the transportation of Caspian
energy resources to the West have been conducted. In the
mid—90s, construction works began immediately after the
collapse of the USSR. The US was actively supporting this
in order to weaken the Russian position in the region.

Projects and its obstacles

To tackle the problem of transportation of energy
resources to the West from the Caspian region with the
support of the United States, numerous energy projects
were carried out: the Baku—Tbilisi—-Ceyhan, Baku—Supsa
oil pipeline, Baku—Tbilisi—Erzurum gas pipeline. Currently,
Azerbaijan is the only country that continues to be the main
and —so far— the corridor country which transport Caspian oil
and gas to the EU [2].

The participation of Iran in these projects to transport
Caspian energy has not been implemented due to the US
policies pursued in relation to Iran and the participation of
US companies in the construction of the pipeline. Owing
to the high tensions over Nagorno Karabakh between
Azerbaijan and Armenia, makes the second to stay apart from
oil and gas transportation projects. Furthermore, Armenia is
unable to play a transit country role because of the absence
of diplomatic relations between Armenia and Turkey. In the
aftermath of the collapse of the USSR, the US and the EU
discussed the possibility of transportation of Azerbaijani oil
through Iran to the parallel line passing through Armenia to
Turkey and the Mediterranean. In addition, transportation of
Kazakh Caspian oil from Kazakhstan—Turkmenistan—Iran
were discussed, but routes have not been executed [3].

The preparation for the implementation commenced in
an environment where the energy potential of the Caspian
region was rising during the 90s. The energy exporters of
these projects were not confirmed and therefore a sufficient
resource base for the cost—effective functioning of the oil
and gas pipeline data was not guaranteed. At the core of the
implementation of these energy projects lay calculations
on the disclosure of new energy reserves of the Caspian
region in the medium and long term by conducting active
investment activities for the development of the fields. Thus,
these energy projects are of particular political importance
for the United States, aimed at the active involvement of
the Caspian countries. The participants of the project in the
European energy market act as independent players and
exercise political control over the states of the region. Hence
the Baku—Supsa oil pipeline was built as an intermediate
export pipeline for the transportation of early Azerbaijani oil
after signing the «Contract of the Century» [4].

According to the vice—president of SOCAR Khoshbakht
Yusifzade, the BTC project will not only ensure the delivery
of Azerbaijani oil to the world markets, but also will become
the main artery of the «Silk Road» [5].
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
