The article canalizes historiographical conceptions and
theories dealing with the origin of nadnipriansky cossacks class.
It was cleared up that there were two ideas of nadnipriansky
cossacks origin: ethnic and social. Scientists share the opinion
that it is Cossacks who defended Ukrainian people from foreign
enemies, made an active resistance to social, national and religious
oppression. The author of the article makes an attempt to analyze
the views and ideas of researchers XIX-XXI centuries about
these events, understand and determine the value of the historical
heritage with a modern point of view. The principles of the manning
of the Cossack army in Ukraine in the XVII century are nalizised
in this article, and the internal organization of the troops, and the
system of maintenance and command are considered in this article.
The author considers cultural, social and economic, political,
technical and legal factors that influenced the local low abolishing
and changes in the cultural life of Chernigov province giving in a
specific legal and cultural status. It is grounded that nadnipriansky
cossacks were formed out of the representatives from different
classes and the autochthon conceptions on nadnipriansky cossacks
origin are the most evident of all. It is reasoned out that vacant
lends in the left-bank Ukraine were the necessary condition for the
development of nadnipriansky cossacks settlement. The History of
social and economic state of Hetmanshchina in conditions of the
considerable influence of Russian impire is on of the key researches
of modern science, which are rather grounded, paying attention to
their influence upon the future of Ukraine. At different times this
problem was under consideration of such historians as: V. Ruban,
D. N. Bantysh-Kamenskyi, M. O. Markevych, V. G. Avseenko,
1. V. Telychenko, V. O. Myakotyn, L. Okynshevych, O. T. Gurzhiy,
L. Melnyk, V. 1. Byelashov. Topicality of this work is defined by
the peculiarities of modern development of Ukraine, theoretical
and practical needs of its modernization. Social and economic
relationships in the society are one of the most powerful factors
that define countrys development. Hetmanshchina was a state body
with firm groups and camps which differed in social and economic
independence. Establishment of the temporary board in hetman's
government led to considerable changes in social and economic
life of the population of Hetmanshchina and in some way had an
influence on the development of self-government, the amount of
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taxes and fulfilled duties, economic and political process. In fact
when a new state body was created and took all government and
hetman's power upon itself, Russian population that led to a deep
economic crisis in the area. It is necessary to point to the scientific
urgency of the subject, as well as to its applied importance. The
investigation of the state power bodies activities in social and
economic life meets the needs of a modern state development which
are aimed at spreading and extending of self-government. The
purpose of this work is to analyze documentary source, to summarize
historical researches to find out the role of the temporary board in
hetman's government for the development of social and economic
relationships in Hetmanshchina.
