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The issue of language in individual’s worldview is always relevant, being particularly poignant

during the transition period of social and political changes that are in process in the country as well as
worldwide. Having become politically charged, language is turning into important means of manipula-
ting public opinion and consciousness.

There is no single approach to defining the notion “linguistic identity” in foreign and Ukrainian

reference literature. Nowadays, researches analyzing linguistic identity in the context of language situa-
tion in Ukraine seem to be much needed.
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The purpose of the present paper is to research attitudes to language situation, language
dominance and origin of the Ukrainian language among the students of higher education institutions in
the Southern region of Ukraine, including the city of Kherson. Additionally, it aims at analyzing their
attitudes to the Ukrainian language in the face of its competition with Russian and detecting the opi-
nions of new generation about the prospects of the Ukrainian language use. The article sets out to define
the level of linguistic consciousness and national identification of student community in Kherson and to
identify the trends of the Ukrainian language spreading as the main means of communication in all areas
of student life.

In order to research language preferences as well as language and national identity of students’
community in Kherson, a questionnaire survey was conducted. Its results reflect demographic and com-
municative power of the Ukrainian and Russian languages. 1200 students majoring in a variety of areas
at higher education institutions participated in the survey.

The article assesses students’ answers to the following questions: “Which ethnic group do you
relate yourself to?”, “What language do you consider to be your mother tongue?”, “Would you like to
improve your skills in Ukrainian?”, “What language is spoken at your education institution?”, “What
language do you usually use to communicate with your friends?”

Data on respondents’ language and national identification demonstrate significantly higher
figures in comparison with ethnic self-awareness. The level of Kherson students’ Russification confirms
the results of sociolinguistic studies according to which language and cultural assimilation leaves behind
the ethnic one.

Different combinations in language identification, which are mainly characteristic of the re-
presentatives of Ukrainian and other non-Ukrainian and non-Russian ethnic groups, demonstrate the
consequences of Russification.

Based on the results of the study on linguistic consciousness of Kherson students, we conclude
that today the Ukrainian language is not the language of entire territorial and ethnic distribution.
However, it is positive that those Kherson students who do not speak Ukrainian identify themselves as
Ukrainians and consider Ukrainian to be their native language.

The status of the Ukrainian language at many education institutions is somewhat formal: it
functions as a language of teaching, but Russian remains a language of communication between tea-
chers and students. Regardless of nationality, the Russian language dominates in informal commu-
nication of Kherson students. The linguistic behavior of respondents is influenced by knowledge, social
environment, as well as language prestige. Among students, language prestige is one of key parameters
in choosing a language of communication.

Current language situation at Kherson universities is quite controversial. On the one hand, the
respondents understand the importance of the Ukrainian language, whereas on the other hand, they use
predominantly Russian speaking. Regardless of nationality, roughly half of respondents define their
language of communication at education institution as Ukrainian-Russian. Language preferences affect
directly the life and citizenship of respondents. When choosing a language to communicate, the degree
of proficiency, national consciousness, the sphere of communication, social situation and language pres-
tige are of primary importance.

The results of the study open perspectives for future research of language identification at
universities in other cities, as well as verbal behavior of other social groups in different regions of
Ukraine.
