Ukraine has placed 14 Russian singers and actors, including the French-born film star Gérard
Depardieu, on a blacklist of performers whose work will be banned from TV, radio and cinemas.
The ministry of culture said that their support for Kremlin-backed separatist fighters in the east of
Ukraine made them “a threat to national security”. The culture ministry said that the blacklist had
been drawn up at the request of Ukraine’s SBU security service.

Depardieu was granted Russian citizenship by President Putin in January 2013 after leaving
France to avoid paying higher taxes.
