In 81 patients with hyperuri-
cemia (58 - chronic gouty arthritis, 11 - with tafi gout, 7 - with
asymptomatic hyperuricemia, 5 - with chronic kidrsigease Ill - V
century) was investigated the level of excretionudt acid.Results
and discussion. Discovered that the excretion of uric acid in patge
with hyperuricemia decreases more often than glokaefiltration rate.
Saved glomerular filtration rate detected in 71%3®atients, saved ex-
cretion of uric acid - in 41 (51%onclusion. The necessity of deter-
mining excretion of uric acid in patients with hypecemia for early
prescription uricosuric actions.
