Ukraine has adopted a law on the
launch of agricultural land turnover,
which preserves opportunities for the
development of farming and peasant
households. True, for this they need sig-
nificant financial resources, since even
$ 1000 / ha for a peasant is significant,
and the permitted S 100,000 (100 ha) is
sky-high for most peasant farms wishing
to purchase land plots to expand their
economy. But there is hope that the
state will help them in this.

However, the state is confidently
continuing the course towards the
concentration  of  agricultural land, including
through the introduction of new payments for small
landowners, the overwhelming majority of whom
cope with their families on their own land, with their
own labor, without any state support. Of course,
the concentration of land ownership has its advantages
(investments, technologies, efficiency, foreign
exchange earnings), however, as the Latin American
experience shows, it can lead to catastrophic
consequences (unemployment, depopulation of rural
areas, environmental degradation, loss of the best na-
tional traditions, etc.).

Taking into account the postponement of the intro-
duction of agricultural land circulation per year, the
editorial board invites our authors to join the discussion
of the possibilities, options, and consequences of this
process. In this issue of the journal, we publish articles
of the famous scientist, doctor of economic sciences,
prof. L.V. Moldavan, which analyzes the problems of
globalization of land use transformation and possible
options for their prevention, as well as a doctor of eco-
nomic sciences, prof. 0.V. Khodakivska and candidate of
economic sciences I.V. Yurchenko on the sale of agricul-
tural land lease rights.

Among other publications, we hope that readers
will be interested in the results of research on the
problems of forming an effective cost structure
(Shyian D.V. et al.), advisory support in relation to bio-
ethanol (lvanko A.V. et al.), agrarian investment po-
tential (T.V. Matsybora), meat market development
(Kopytets N.H., Voloshyn V.M.), export and import of
agricultural machinery (Zakharchuk 0.V.), food supply
(Dukhnytskyi B.V.).

For supporters of scientific discussions, it could be
interested articles on the paradigm of the functional
approach to the agricultural enterprise risks
(Pavlenchyk N.F., Horbonos F.V. et al.), on the assess-
ment of inclusive rural development (Kyryziuk S.V.), as
well as to one of the first attempts to assess the impact
of Covid-19 on the farm development (Mamchur V.A.
and Irkliienko 1.S.).
