Harmony of J. A. Comenius’ ideas and representatives of Ukrainian educational thought of the late
nineteenth - early twentieth century on the content of national education are studied by the analysis of
national researchers’ historical and pedagogical work in the article. Attention is focused on J. A. Comenius’s
educational concept, which is formed by the understanding ideas of national identity, the role of the native
language in learning and education process, ideas, built on the principles of Christian love, tolerance,
awareness of moral and social responsibilities. It has been proved that the problem of outstanding teacher’s
heritage perception by the Ukrainian researchers from different historical periods found its coverage
especially in the context of the study, the formation and development of the Ukrainian educational thought.
It is shown that during the Ukrainian people’s liberation struggle J. A. Comenius’s heritage was seen
through the prism ideas of national education formation, education development by social and civil ideals,
school accordance to the social needs. The second half of XIX - early XX century is regarded as the period of
Ukrainian educational thought crystallization, the formation of the theoretical and methodological
foundations of national education, approaches to determining its content. Many representatives of Dnieper
Ukraine education and culture defended national and universal values, as presented in the disparate
components of the national education content, its educational ideal in the scientific and theoretical articles,
educational papers, art works.

New appointment required the formation of the theory of justification
with new goals, contents and methods of educational work. The main issue of adult education of M.
Haluschynskyy is in educating people. Because each person is aware of his great calling, we can hope that
these people will be united driving force of spreading education and national identity. Among the im-
portant factors in the overall culture of human it has been singled the education culture management, eco-
nomic education, every desire to work for the benefit of the whole nation.

The peculiarities of formation and genesis of G. Grinko educational ideas are characterized in the ar-
ticle. The background and the essence of educational outlook of this outstanding personality at two stages:
before he was appointed as a People’s Commissar and at the period of his holding this position have been
analyzed.

The first period can be characterized as the stage of critical thinking over the theoretical foundations
of new pedagogics in foreign and national education theory and formation on their basis positive attitude to
the labour polytechnic school. The school was aimed firstly at balanced personality development.

At the second stage, according to the urgent tasks of the Ukrainian society development of that time,
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the outlook of Grinko has changed. In the process of searching for the ways of solving educational problems,
People’s Commissar and his party decided to focus on the school that would combine general and vocational
training. Its main principle was monotechnism, and the prior task was to train highly qualified workers. At
the same time they focused on the system of social establishments, determined to protect and bring up
homeless children. The main aim of the social upbringing was to form a man of a new type that would be
connected organically with labour communist society, so the main influential method must have been the
collective upbringing as active and creative process.

Thus, genesis of Grinko’s pedagogical outlook influenced the formation of the main vectors of
independent educational policy in the process of socialist education system foundation.

The analyses of the formational process and the development of the colleges is presented, touching
the period of 60-s years of XIX century according to the analyses of unknown resources. The notion «real
education» is revealed. The discourses concerning the secondary education reforming are disclosed. The
views of the opponents and supporters of the «real education» are researched. The educational subjects have
been analyzed, which were proposed by different projects for the implementation in the classical and real
gymnasiums.

Lately attention of domestic researchers increased to pedagogies of the second half XIX - to begin-
ning of XX centuries. The authors of row of researches ground the modern aspects of problems of studies
and education, development of educational establishments (gymnasia, lyceums, Sunday-schools) and peda-
gogical idea, in Ukraine.

Does it cost to mark, that previously mentioned researches abandon out of eyeshot the problems of
development of the real education and establishments of the real direction (gymnasia, schools) in Ukraine
(what entered in the complement of the Russian empire) in the second half XIX - to beginning of XX century.

The purpose of the article is to analyze and light up a discussion in relation to the question of refor-
mation of education in Ukraine in the first half of 60th of XIX item.

The article deals with the beginning and the development of English language teaching at the his-
torical-philological faculty of Emperor’s St. Vladimir University (1834-1917). First of all the author analyzes
the archival materials and periodicals of the XIXth century to figure out the personalities of the English lan-
guage lecturers, their biographies and background. All the faculty and stuff, their teaching materials and
methodology are presented. Secondly, the requirements for the position of English lecturer are analyzed,
which gives an opportunity to evaluate the criteria that the Ministry of education and the board of scientists
at Emperor’s St. Vladimir University set for applicants. The program requirements for the final exams in
English philology have also been presented. Finally, the birth of Romance and Germanic philology at the
historical-philological faculty at the beginning of the XXth century has been surveyed. That gave an oppor-
tunity to estimate the role of English language among other European languages studied at the university
and the process of getting higher philological education at Kyiv University in the XIXth - the beginning of
the XXth century.

The process of the children’s movement in Ukraine in the first decade of the twentieth century is an-
alyzed in the article. Children’s movement, as a form of self-organization of children’s social activities, the
process of social and educational cooperation equivalent subjects of social action (children and adults) for
the socialization, social education, social and educational support for the child, the protection of the rights
development interests, implementation plans and more. As a new social and educational reality of children’s
movement the domestic background emerged in the first decades of the twentieth century as the first chil-
dren’s associations. The analytical review of the types of children’s movement such as cultural, educational,
socialist, communist, scout is singled out in the first pre-pioneer variety of children’s groups in early twenti-
eth century in Ukraine.

Under the domestic background the initial stage of the child’s movement (the first decade of the
twentieth century) presented a wide range of different target groups of children and semantic direction: cul-
tural and educational children’s movement - student (clandestine student groups, middle-class movement,
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the organization high school students, unions, students of secondary and primary schools, etc.), cooperative,
sports and others; children socialist movement - socialist clubs, child labor army’s democratic organizations
and others; communist movement child’s - children’s communist cell named Spartacus, Spartacus clubs,
«Children’s Communist Party», «Children Proletcult», children’s section, «Young Pioneers Sports Club»,
«Spartak», «Children posivkom», «Children International», «Board of Deputies of children», komsomol or-
ganizations and others; Ukrainian Scouting biggest development which falls on the days of the UPR (1917-
1920) - «Ukrainian Boy Scouts» (Young Communists).

Through objective and subjective factors in society there is a unique social and educational phe-
nomenon, characterized by dynamics, social orientation, the new position of the child and adult - children’s
movement, the process of which took place against the background of socio-economic transformation in the
context of different approaches and conflict of opinion.

An attempt to analyze the implementation process of the new forms of study organization, which
have directly traced didactic tendency by the classical Ukrainian universities in the XIX the beginning of the
XX centuries was made on the bases of archival material, original historical and pedagogical publications.

The author figures out, that classical Ukrainian universities worked out and introduced new organ-
izational learning forms, such as practical classes, colloquiums, special seminars, special courses, rehearsals
and interviews, besides traditional lectures, which were actively used in the pedagogical process and in the
enlightening activity with the extending it's content and didactic requirements. All previously mentioned
forms of the learning process organization prove pedagogical direction.

The special attention has been paid to the important form of the independent, extend learning of the
naturalistic and pertaining to the humanities subjects in the universities of Ukraine, which was under the
control of Russian empire, while forming higher pedagogical education and practical classes.
