The article covers the life and creative career of a well-known in many countries scientist and teacher, Doctor of
Pedagogical Sciences, Professor, Honored worker of Science and Technology of Ukraine, a member of the National
Academy of Pedagogical Sciences of Ukraine, a member of the Academy of Pedagogical and Social Sciences (Moscow,
Russia) - Volodymyr Hryhorovych Kuz. In the article his personality traits and biographical information are provided,
as well as his activity as a rector, the Head of the Department and Research laboratories established by him at Pavlo
Tychyna Uman State Pedagogical University.

It was revealed that Volodymyr Hryhorovych contributed a lot to the integration of education and science, coop-
eration of the higher education institution with scientific institutions. The article discusses the activity of Vasyl
Sukhomlynskyi Scientific School and School of the 21st Century of Pavlo Tychyna Uman State Pedagogical University,
which closely cooperated with scientific institutions from foreign countries: Poland, USA, Germany, Russia, China and
others was revealed. It also emphasizes the achievements of Volodymyr Kuz in the fields of education and science, which
were highly praised at the national and international levels. The author presents the functioning of the academic school
of the academician “Pedagogics of the 21st Century”, that became a scientific cooperation of students, postgraduate
students, scientists of different generations, who were united by scientific views on the challenges of education in
Ukraine, style of the scientific works and the ideas of supervisor and mentor. Attention is drawn to the fact that
Volodymyr Kuz fostered a considerable constellation of creative followers, who transform and multiply the scientific
views of their Master.

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The pages of the magazine “Svitlo” are devoted to the reform of the time education, due to which there should be
a new Ukrainian national school, whose values are the heart of its educational concept. The statement of the problem of
national education and the use of means of folk pedagogy in the educational process of an updated school are of a great
importance. Questions of the educational potential of the Ukrainian folk song were violated by V. Potochnyi and
O. Verhodob. They considered the Ukrainian folk song as a beneficial ground on which the root system of our language,
culture, world outlook was preserved. V. Potochnyi distinguishes music from all other arts and calls it “the language of
feelings”, which “is extremely sincere, because it does not know cunning”. It is the language that transmits the most
unnoticed cancellation of feelings and that everyone who has not lost the ability to feel understands it. The author
emphasizes the indisputable significance of the song for the formation of aesthetic preferences of the individual and
believes that “folk song is the best way to cultivate a healthy aesthetic feeling, understanding of beauty and the ability to
feel and enjoy it”. The fate of the Ukrainian folk song in school is taken up by O. Verhodob in the article “On the wings
of the native song” in the fourth issue of the magazine “Svitlo” (1913).

The article describes the activities of county district council, the civic and individual, which contributed to the
development of primary education in Mariupol and Mariupol counties during the second half of the nineteenth century.
Generalization and systematization of statistical records and research results of native scientists reveal different aspects
of the history of education in the South of Ukraine. The features of construction of primary schools subordinated to the
Ministry of National Education and institutions of ethno-confessional minorities, which, in its turn, are subordinated
to the Ministry of Internal Affair, are shown based on the conducted analysis.

Attention is focused on the fact that Mariupol was an integral part of the multi-ethnic region. According to the
first population census of 1897, the most numerous ethnic groups in the South of Ukraine were: Ukrainians — 56.1 %,
Russians - 21.4 %, Jews - 7.6 %, Germans — 4.4 %, Tatars - 3.4 %, Moldavians - 2.5 %, Greeks - 1.2 %, Bulgarians -
1.1 % and others. The availability of a large number of ethnic-religious groups has led to the emergence of a large num-
ber of public schools for children of different nations and nationalities.

It is proved that the amount of primary education, that was opened by district council in Mariupol county was
significantly higher than the state educational institutions. Their advantages were free training, availability of text-
books and proximity to accommodation of students. Indicated that due to the activity of the Mariupol district council
and private initiative in the second half of the nineteenth century, there were 72 district council schools, in which 7 312
pupils received primary education. Among such educational institutions are Russian, Bulgarian, Greek and Jewish
public schools. Due to the private initiative in Mariupol, elementary schools for women and men were successfully
opened during the years 1853-1889.

The conclusion is drawn regarding the activity of Mariupol district council and local communities in ensuring
the progressive development of national education.

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The article is devoted to the pre-revolutionary period (1906-1917) of Mykhailo Vasyliovytch Klochkov teaching
work at Kharkiv Emperor University in the beginning of the XXth century. Particular attention is paid to the develop-
ment and implementation of the teacher’s lecturer skills.

The main source of the research is taken from the private archives of Mykhailo Klochkov, which is kept at the
Kharkiv Region State Archive, as well as historic pedagogical sources - articles in the periodic issues of that time, re-
sponses and memories of Mykhailo Klochkov contemporaries.

The urgency of the research caused by non-ending debates is for the role of a lecture in the high school studying
process, which last ages and, from the confrontation point of view, of the importance of the life communication and the
possibility to obtain information with the help of digital technologies. Klochkov’s scientific pedagogical practice is dedi-
cated to Kharkiv (until 1920) and Petersburg universities in the pre-revolutionary times. One should take into consid-
eration the formation origins and ways of implementation of Klochkov skills as a lecturer in the pre-revolutionary peri-
od, which are inseparably related to scientific and teaching activity of the professor. Besides, they can be found among
special features of his activity: teaching at the university, public civil activity, taking part in the social life of the state,
response to the urgent issues in time, etc.

