Metis’ Place in the Polyethnic Society of Canadian
Federation

In the following article the role and place of Métis as a
part of Indigenous people in Canadian polyethnic society
is analyzed. The last statistics’ data according the 2006 poll
are examined. Metis’ evolution in comparison with 1996
and 2001 polls is analyzed. Also normatively legal acts,
which have influenced dramatically at the existence of
this group of Indigenous people, are examined. It is sum-
marized that although Métis have had numerous violence
against themselves during the history flow now they take
appropriate place in the polyethnic society of Canada.
