The origins of the genre of the English Masque

Abstract. This paper analyzes the works of leading British scholars so as to identify the origins of the formation of the
English Masques genre, the influence of European cultures on the Masques genre. The peculiar features of the early proto-
types of the Masques, as well as the early Tudor Masques, including the Masques of the times of Henry VIII and Elizabeth 1
are studied.

Several publications by leading English scholars on this subject were considered, as well as archival data and his-
torical sources. Using logical, historical, problem-chronological, and historical-retrospective methods, the study enabled the
author to conclude that the Masque is a musical-theatrical performance, a stylistic hybrid, which in acting, dancing, choral
singing, musical interlude, poetry, masquerade costumes, and stage design are closely intertwined and interact with each
other. The origins of the English Masques reach ancient folk traditions and customs of England, the traditions of Christmas
pantomimes and seasonal festivals, the development and formation of the Masques was influenced by Italian and French
cultures. However, the English Masques have had specific genre features inherent in the exclusively English version of the
musical-theatrical performance.

The masques became a key entertainment at the Tudor court, in which courtsmen played an important roles.

The results of this study can be used in college lecture courses on history of European cultures, theory and history of
culture.
