THE CHORAL SOCIETY “BEREZHANSKIY BOYAN”: THE LOCAL-HISTORY ASPECT

The article analyzes the activity of “Berezhanskiy Boyan” during the 90s years of the 19th century and
the 30s years of the 20th century. One of the important directions of the cultural and artistic activity amid
Ukrainians of the region was the foundation of the choral societies “Boyan”. The activity of such choral
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associations in small regional towns such as Berezhany combined the efforts of nationally conscious of artistic
intellectuals as well as clergy and was relied on the tradition of rural choirs at reading rooms “Prosvita” which
existed by churches.

The researches of O.Boychuk, PMedvedyk, H. Misko, O Smolyak and others are dedicated to the regional
aspect of choral performance in particular of the Ternopil region at the end of the 19th century and the first
third of the 20th century.

“Berezhanskiy Boyan” as the first foundation of societies “Boyan” in Ternopil region was initiated in 1892
and structured in 1893 by the initiative of O. Nyzhankivskiy on the example and regulations of “Lvivskiy Boyan”.

“Boyan” within a short time achieved a significant progress in choral performances. The concerts of the
choir gradually grew into real festivals of Ukrainian song. Subsequently, in 1894 O. Nyzhankivskiy became an
honorific member of “Berezhanskiy Boyan”.

The first appearance of the choral society was on the 5th of Janary, in 1893 and was dedicated to the
50th anniversary of the memory of M. Shashkevych. The second concert of the chorus took place on March the
Ist, in 1894. During the first two decades “Berezhanskiy Boyan” experienced the period of incipience and
evolution. The launching of the tradition of annual concerts dedicated to the memorable figures and dates in
the history of Ukraine it became the combining cultural core and played an important role in the development
of musical culture of the whole region.

The First World War stopped the activity of “Boyan”. It was renewed only in 1922. During the 1920s —
1930s the society continued the custom of preparation and realization of concert programs for honouring the
prominent figures of Ukrainian national culture as well as the national holidays, and also advanced the tradition
of cooperation with other Ukrainian associations.

During the 90s years of the 19th century and the 30s years of the 20th century among the conductors of
the society were the composer, public figure and priest O. Nyzhankivskiy, a conductor and teacher
M. Stephanovych, a teacher L.Remeza, a teacher V. Lukiyanovych, a priest V. Lozinskiy, a composer D. Sichynskiy,
a priest M. Blavatskiy, a professor R. Shypaylo, a priest F. Pobigushka, a professor P. Hoshovskiy and professor

Y. Lavrivskiy.

Such world known singers as S. Krushelnytska, M. Mentsynskiy, and O. Myshuha, a composer and pianist
V. Barvinskiy, a composer E. Kupchynskiy, a violinist I. Baranovskiy, Y. Lavrivskiy and other prominent musicians
