1) couples have an alternate warehouse;

2) tasks are selected creative;

3) there is a strong motivation for learning;

4) the basis of learning was dialogue and discussion;

5) teens controlled themselves;

6) teenagers learned to think critically;

7) teenagers learned to analyze the essence of the phenomena.

From the point of view of modern times, the Rivin method is a collective form of learning
organization. In this method, the activity of the students dominates the activity of the teacher.

This method showed the effectiveness of Rivin's principle: "What do you know, apply in
practice and inform, say, explain to another".

The main thing is that the method encourages students to go to study, and then - to self-
education.

We note that traditional education is too conservative in the context of the development of a
post-industrial society.

However, in the era of post-industrial society, the "living" communication of participants in
the educational process is replaced by communication in the information educational environment,
which is formed on the basis of information and communication technologies. This is a negative
trend.

Overcoming this negative trend is possible on the basis of the humanization of education, as
well as the use of the Rivin's method as a way of "development of talents and geniuses."

It is shown that the study, modernization and implementation of the Rivin method in practice
in modern conditions can lead to positive changes in the results of educational activities of
institutions of secondary and higher education.

Cultural variations in giftedness
The article considers the socio-cultural aspect while identifying giftedness. The identification
process can take place under the influence of the Western culture when applying the western
cultural models and tests. The study of the above question suggests that it is impossible to provide a
single definition of giftedness, given that the concepts of giftedness differ among within a culture.
Therefore, the cultural approach to the discovery of giftedness is obligatory and is based on taking
into account cultural differences. The studies of the Australian scholars, in particular the study of
Australian Aboriginal giftedness, also emphasizes on the importance of the socio-cultural context of
giftedness. Recent findings of the Australian scientists are devoted to the problem of social and
educational support of gifted Aboriginas from the mainland of Australia and Torres Strait
Islanders. Their social and emotional giftedness is largely determined by the verbal-linguistic
intelligence, which indicates the important role of communication in this type of giftedness. The
artistic talent of Australian aborigines is determined predominantly by artistic and visual-spatial
intelligence. The process of adapting to other cultural values should also be taken into account
when identifying giftedness, since the giftedness the Australian aboriginals is seen as an ability to
succeed in the conflict of the dominant culture and aboriginal culture.
