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INNOVATOR OF REFORMATION STUDIES: SUBJECT MATTER
AND STYLE IN THE WORKS OF YU. GOLUBKIN

The article outlines the range of problems in the history of the
Reformation explored in the oeuvre of the outstanding medievalist Yuri
Golubkin. Golubkin authored more than 90 academic and popular works
on medieval and early modern history. He was particularly interested in
the writings of Martin Luther and in Luther s participation in the events of
the Reformation. The study employs the historical-typological, historical-
genetic, and historical-comparative methods and is based on the principles
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of historicism and objectivity. Its originality lies in identifying the main
avenues of the study of the Reformation in the work of Yu. Golubkin and
in defining the principal phases of his evolution as a scholar. The authors
argue that the first phase (1970s—1980s) was marked by a focus on the
socio-political views of Martin Luther and his participation in the early
bourgeois revolution in Germany, while in the second phase (1990s—2000s)
Golubkin was primarily interested in the formation of Luthers religious
beliefs and his participation in the creation of the Evangelical Church.
The scholar'’s articles and translations are notable for their distinctive
style, characterized by expressiveness and wide use of metaphor, epithet,
and idiom. The authors further suggest that translation of Luther s main
works was central to Golubkin s research trajectory. The need to engage
with Golubkin's innovative approach to Martin Luther's life and work
determines the prospects for further exploration of the historian’s oeuvre
as a significant contribution to Reformation studies.

The year 2021 marks the 80th anniversary of Yuri Golubkin (05.04.1941—
14.09.2010) — Professor of V. N. Karazin Kharkiv National University and an
outstanding student of the life and work of Martin Luther.*

Throughout his academic life, the main focus of Golubkin’s work was the German
Reformation. From his first years at Kharkiv University’s Faculty of History and
until his untimely death, Golubkin devoted himself to various issues relating to the
emergence, evolution, and outcomes of the Reformation movement. His approach to
this subject was shaped by the deep interest in the personality of Martin Luther as the
leader of the German Reformation. The purpose of this essay is to outline the range of
problems explored in Yuri Golubkin’s work on the Reformation in Germany and to
identify the key features of his academic writing style.

The principal methods of our investigation are historical-typological,
historical-genetic, and historical-comparative. The importance of the

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historical-typological method stems from the need to analyze Yu. Golubkin’s
fundamental attitude towards the subject matter of his works. The historical-
genetic method is used to explore the formation and evolution of the scholar’s
views. The historical-comparative method makes it possible to compare
Golubkin’s arguments with ideas of other researchers and determine their
originality. The biographical and chronological methods are employed to
outline the principal phases of Golubkin’s formation as a medievalist and
specialist in Reformation studies. The scholar’s work can be divided into two
periods: during the Soviet era (until 1991) and during the era of Ukrainian
independence (1991-2010). First attempts to define Golubkin’s scholarly
achievement were made soon after his death (Domanovskyi 2011; Diatlov
2011; Sorochan & Domanovskyi 2015; Karikov 2019). In writing this
essay, we drew on biographical studies of the life and work of prominent
academics as models of using methods of classification and systematization
of historical sources and bibliographic material. These methods open the way
for a comprehensive view of Yuri Golubkin’s life and research trajectory, key
facets of his scholarly work, and potential for further research.

Yu. Golubkin’s interest in the Reformation was evident from the very
beginning of his academic career. During the early 1970s, he began working
on a Candidate dissertation on “Socio-Political Views and Position of Martin
Luther during the Second Period of the Early Bourgeois Revolution in
Germany (1521-1524)” and published his first articles on various aspects
of the Reformation. He considered questions of the historiography of the
Reformation movement (Golubkin 1971; Golubkin 1973a) and historical
events of the first half of the 1520s, when the German Reformation reached
its peak (Golubkin 1973b; Golubkin 1974). Even in these early works,
Golubkin put forward a number of arguments that were new word in the
Soviet historiography of the Reformation. In particular, the scholar defined
the essence of Luther’s position during the Wittenberg movement of 1521—
1522 as clarification and justification of his ideological views. At the same
time, opposing the prominent student of the Reformation M. Smirin, Golubkin
challenged the thesis, widespread among USSR and GDR scholars at the time,
about the “apostasy” of the reformer and his switching sides to the princes’
Reformation during the period of Wittenberg movement (Golubkin 1974, 82).

After successfully defending his thesis in 1974, Golubkin continued his
study of the Reformation, gradually expanding the range of research topics.
Thus, in the articles of the second half of the 1970s and 1980s he took up a

number of controversial issues in the history of the Reformation movement:
the role of the “Zwickau prophets” in the Wittenberg movement of 1521—
1522 (Golubkin 1975), Luther’s activities during his stay in Wartburg
(Golubkin 1976), and Luther’s attitude towards the teachings and activities of
Thomas Miintzer (Golubkin 1978). Golubkin’s take on these problems showed
that the researcher remained independent in his assessment of the Reformation
and was able to think beyond established dogmas. Thus, he criticized Soviet
historiography‘s standard view of the “Zwickau prophets” as the initiators of
the Wittenberg movement and ideologists of the “people’s Reformation.” The
scholar reasonably pointed out the lack of evidence for this view in sources from
1521-1522 and suggested that such interpretations of the role of the “Zwickau
prophets” were born among the reformers a few years later, under a hail of
reproaches from ideologists of the feudal Catholic camp (Golubkin 1975, 98).

