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THE CONCEPT OF AUTHORIAL INTENTIONALITY IN HUMANITIES

Intentionality is a key concept of phenomenology,; we can say that with the introduction of this concept in Brentano,
phenomenology begins as a philosophical school. There are versions of phenomenology that can do without it, but most
authors have attributed and attribute themselves to phenomenology, one way or another use it. However, a strikingly small
number of publications explicitly devoted to this topic can be noted. Moreover, we have not come across studies in which
at least the evolution of this key concept for phenomenology was outlined, and the significance of its transformations
for phenomenology itself was revealed. All this prompts us to turn to this topic. It is the disclosure of the structure of
intentionality which, in theory, has the potential to provide phenomenology with this outlet. In other words, intentionality
is a thread, following which it is possible to uncover concrete connections, cognizes, evaluates, the will, the acting
subject with the surrounding world of things, natural and cultural, and with other subjects. In any case, this appeal
became an expression of the inescapable desire of philosophy to come to something real, different both from the average
comprehensibility of everyday life, and from theoretical abstractions. The structure of intentionality, therefore, involves
the study of concrete, vital relationships between the subject and the world. This eliminates the gap, the gulf between
the subjective and the objective: both open up in interpenetration and inextricable ties. An even more radical thesis is
connected with this circumstance, which is related to the division of philosophical disciplines: it is thanks to the introduction
of the concept of intentionality that the distinction between ontology and the theory of knowledge is eliminated, since the
intentional act contains both objective and mental, noetic components, which are considered as implicating one second.
