Myroniuk N. Preconditions for the Introduction of Book-Printing in Bukovina and Its Impact
on the Activation of Social and Political Life at the End of XIX — at the Beginning of XX Century

The article deals with the introduction of first printing-shops in Bukovina, their impact on the
development of the publishing industry, on the activation of social and political life in Bukovina at the
end of XIX—- at the beginning of XX century.

The beginnings of the publishing industry in Bukovina are tracing back to as early as the period of
Moldavian principality rule, which is confirmed by I. Ogienko in his work “The History of Ukrainian
Publishing Industry: Historical and Bibliographic Review of Ukrainian Publishing Industry of
XV-XVIII century’.

The first printing-shop in Bukovina was introduced in 1799 and its founder was Peter Eckhardt, a
German of ancestry.

For a long time Chernivtsi was associated with farming and trade, was not large industrial or
cultural center. This particular reason slowed down the development of book-printing, of publishing
industry in Bukovina.

Austrian period was the most contributory period for the development of the typography in the
region. As a result at the end of XIX — at the beginning of XX century the number of printing-shops in
Bukovina raised up to 13. We can name several the most important and notable. In the first instance it
is printing-shops of P. Eckhardt, S. Morar-Andrievych, G. Chopp, “Austria”, as well as printing-shops of
the region’s national minorities, “Bukovina” news-paper, Bukovina metropolia, non-governmental
organizations and political parties.

The most part of print production in the period under review in Bukovina was issued in German
language, as well as in Yiddish. Chernivtsi was a large center of Jewish printing. Babylon Talmud,
Tanakh with comments, as well as a lot of various texts of rabbinic culture were printed here.

In the second half of XIX — in the beginning of XX century in Bukovina the printing-shops workers
have been establish their own “association of Bukovina printers” with own statute, protocols,
correspondence with regional administrations.

Printing-shops and printers of German and Jewish extraction prevailed in Bukovina during the
Austrian period. It was they who managed to open the most part of workshops and printing-shops in
that time.

At the closing stage of XX century the spreading of printing-shops in the regional centers and
towns near Chernivtsi (in particular, in Sadgor, Vyzhnytsia, Kitsman, Novoselytsia) were noticeable.
