The article is devoted to the analysis of migration theories, in which researchers try to find and explain the
main and specific trends in the history of migration, fouching on conceptual approaches that explain the driving
forces of migration based on different institutional principles. In the studied conceptualization of migration
theories, the author relied on methodological decomposition, retrospective, abstract-logical and structural-
semantic analysis, as the most popularmethods that have become entrenched in theoretical studies of migration
in recent decades. This research analyzes the specific factors that underlie each international migration theory,
and in what economic and social effects they manifested when we adhered to their conceptual content to analyze
the development of migration processes and post-effects from them. Depending on the interpretation of the
migration policy of a particular country, the author received different answers to the question of which methods
and tools for regulating migration flows will be most effective, and which trends should be expected to be
prolonged. The author was interested in how useful the various conceptual origins of migration theories are in
the context of the global COVID-19 pandemic. At the end of the research, the author proposed the
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conceptualization of scenario strategies for the deployment of global migration processes in the context of
enhancing human development. Structural and substantive analysis of multiple multi-valued migration concepts
Is understood, first, as a heterogeneous process in which different conceptual views of both the recent past and
the contemporary present views on the regulation of migration processes compete with each other; secondly, as
amethod of systematization and search for visions of the international labour market, which during the collapse

of economic crises and social upheavals demonstrates the confrontation of trends that are beginning to form

new requirements, but still doesn 't provide a balance between local and global trends of the labour market, and

remains very sensitive to national migration policies.
