PRINCIPLES OF ADAPTIVE PLANNING
OF INNOVATIVE ACTIVITIES OF ENTERPRISES

In the article the essence of the concept of adaptive planning of innovation
activity of enterprises is considered, the principles of planning, which are united in
seven, which contain the basic principles, are outlined. Four groups of principles of
adaptive planning of innovative activity of enterprises are defined.

The deepening of the processes of integration into the world economic space
prompts the business to find effective forms of management of the business system.
It should be noted that the new market conditions have formed the principles that are
based on the use of completely new advanced technologies and organizational and
management systems, among which is the principle of adaptability.

Adaptive planning of innovation activity of enterprises is a coherent planning
ideology and a process that promotes the innovation activity of the enterprise in
conditions of uncertainty, riskiness and growth of competitiveness.

Principles of adaptive planning of innovation activity of the enterprise should be
grouped into two groups: 1) general economic principles. These include the principle of
the need for development, economic equilibrium, purposefulness, systemicity, unity,
transparency; 2) specific principles. Among them are the principles of adaptability,
flexibility and elasticity, dynamism, alternatives, accumulation, innovation; 3) adaptive
principles, include principles of customer orientation, customer value formation,
mutually beneficial relations with market participants, adequacy, redistribution; 4)
planning principles that contain the principles of continuity, integration, feedback,
participation, scientific, actualization, accuracy of plans, controllability, efficiency,
balance, and directionality.
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The principles of adaptive planning for the innovative development of
enterprises are grouped in four groups, which reflect three processes: 1) general
economic development of the country; 2) the specifics of the enterprise’s activity in
a separate sector of the economy; 3) Planning processes; 4) adaptation to the
variables of internal and external conditions.