The analysis of Klochkov professional work shows that the scientist was demanded as a teacher as well as a lec-
turer, had good reputation among his contemporaries for his scientific works (P. Verkhovskyi, S. Rozhdestvenskyi) and
lecturing abilities (A. Viazyhin, S. Platonov). He had an immense teaching experience, great erudition, and deep
knowledge of the current material on the subject, was able to operate fluently with the scientific data and could explain
well the information to his students or readers.

The article analyzes peculiarities of the formation and development of a network of technical schools and schools
of political education against the background of the formation of the secondary specialized library education system. In
particular, the place and importance of the activity of political education schools and schools in the development of li-
brary education and training of middle-level specialists were studied.

The purpose of the proposed article is to cover, on the background of the formation of secondary special library
education in Ukraine in the 1920s and 1940s, the peculiarities of the creation, formation and importance of technical
schools and schools of political education that trained middle-level library specialists in the development of professional
education and library business, in general. Both general scientific research methods (description, comparison, analogy,
deduction, induction, analysis, etc.) and historical (historical-comparative, historical-typological, chronological, etc.)
are used in the work.

It was revealed that in the 1920’s political schools and library schools were trained, first of all, by political agita-
tors, cult and party workers, according to whom a curriculum was drawn up. The basic canons of library education in
the Soviet era were the principles of: partisanship and communist education; formation of active politically conscious
“fighters” of political education; domination of political literacy at the heart of humanitarian professional education; a
combination of sociopolitical training and library knowledge in the development of applied professional skills and com-
petencies. The ideological component in library education occupied a leading position. In the mid of 1930’s a system of
secondary specialized library education was formed, which consisted of a number of specialized educational institu-
tions — different types of technical schools where librarians were trained, in particular, from a network of separate polit-
ical schools and colleges. These technical schools met the needs of library specialists in a particular area. It is proved that
training of specialists in the studied technical schools became the basis of the librarians personnel resource with the
middle level of qualification for book collections of different types (mainly for mass, in particular — rural libraries). The
network of political and vocational colleges and schools was one of the links for the training of library specialists of sec-
ondary qualification, which trained qualified librarians for state mass, scientific and trade union book collections.

The generalizations and conclusions of the article can serve as a base material for further studies on the history of
secondary specialized libraries, and can be used in lectures in library colleges on a special course in the history of library
education in Ukraine.

The publication highlights how ideological and political factors have influenced the development of education in
the north-western provinces of the Russian Empire in the 19th century. Much attention is paid to the analysis of legis-
lative documents that regulate the activity of educational institutions. Their influence on the development of private
and public education units is determined. It was found that more stringent requirements were imposed on private insti-
tutions, which was driven by the state’s desire to control their activities. Government policy is aimed at expanding pub-
lic institutions and limiting the number of private institutions, including women’s. They could only be opened with the
permission of the Minister of Education. From the perspective of the state, this approach was designed not to be nega-
tively applied to the younger generations.

Particular attention is paid to the issue of teaching the Polish language in institutions of various types and the
participation of people of Polish origin in the opening of private educational institutions.

The work is noteworthy because it is written by a participant of contemporary events. He describes the real state
of affairs in the educational field through the prism of his own perception. Relying on his own observations and analysis
of the legislative documents, the author not only made a brief historical description of the formation of the education
system in the north-western part of the Russian Empire, but also outlined the government’s task of influencing political
events in the proliferation of educational institutions.

The author also reveals the mutual influence of education and political events, the formation of youth conscious-
ness, and pursues the state policy of implanting Russian culture in the region.

The publication provides a more holistic view of the processes that took place in the education system at that time
and what impact they had on private school education.

In recent decades the number of children left without parental care for various reasons has increased in Ukraine.
Forms of family care for such children are becoming increasingly important: family-type orphanages; foster, patronage
and guardian families. However, the activity of residential care establishments does not lose its relevance.

The system of state custody of orphaned children and children left without parental care (orphanages) has been
functioning in Ukraine for about 10 years.

It was created in Soviet times being focused on collective forms of child upbringing.

Today we also need to solve the issue of moral qualities upbringing in pupils of boarding schools. In order to de-
velop new ways of solving this problem, it is important to refer to the history of domestic practice.

It must be emphasized that boarding schools have always played an important role in the development of peda-
gogical theory and practice. At the present stage, improvement of the boarding schools is possible only if the historical
experience is studied.
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In this context, from the point of view of the history of pedagogy, the article of Shtatska M. (tutor of Lviv
Boarding School Ne 3), published in 1962, should be taken into consideration.

In the article the author talks about working on the upbringing of moral qualities, such as honesty and truthful-
ness, in children. The teacher notes that one of the preconditions for success in this case is the purposefulness and sys-
tematic nature of educational work with children.

In the publication we submit an article of Shtatska M. G. in pursuance of that time, with the maintenance of all
lexical, phraseological and characteristic morphological features. In our opinion, the found publication will attract the
attention of researchers in the fields of history of pedagogy and social work, and all those who are concerned about the
problems of children upbringing in general and children-upbringers of boarding schools in particular.