Among Golubkin’s works of this period, we should note his article on the
“Evolution of Martin Luther’s Concept of Secular Power and Its Role in the
Reformation (1517—-1525),” published in the Yearbook of German History
(Moscow). In this piece, the scholar analyzed in detail Luther’s ideas about
secular power, religious organization, and the relationship between these
spheres, trying to find a solution to the problem of the reformer’s alliance with
territorial princely power. He argued that Luther’s assertion of the decisive
role of princes in the implementation of the Reformation was due to the
failure of attempts to advance change through peaceful reform and Luther’s
subsequent move away from the radical trends that gained prominence with
the beginning of the Great Peasants’ War of 1524-1525 (Golubkin 1979).
This conclusion was made on the basis of Golubkin’s thorough study of
Luther’s works, in particular Secular Authority: To What Extent Should It Be
Obeyed. As noted by V. Diatlov, Golubkin prepared a translation of this work
(as well as another text by Luther, “An Open Admonition to All Christians to
Refrain from Turmoil and Rebellion™) as early as 1976 (Diatlov 2011, 154).
The scholar took up the work of translation striving for a comprehensive
view of the essence of the Reformation, which could be reached through a
thorough study of the creative legacy of its leaders.

In addition to source criticism and analysis, in his works of the second
half of the 1970s and 1980s Golubkin continued his engagement with the
historiography of the Reformation movement, expanding the range of issues
considered. Thus, he turned to such problems as the evolution of Friedrich
Engels’ views on the Reformation and the Peasants’ War (Golubkin & Baev,
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1981), the coverage of Martin Luther’s activities in GDR historiography
(Golubkin 1983), and the work of the Kharkiv University professor
M. N. Petrov in the history of the Reformation in Germany (Golubkin &
Mogilka, 1988).

Golubkin’s historiographical overviews were free of either complimentary
or hypercritical assessments and based on a comprehensive study of the
works in question, taking into account the evolution of their authors’ views
over time. This approach allowed the scholar to draw reasoned and balanced
conclusions regarding both the existing achievements in Reformation studies
and prospects for further research.

At the same time, in articles published during this period Golubkin
broadened his investigation of the events of the first half of the 1520s. In
particular, he collaborated with V. Diatlov on a work devoted to clarifying the
socio-political views of Andreas Karlstadt and his place in the Reformation
movement (Golubkin & Diatlov 1986). The article’s characterization of the
complex and contradictory activities of Karlstadt — a relatively little studied
figure languishing in Luther’s shadow — testifies to Golubkin’s eagerness to
engage with the Reformation in all its diversity. His students and followers
continued this tradition.

During the 1990s and 2000s, Golubkin continued his research work
on the Reformation. Students of his scholarly legacy note that his writings
of this period show the historian at the peak of his intellectual powers
(Domanovskyi 2011, 144). This characterization is amply confirmed by a
collection of Luther’s works of the period from 1520 to 1526, The Time of
Silence Has Passed, which was prepared by Golubkin in 1992. It included a
detailed historical and biographical sketch “For the Love of Truth,” exploring
the life and work of the reformer from 1483 to 1525 (Golubkin 1992). Using
fragments of his earlier articles in this sketch, the historian also deepened
his analysis of many controversial issues: the reasons for the young Luther’s
departure for the monastery in 1505, the ideological significance of Luther’s
works of 1520, the reformer’s attitude towards the noble uprising and events
of the Peasants’ War. Defining the distinctive features of the Reformation
as a historical phenomenon qualitatively different from both medieval
heresies and church reform was also an undeniable achievement of the author
(Golubkin 1992, 258-259). In our view, it would not be an exaggeration to
call the essay “For the Love of Truth” the best study of Martin Luther’s life
and work in the national historiography.
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It should be noted that around the turn of the 21st century Golubkin also
devoted a lot of his time and energy to translating Martin Luther’s most
important works. Golubkin’s translations manifest a deep knowledge of the
subtleties of the Lutheran doctrine and scrupulous attention to word choice,
since even the smallest nuances of meaning are important in theological texts
(Sorochan & Domanovskyi 2015, 43). The collection Live and Proclaim the
Works of the Lord (2001) is a good example of these qualities. It includes
translations of several of the reformer’s important writings: the “Small
Catechism,” “Large Catechism,” and “Schmalkald Articles,” which number
among the confessional books of the Evangelical Lutheran Church. As an
afterword, the collection features a detailed essay by Golubkin, combining an
analysis of the contents and meaning of Luther’s works with detailed description
of the historical conditions in which they were created (Golubkin 2001b).

At the same time, Golubkin continued his research into Martin Luther’s
life and social activities. His articles published during the 1990s and 2000s
tackle a number of relatively little studied episodes of the reformer’s
biography. For example, Golubkin considers such problems as the causes and
essence of the young Luther’s intense spiritual quest (Golubkin 2008), the
reformer’s ideological position after the end of the Peasants’ War (Golubkin
2000b), and his part in the development of the territorial structure of the
Evangelical Church (Golubkin 2001a; Golubkin 2002; Golubkin 2004).

In his article “Martin Luther in Soviet and Post-Soviet Historiography,”
Golubkin made a significant contribution to the study of generations worth of
scholarly writings on the Reformation. Agreeing with the characterization of
the literature dedicated to the reformer as “boundless and immense” (Golubkin
2000a, 71), he turned to the problem of the coverage of Martin Luther’s
life and work in Russian historiography of the modern era. The researcher
employed the historical-comparative method in analyzing the body of Soviet
and post-Soviet writings on the subject side by side with works of the 19th
to early 20th centuries (both authored by historians of the Russian Empire
and translated), as well as studies by foreign authors. Golubkin considered
both academic and popular works dealing with Luther’s life and activities.
He concluded that there was a pressing need for a “solid and truly scholarly
biography of the great reformer” (Golubkin 2000a, 82).

Further, during the 1990s and 2000s Golubkin continued his critical
engagement with sources for the history of the Reformation. During this
period he explored, in particular, such works by Luther as “To the Advisers
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of All Cities in the German Land. That They Should Establish and Maintain
Christian Schools” (Golubkin 1991), “Table Talk” (Golubkin 2007), and
spiritual songs (Golubkin 2010a). Golubkin did not limit himself to purely
textological analysis. He examined in depth both the general historical setting
in which these works were written and the personality of their author. The
researcher emphasized that Luther appeared to the reader in his writings (in
particular the “Table Talk™) “not in the pompous attire of an infallible prophet
of God,” but in his “everyday clothes,” so to speak — as a person “who is
characterized by delusions, temptations, and failings” (Golubkin 2007, 109].
These words are a mirror reflecting Yuri Golubkin’s own attitude towards
life — that of an acutely sincere person indifferent to high praise, alien to
any falsehood, and intolerant of hypocrisy. This attitude is also expressed in
his academic works, which combine a keen interest in their subjects with an
utmost scholarly objectivity. The title of his essay “For the Love of Truth”
also defines Golubkin’s own motivation for research work.

It is important to note that Golubkin’s unswerving adherence to the search
for truth, marking the contents of his scholarly works, was inseparable from
his striving for the highest perfection in their form. Distinctive features of
his vivid individual manner of writing were already evident in his earliest
academic publications from the mid-1970s. Thus, his essay on “Luther and the
Wittenberg Movement in 1521-1522” (Golubkin 1974) features journalistic
elements characteristic of the era’s mass media. They are represented by
idioms such as xunyTH BukiHK (to defy, literally “to throw a challenge”),
00’emHary mig cBoiMm mpanopoM (bring together under one flag), or sdmyxo
po3opary (an apple of discord); by metaphorical expressions — MOHOJITHHIA
¢pont (monolithic front), Ha cBiTanky xwutTs (at the dawn of life), and the like;
and by figurative definitions, such as 6ynTapcekuii craH (the rebellious class). We
also find extended metaphors that help the author express key ideas accurately
and clearly: «Bucoki cTiHM 3aMKy Biaropomwmu pedopmaropa BiI CBITY.
JlMpureHT HaliOHAIBFHOTO aHTUPUMCHKOTO pyXy IpotsiroM 300 THIB 3MyIIeHHH
OyB BroBoONBHATHCS poiunto msinada» (“the castle’s high walls separated the
reformer from the world. For 300 days, the conductor of the national anti-Roman
movement was forced to be content with the role of spectator”).

In the article “Luther in Wartburg,” Golubkin also uses figurative
and evaluative vocabulary. Assessing Luther as a fighter against the
Catholic Church, the author highlights his courage (MmyxHicTs), resilience
(crifikicts), and passionate nature (manka Hatypa), and stresses that the
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reformer’s authority among the broadest reaches of German society rose to
unprecedented heights («My»xHs noBeainka Jlrotrepa y Bopmci 1 #ioro mi3Hini
BUCTYIH IIPOTH KAaTOIUIBKOT LIEPKBH I THAIN HOTO aBTOPUTET Y HAHIIMPIIHX
BEepCTBaX HIMEUBKOTO CYyCIiIbCcTBA Ha HeOyBamy BucoTy»). The historian
writes that ““...in his reports about Luther, the papal nuncio laid the colors
on too thickly. But he was not very far from the truth, because other sources
also speak of Luther’s immense popularity” («...y CBOIX MOBiJIOMIEHHSX
npo Jlotepa mancebkuii HyHLIH 3rymaB OapBu. Alie x BiH OyB He ayxe
JAJIEKUM Bijl icTUHHU, 60 MPO BeNWYe3Hy MOMYISIpHICTh JIfoTepa roBOpsThH i
iam mrepena») (Golubkin 1976). These examples demonstrate how often
Golubkin used idiomatic and figurative expressions.

In the 1970s and 1980s, there was no consensus among linguists about
the style of the scholarly text. Some insisted that the language of science
and scholarship should be devoid of any emotional or evaluative elements,
that it must have a clear structure and logic of presentation and eschew literary
techniques of expressiveness. At the same time, the concept of “innovative” text
came on scene, allowing for deviations from linguistic standards. Authors were
granted latitude to use figurative language, in particular metaphors, expressive
phrases, and elements of dialogue (Ivasenko 2015). Such stylistic creativity
marks Golubkin’s work from the very beginning of his academic career.

At the turn of the millennium and in subsequent years, the scholar
continued to adhere to the same individual manner: historical facts were
presented objectively, in a strict logical sequence, and with clear reasoning
in the conclusions, and the author’s assessment of people and events was
visibly present. In the article “Martin Luther and His Essay ‘To the Advisers
of All Cities in the German Land. That They Should Establish and Maintain
Christian Schools,”” Golubkin evaluates Luther’s role in the Reformation
with journalistic zest, characterizing him as “the originator of the
Reformation, founder of Protestantism, titan of the Renaissance,” who “left
behind a truly boundless creative legacy” («Pononayansank Pedopmannm,
OCHOBOIIOJIOKHHUK MPOTECTAHTH3MA, THTAH 3M0XH BospoxaeHus MapTiH
Jlrorep ocrtaBuin mocie ceds TMOUCTHHE HEo003pHUMOe TBOpYECKOE
Hacieaue»). Assessing Martin Luther’s political writings, Golubkin states
that they “...were a passionate response of a militant polemicist to one of
the most pressing problems of the day” (mpexacraBmsano co0Ooi cTpacTHBIH
OTKJTMK BOMHCTBYFOLIETO MyOIUIINCTA HA OTHY M3 aKTyalbHEHIIHNX MpobieM
coBpeMeHHOH emy aeiicrButenbHocTH) (Golubkin 1991, 192). The historian
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notes that the school reform undertaken by the humanists in the early years
of the Reformation represented a revolutionary upheaval in the sphere of
ideology, and that it was the result of Luther’s break with papal Rome and the
Catholic Church («IIpeampuasaTas rymMaHucTaMu pedopMa IIKOIEI TOTyqrIa
HOBBIE UMITYJIECHI B TiepBble robl Pedopmartin. Paspei JlroTepa ¢ marnckum
PuMOM M KaTONMYECKOH LEPKOBBIO O3HAMEHOBANI HA4yalO PEBOIIOLMOHHOIO
niepeBopota B chepe uneonoruny). The author continues, reinforcing the intensity
of the assertion through the use of high literary vocabulary: “The overthrow of
the dilapidated foundations of Catholicism led to a catastrophic decline of schools
and universities” («HucmpoBepxeHre OOBETIIABIINX YCTOEB KATOJHII3Ma
TIOBJIEKIIO 32 COOOM KaTacTpO(IIECKHI YITaI0K KON M YHIUBEPCUTETOBY). In the
article’s conclusion, Golubkin gives a direct assessment of Luther’s appeal “To
the Advisers of All Cities in the German Land...”: “... it should be admitted that
this sincere, deeply human work, excelling from the literary point of view, can be
placed among the best works of humanists....” («OuenuBast odparerue Jlrorepa
«K coBeTHHKaM BCex TOPOIOB 3eMIIH HEMEIKOL...», CIIeYeT MPU3HATH, YTO 3TO
HCKpEHHEe, DTyOOKO YeI0BEYHOE, MPEBOCXOMHOE B JIMTEPATYPHOM OTHOIICHUN
MPOU3BEICHHE MOKET OBITh MOCTABJICHO B OJIMH PsII C JTyYIIHMH [IPOU3BSICHHAMH
TyMaHHUCTOB....») (Golubkin 1991, 193). The scholar characterizes his protagonist’s
writings using a number of epithets that clearly demonstrate his attitude towards the
personality of Martin Luther as an outstanding reformer.

Golubkin’s oeuvre also includes works in which elements of fictional style
are clearly visible: “Snow-covered roads, night, a lone horseman making his way
stubbornly and fearlessly through the blizzard towards some sublime goal, known
only to himself....” («3acHexeHHbIC TOPOTH, HOYb, OJMHOKHI BCAJTHUK, KOTOPBIN
YIOPHO U HEYCTPAIITMMO MPOOUBACTCSI CKBO3b IyPry K KaKOW-TO BO3BBIIICHHOM,
BEIIOMOI JIUIIIb €My OfHOMY 1ieit»). The author then polemicizes with traditional
apologetic German Protestant historiography and raises a number of specific
questions: “But where did Luther get the horse, if in Wartburg even his clothes
were other people’s castoffs? Where did he find the money to pay for food and to
treat random strangers he met at inns? How could the commandant of the castle,
the dutiful and loyal minion Hans von Berlepsch, let him leave Wartburg without
a special dispensation from his master, the Elector of Saxony? And where did this
‘free as a king” horseman intend to live in Wittenberg?” (Golubkin 2010b, 78)

The scholar goes on in the manner of imaginative literature: “Dark storm clouds
began converging onthe Elector of Saxony. A fter the ‘assaultonicons’in Wittenberg,
which took place in early February, they thickened to such an extent that they
could incinerate him with bolts of lightning at any moment” (Golubkin 2010b,
79) («TemHbIC TyuH MOILIBLIMA B CTOPOHY KypdropiiectBa CakcoHckoro. [locie
BUTTEHOEPICKOTO «IITypMa UKOH», KOTOPBIH IIPOU30LIIEN B Havasie (eBpasis, OHHU
CT'YCTHJINCH JI0 TAKOH CTENIEHH, YTO MOIJIN BJIFOOOH . MHT UCIICTIEUTh €I0 CTPEJIaMU
mMomami). This passage, which comes from the article “The Return of Martin
Luther from Wartburg to Wittenberg,” illustrates Golubkin’s literary ability. His
language is rich in epithets, metaphors, comparisons, and idiomatic expressions.
The historian’s lively, figurative narrative includes his brilliant translations of
German sources on the Reformation and works of German scholars. Even in the
article’s conclusions, Golubkin uses the figurative mode: ““...the materials we have
examined confirm the truth of the saying: ‘Not everyone boasting of being a chef
really is one.” The true ‘chef” that organized the return of Luther from Wartburg
to Wittenberg was Frederick the Wise — a man of few words who kept to the
shadows. Luther, in the diplomatic kitchen of the Elector of Saxony, was mostly
given the role of a ladle, to be used to skim off the froth that had accumulated as
a result of the Wittenberg movement of 1521-1522” («...paccMOTpEeHHBII HAMI
Matepual MOATBEPIKIacT HCTHH HOCTB IOroBopkH: «He Bce Te moBapa, KTo BO

It is safe to say that Golubkin’s academic writing style was characterized by
“intellectual expressiveness,” which in modern scientific and scholarly literature
is realized through the use of such instruments as metaphors, comparisons,
repetitions, expressive clarifications, inserted remarks, special emphasis on
specific points of sentences and phrases, the use of multiple synonyms for the
purpose of expressiveness, and the like. Colloquial forms or even elements of
direct speech in imitation of dialogue, as well as interrogative and exclamatory
sentences, can also be employed (Ivasenko 2015).
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Golubkin’s considerable talents as a translator are also worth noting. Here
is a passage from the article “The Return of Martin Luther from Wartburg to
Wittenberg”: “Now let us figure out what kind of cross the letter in question
refers to. The clarification is found in Gerhard Bréndler’s book. But the
translator completely distorts its meaning, translating the word Nagel as
‘claws.” The outcome is ‘a sacred object of a special kind with claws, spears,
and whips.” However, another meaning of the word Négel is ‘nails.” And
Luther’s letter speaks of not just some kind of cross that for some reason
bristles with claws, but the one on which Christ was crucified. It was not
claws, but nails that dug into His hands, and before the crucifixion He was
scourged, and after that one of the soldiers pierced His ribs with a spear.
Luther’s letter is deeply symbolic, and the cross that figures in it is a symbol
of the suffering inflicted on the Elector by the Wittenberg movement, which,
as we have noted before, is not brought up directly. The passage the meaning
of which the translator cannot grasp says that a Christian, including an
elector, must humbly endure the trials and sufferings that befall him, as well
as the betrayal of his fellow men” («Temeps pa3depeMcsi, 0 KakoM ke KpecTe
TOBOPHUTCSI B PacCMaTpHBACMOM MHCbME.

Accuracy of translation, attention to detail, and scholarly intuition were the
features that distinguished Golubkin as a brilliant translator of Reformation-
era German sources and studies of the Reformation movement.

Thus, Yuri Golubkin’s scholarly output on the Reformation covers
several main areas: the investigation of Martin Luther’s life, activities, and
creative legacy; consideration of events of the Reformation movement during
the 1520s—1530s; study of sources for the history of the Reformation; and
analysis of Reformation historiography. The significance of the historian’s
contribution to these issues was determined by his highest general culture,
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brilliant scholarly erudition, deep engagement with historical sources, and lack
of deference towards established historiographical views regarding historical
figures and events. Together, these factors ensured the independence and
soundness of Golubkin’s arguments and clarity of their formulation. Because
of this, his works remain of great theoretical and practical importance for new
generations of scholars who turn to the study of the Reformation in Germany.
At the same time, it is to be hoped that Golubkin’s legacy will be the object of
further historiographical analysis, paving the way towards a comprehensive
evaluation of the significance of his contribution to the study of certain key
problems of medieval and early modern history.

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FOREIGN POLICY ORIENTATION OF THE BITHYNIAN KING
ZIAELAS IN LIGHT OF NEW INSCRIPTIONS FROM KOS

The appearance of this article was prompted by the discovery of a
new block of inscriptions from the island of Kos, published in the 50th
volume of the journal Chiron by D. Bosnakis and K. Hallof. Among these
inscriptions, dating to 243 BC, of particular interest are two royal letters
concerning the recognition of the right of asylum possessed by the temple
of Asclepius in Kos. The first letter belongs to the king of Bithynia Ziaelas,
and the second — to the Seleucid queen Laodice I, the mother of Seleucus
Il and Antiochus Hierax. Analysis of the contents of these documents
compels us to rethink the commonly held assumptions about the foreign
policy orientation of King Ziaelas from the second half of the 240s BC.
Based on the already known earlier letter of Ziaelas to the citizens of Kos
(IGXII, 4, 1, 209), together with the evidence of the Chronicle of Eusebius
of Caesarea (Euseb. Chron. Schoene, I, 251), many researchers believe
in the existence of a long-term alliance between this Bithynian king and
Ptolemy III Everget, formed at the beginning of the second half of the
240s BC and lasting at least until the mid-230s BC. Instead, given the
observations made on the basis of the new royal letters by D. Bosnakis,
K. Hallof, and the author of this article, we can speak of only a very short-
lived political partnership between Ziaelas and Ptolemy IlI. Afterwards,
Ziaelas quickly returned to the Seleucid political orbit. This conclusion
follows from the absence of references to Ptolemy Il in the new letter of
the Bithynian king, combined with indications of contacts between the
latter and Laodice I, openly hostile to Everget. This move by Ziaelas was
probably dictated by the lack of tangible military or political support
from the Alexandrian ruler. The fact of the rupture of the short-lived
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relationship between Ziaelas and Ptolemy II1, together with the testimony
of the already known sources, suggests that the king of Bithynia continued
permanently in the Seleucid sphere of influence.

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ILLUMINATED BY FIRE: THE HUNDRED YEARS’ WAR IN
THE WORKS OF PROFESSOR M. N. PETROV OF KHARKIV
UNIVERSITY (1826-1887)

The article examines the contribution of Professor M. N. Petrov, Kharkiv
University s leading medievalist during the third quarter of the 19th
century, to the study of key events and personalities of the Hundred Years’
War between England and France. Contextually, Petrov considered some
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of the events of the final stage of the war in his masters dissertation
“On the Nature of the Statesmanship of Louis XI” (1850). He was able
to show that, in the war against the English, the French royal house
was forced to make concessions to the great feudal lords of the realm
in exchange for military support. Among the concessions made by
Charles VII for the sake of victory over England, Petrov rightly singles out
the anti-English Treaty of Arras (1435) between the French king and Duke
Philip III of Burgundy. Nevertheless, the end of the Hundred Years’ War,
development of the French national consciousness, and decline of feudal
chivalry all objectively contributed to the strengthening of royal power.
1t is shown that Petrov became the first scholar at Kharkiv University and
in the Ukrainian lands of the Russian Empire to publish a work entirely
devoted to the Hundred Years’ War — “Jeanne d’Arc (Historical and
Psychological Experience)” (1867). Petrov distinguished between the
objective and subjective causes of the turn in the Hundred Years’ War and
explained the success of the Maid of Orléans by the sympathy and support
of the broad masses of the population. It is stressed that, in contrast to
the French scholar J. Michelet, for whom Jeanne d’Arc was a messenger
of Heaven, child of the Church, and servant of God, Petrov in his essay
represented her actions as a manifestation of the French people s growing
self-awareness, rather than of the will of Providence. The author notes
that such assessment of the role of the common people in the historical
process was characteristic of the liberal medieval studies of the first
post-reform years in the Russian Empire. A summary of the main events
of the Hundred Years’ War was presented in the posthumous edition of
Petrov’s Lectures in World History (1888). This was the first university
textbook in this discipline in the Russian Empire. It is emphasized that
Petrov’s treatment of the events of the Hundred Years’ War contributed
to the popularization of medieval history, and that the objectivity of his
interpretations stemmed primarily from the critical study of historical
sources, including the Memoirs of Philippe de Commines, and adherence
to the norms of positivism.

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CICERO’S PROCONSULSHIP IN CILICIA:
THE FOREIGN POLICY ASPECT

The correspondence of Marcus Tullius Cicero during his term as proconsul
of Cilicia provides an opportunity to better understand the complexities of
governing Roman provinces during the crisis of the Republic, and above all
to assess Rome's ability to counter external threats. However, the genre of this
source has strongly shaped the historiographical tradition, which has come to

reflect the view of the events held by the author of most of the letters. Thus, works
by modern scholars commonly justify and show full support for the proconsul s
actions. Those isolated studies that try to look critically at Cicero s efforts during
his proconsulship negatively assess the measures taken to counter the Parthian

threat but identify the Roman proconsul himself as the culprit for their failure.

In our view, Cicero s correspondence allows us, at least in part, to consider the
problem of the Roman provinces in the East as a whole, leaving aside the figure
of one particular governor. It can be said with a high degree of confidence that
the system of Roman provincial government during the late Republic did not
meet the requirements of effective frontier defense in the East. The appointment
of governors (proconsuls and propraetors) depended on too many random

factors (as did the election of consuls and praetors) for professional managers
and military men to always hold these key positions. Ciceros example is the
most striking, but obviously not unique. The elite’s focus on domestic politics
automatically made foreign policy tasks secondary. Further, the governors
had only limited resources, suitable for localized policing operations but
inadequate even against a large-scale plunder raid, not to mention a major
invasion. The allies, for many decades protecting the Roman borders with their
troops and territories, now for the most part lost even the ability to control their
own possessions. Traditional reliance on allied monarchs not only deprived the
Romans of military support, but also led to misinformation about the situation
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at the border. The centers quick response to instability on the periphery was
hampered not only by slow communications, but also by the lack of a clear
decision-making mechanism in Rome. Ironically, the Republic was saved by the
absence of a real adversary in the East.

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THE ORIGIN AND FORMATION OF THE IMAGE OF THE
GODDESS ATHENA WITHIN THE OLYMPIAN PANTHEON

The article considers the formation of the image of the goddess Athena
as a member of the Olympian pantheon of gods. It should be noted
that many aspects of ancient Greek religion and mythology still remain
controversial. In particular, while the historiographical tradition has
dwelled in relative detail on the cult of the goddess Athena and the
Panathenaea, the essential origins of her image and theonym remain
less studied and open to question. However, the investigation of this
issue can help trace the transformation of the image of the goddess and
determine her role and place among the Olympian gods. Analysis of the
sources suggests that the image of the goddess Athena is quite ancient
and dates back to the Cretan-Mycenaean era, while the theonym itself,
according to linguistic analysis, is of Indo-European origin. Already in
the Mycenaean period, the goddess was well known to the ancient Greek
population; cities were named after her. The sources show an essential
affinity between the image of the goddess Athena and the Minoan supreme
female deity — here one can cite in particular the traces of zoomorphism
in descriptions of her appearance and her association with the aegis —
wooa goat-skin shield. Statues depicting a goddess holding snakes
have also been found in Crete, and most Greek myths register a close
connection between Athena and snakes. This becomes more convincing
when we consider the functional similarity between the Minoan deity
and Athena proper. Further, the author offers an archetype analysis of
the image of the goddess, highlighting such archetypes as the warrior,
patroness of women's and men s crafts, and the personification of wisdom.
Archetype analysis plays a supporting role in the article, making it
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possible to investigate the evolution of the functional characteristics of
the goddess. Thus we can say that, although the theonym of the goddess is
of Indo-European origin, the essential roots of her image go back to the
Minoan religion.

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CHERSONESOS “BARRACKS”:
A LARGE URBAN ESTATE OF THE 1st - 3rd CENTURIES AD

In 1993-1999, a joint expedition of Kharkiv State University and the Tauric
Chersonesos National Preserve carried out a study of the “barracks”—an
extensive architectural and archaeological complex within the boundaries
of the Chersonesos city-site. This group of buildings and other structures
with a total area of over 500 square meters is located near a 4th-century
BC city gate and the sixteenth curtain wall. In the first centuries AD, a
large economic and residential complex arose and functioned here. The
area of the “Barracks Center” and Room 38 accommodated an atrium.
Production facilities were located in the northern and eastern part of the
“barracks” on the site of medieval rooms. In Roman times, two cisterns
were cut into the rock on the site of Rooms 35 and 36, and a press platform
with a large lever stone was constructed. Thus, the structural remains,
stratigraphic features, and artifacts found in the area of Rooms 35 and
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36 all indicate that a fairly powerful winery operated in the northern
part of the “barracks” during the Ist to 3rd centuries. The filling of the
winery cisterns yielded a rich collection of red-lacquered pottery of the
Ist to 3rd centuries, which is extremely rarely found in such amounts
in the complexes of Chersonesos. The finds illustrate the great diversity
of ceramic wares used in Chersonesos. Imported vessels predominate.
Fragments of an oinophore from the city of Knidus in Asia Minor, for
example, are of considerable interest. Most similar oinophores from the
Eastern Mediterranean date to the 2nd century AD, as do most of the
ceramic imports from Knidus to the Northern Black Sea coast. Epigraphic
and anepigraphic stamps on red slip plates represent a special subset
of finds. In Roman times, the estate included a home sanctuary. This is
evidenced by the finds of a fluted limestone column, a damaged female
sculpture, fragments of a frieze-free entablature, and copious remnants of
polychrome plaster. Rare finds include a ring with a gem of Athena and
an elegant miniature pendant made of Egyptian faience, which depicts
Cybele or Isis on a throne. Excavations of the “barracks” show that in the
first centuries AD there was a significant change in the functional purpose
of the port area of Chersonesos. Numerous immigrants from the Balkan
and Anatolian provinces of the Roman Empire appeared among the citys
inhabitants. The changes in the social and ethnic makeup of the local
population should be connected with the prolonged presence of a Roman
garrison in the city citadel.

The “barracks” — a large archacological complex within the limits of the
city-site of Chersonesos — became the subject of additional investigations
during the years 1993 to 1999. Expeditions sponsored by Kharkiv State
University (led by S. V. Dyachkov) and the Tauric Chersonesos National
Preserve (led by M. 1. Zolotarev) joined forces in the study of the complex.

The structures of the “barracks” occupy a total area of more than 500 sq.
m. and are located near a city gate of the 4th century BC and the sixteenth
curtain wall. The ancient defensive line between the sixteenth and eighteenth
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curtains was excavated by K. K. Kostyushko-Valyuzhinich in 1895-1905.
He discovered the southern corner of the “barracks” at the beginning of
the 20th century. Later, K. E. Grinevich, who studied the fortifications of
Chersonesos in the mid-1920s, suggested that there was probably a military
barracks adjacent to the city gates. K. E. Grinevich’s assumption became fixed
in scholarly usage, as well as on topographic maps, plans, and in guidebooks,
which explains the name of the complex. There is, however, no indication
that it was used as a barracks (Crimean Chersonesos 2003, 72).

The excavation results suggest that during the 4th to 2nd centuries BC there
was a large public building here. It cannot be ruled out that, in accordance with
the recommendations of Aristotle, the building was erected next to the city’s
defensive walls near the sea for common meals (cvooitia) [Arist. Pol. VII,
10, 1331a], as was customary in Doric polities. The citizens of Chersonesos
(who were exclusively male, of course) all took part in the syssitia.

Preliminary analysis of the excavation results shows that in the 2nd
to 1st centuries BC activities ceased in this part of the city-site. This was
probably due to the difficult international position of Chersonesos and the
wars of Mithridates Eupator. In the first centuries AD, a large economic
and residential complex arose and successfully functioned on the site of the
“barracks” (Fig. 1). The labeling of the structures of this complex mostly
follows the numbering of the medieval rooms discovered on the site in
the 1960s and 1970s. During the construction of the “barracks,” hewn and
sawn stone and various architectural and construction details of buildings
of the Hellenistic period were extensively used. On the site of the “Barracks
Center” and Room 38, an atrium was located. Stone steps were constructed
in the courtyard for access to the XIII longitudinal street. There is also a well
(Fig. 2), the upper slabs of which were taken from buildings of the Hellenistic
period. In the center of the atrium, there is a large water cistern (No. 92).

In the area to the south of the “Barracks Center,” a fish salting complex
was built in the early Byzantine times. During its construction, Roman-era
structures were destroyed. A narrow alley, furnished with an open drain,
separated the “barracks” from the neighboring section known as “Center of
the Quarter.”

The northern and eastern parts of the “barracks” housed production
facilities on the site of the medieval Rooms 35, 36-A, 36-B, 36-B, 36-K, 38,
and 63. The results of excavations in Room 35 are of considerable interest.
In Roman times, two cisterns were cut into the rock here: No. 1 (3.25 x 1.2-
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1.5x 1.8-2.1 m) and No. 2 (3.25 x 2.4 x 1.48 m). In the adjacent Room 36-B,
there was another container (2.5 x 19 x 0.6 m). The remains of a press platform
were found in the area of Room 36, next to wort tanks (Cisterns 1 and 2).
A large lever stone was also found here. The walls and bottom of the cisterns
were carefully coated with a layer of dense, viscous, well-elutriated green
clay; the walls of the tanks were covered with hydrophobic plaster. Thus,
the structural remains, stratigraphic features, and artifacts found in the area
of Rooms 35 and 36 all indicate that in the 1st to 3rd centuries AD a winery
functioned in the northern part of the “barracks” (Fig. 3) (Dyachkov 1994;
1996; 1997; 1999; Dyachkov, Zolotarev 1994; Dyachkov, Magda 1997).

The filling of the cisterns contained fragments of transport ware and
kitchen and dining ceramics of the 1st to 3rd centuries. A significant part
of the ceramic material is represented by archacologically intact specimens.
Analysis shows that the bulk of the cisterns’ contents does not go beyond the
middle of the 3rd century. The location yielded a rich collection of red slip
ceramics, which is extremely rarely found in such amounts in the complexes
of the Chersonesos city-site. The finds illustrate a wide variety of pottery
used by the inhabitants of Chersonesos. Imported vessels predominate
(Doroshko, Doroshko, Dyachkov 2019). For example, fragments of an
oinophore from Knidus are of considerable interest. Similar oinophores from
the Eastern Mediterranean mostly date to the 2nd century AD, as do most of
the Knidian ceramic imports in the Northern Black Sea region (Dyachkov,
Zhuravlev2001). Epigraphic and anepigraphic stamps on red-lacquered
plates represent a special and valuable subset of finds (Dyachkov 1998).

A large pear-shaped drainage cistern (No. 92) is found at the “center
of the barracks.” A deep hole was dug in the ground for its construction.
The walls of the cistern were lined with large hewn limestone slabs on clay.
At the same time, the inner surface of the cistern was smooth. The outer
surface of the Cistern 92 resembles the terraced steps of a circular truncated
pyramid (Fig. 4). The cistern was built inside a rectangular basement carved
into the rock (Dyachkov, Zolotarev 1994, 131). The lower row of the cistern
blocks adjoins the walls of the basement, forming a kind of circle inscribed in
a square. According to M. 1. Zolotarev, the few fragments of ceramics found
in the seams between the blocks of the cistern allow us to conjecture that it
was constructed in the first half of the 4th century BC. It was assumed that
the cistern was located in the basement of the left pylon of the oldest city
gate and served to store a strategic supply of water (Zolotarev, Korobkov,

Ushakov128, puc. 75). In our view, the cistern was built in Roman times,
and part of the southern wall of room No. 38 was dismantled for this purpose
and then reconstructed. Traces of the rebuilding of this wall are preserved
very clearly. Obviously, large limestone blocks from the remains of ancient
defensive structures were used for the construction of Cistern 92.

In the basement of Room 64, a stock of roofing tiles was kept (Magda,
Ilyina 1994). One tile contains a graffito about a deal between certain Midas
and Hilian (Fig. 5).

The names of the parties to the deal are interesting. The spelling of the name
Mideg corresponds to the Dorian dialect of the inhabitants of Chersonesos.
This name was common among the Greek and non-Greek populations of
various regions of Asia Minor. In our view, Midas should be considered a
native of Western or Central Anatolia. The name Xi1Aavog is not documented
in the prosopography of the ancient cities of the Black Sea region. It can be
seen as Greek, derived from the numeral yidtot — “thousand.” Obviously, this
Greek name is formed using the Latin suffix —ianus. Strangely formed names
were often borne by freedmen and their descendants (Saprykin, Dyachkov
1994). In the first centuries AD, this social group was fairly well represented
among the population of Chersonesos (Kadeev 1981 51-60). Freedmen and
their descendants played a significant role in the economic life of the Black
Sea states (Dyachkov 1997, 70-71; Velkov 1984, 14; Tacheva-Khitoval972,
36-38).

The inscription is of great interest from the point of view of the history
of the construction and functioning of the “barracks.” We believe that Midas
was the owner of the estate in the basement of which the tiles and plinths left
over from the construction of the roof were deposited.

Thus, the tile graffito speaks eloquently of the functional purpose of the
Roman-era “barracks” and the composition of its inhabitants. The inscription
records the presence of immigrants from Asia Minor among the residents of
the port area of Chersonesos. It should be emphasized that the “barracks” is
located next to the citadel, where the Roman garrison was housed (Saprykin,
Dyachkov 1994, 172).

It is likely that persons accompanying the Roman troops (merchants and
usurers, artisans, freedmen and slaves, concubines, etc.) settled in the vicinity
of the citadel. The discovery of a massive Roman altar, laid in the corner of a
wall of the medieval estate IX, indirectly argues in favor of this theory. On its
frontside, three lower lines of a dedication are partially preserved, mentioning
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the military tribune Lucius Julius Mukazenus (Saprykin, Dyachkov 1999, 71-
78; 2000, 115-121).

The above considerations are also supported by a stamp that reads
“VEML,” found on one of the ceramide fragments from the “Midas stocks”
(Magda, Ilyina 1994, 157). Experts decipher the abbreviation as “a vexillatio
of the troops of Lower Moesia.” This reading indicates that the Roman
vexillatio in Chersonesos consisted of units originating in Lower Moesia.
Experts date stamps with the abbreviation “VEMI” to the turn of the 3rd
century (Zubar 2004, 75).

In Roman times, the so-called “barracks” were inhabited by wealthy
people. The estate seems to have boasted a home sanctuary. This is evidenced
by the finds of a fluted limestone column, female sculpture, fragments of
a freeze-free entablature, and extensive remnants of polychrome plaster
(Dyachkov 1997, 157; Zubar 2009, 362, fig. 588). It is possible that one of
the residents of the barracks wore a ring with a gem representing Athena
holding her hand over a fire lit on an altar. Similar gems were popular among
the inhabitants of Chersonesos during the Roman period. Among the rare
imported items, there is an elegant miniature pendant made of Egyptian
faience, depicting Cybele or Isis on a throne (Dyachkov 1997, 158, fig. 3;
Nesel 2008).

Thus, the excavations on the site of the “barracks” show that the first
centuries AD witnessed a significant change in the functional purpose of
the port area of Chersonesos. Numerous immigrants from the Balkan and
Anatolian provinces of the Roman Empire appeared among the inhabitants of
the city. The changes in the social and ethnic makeup of the local population
should be connected with the prolonged presence of a Roman garrison in the
city citadel.

REGARDING THE UTILITY OF PERIODICALLY PUBLISHING
NEW TRANSLATIONS OF WORKS BY ANCIENT AUTHORS INTO
MODERN LANGUAGES

The article discusses the question of the usefulness of periodically
publishing new translations of works by ancient authors into modern
languages. In the author s view, the need to do this arises not only because
previously published translations become bibliographic rarities, but also
because progress in the study of ancient history may call into question
the translation of certain terms from Latin or ancient Greek into modern
languages. To illustrate this thesis, the author critically analyzes several
Russian, English, and Ukrainian translations of passages in Suetonius
Tranquillus’ Lives of the Twelve Caesars and Cornelius Tacitus’ Annals
containing information on the contents of the so-called “Breviarium
totius imperii,” composed for Emperor Augustus shortly before his death.
The author focuses on the ways the translators treat such terms as fiscus,
tributum, and vectigal. It is pointed out that today s historiography calls
into question the practice of imposing the modern understanding of
the organization of public finance management on the interpretation of
ancient Roman finances. Therefore, some historians today categorically
refute the thesis of the translators of these works by Suetonius Tranquillus
and Cornelius Tacitus that already during the reign of Emperor Octavian
Augustus a separate imperial treasury (fiscus) was created in the Roman
Empire alongside the old Senate treasury (aerarium). Based on modern
analyses of the basic division of taxes collected by the Roman state during
the reign of the first emperors, the author argues that the translators’
interpretation of the terms tributum and vectigal leads to the erroneous
grouping of taxes collected from the population into direct and indirect.
These considerations prompt the author to conclude that it is expedient to

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THE BYZANTINE MARKET ECONOMY IN THE 4TH TO 9TH
CENTURIES: CONCEPTS AND DEFINITIONS

The article attempts to outline the philological criteria of working with
the Byzantine sources that would allow us to find the key to the concepts
and definitions of the Byzantine market economy, or rather the Byzantine
“economy with markets.” Only using such a key can we learn to cull from
the written sources evidence relating to Byzantine goods and services,
crafts, trade, and their specialization. Given that this is the first time such
an attempt has been made in historiography, its results may be particularly
useful from the methodological point of view for further research in this
direction. Especially important is the concept of “goods,” found in the
sources as empolema, ergocheiron, pragma, pargmatos, pragmateia,
emporeia, emporeuma, empoeumata, agoraima, agoraro, and onia.
The concept of “trade relations” (synallagmata) also deserves attention.
Specialization in crafis and trade is clearly marked in the written sources
by such definitions as “occupation,” “service,” or ‘job” (yperesia,
douleia, douleusis, doulagodia, latreia, pragma, praxis, episteme,
epistedeuma, epitedeuma, epeiserchestha , techne, ergosia). Different
categories of artisans were referred to using such terms as cheirotechnes,
cheirourgos, demiourgos, technites, and their variations (technai
depantoiai, cheirotechnai, cheirourgoi, yphantike), while retailers and
merchants were usually lumped under the terms agoraios or emporos.
Persons working in the same occupation were labeled as omotechnois. The
terms omoergoi, etairos, or sygkeimenoi tes autes technes were used in the
same sense. They could sometimes refer to a wide variety of traders — those
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who were engaged in sales (poles, poletes, prates) and therefore had the
prefix “Isell” (poleo) attached to the name of their specialization.
