TRANSACTION COSTS SPECIFICITY AS ONE OF THE KEY FACTORS FOR THE
SHADOW ECONOMY EXISTENCE IN THE COUNTRIES WITH POST-TRANSITION
ECONOMY

Summary. The transaction costs concerning the development of transition countries institutional architecture and
their impact on the shadow economic sector are described in the article. The various theoretical approaches to the definition
of transaction costs are presented. The reasons of the shadow economy existence in transition economies and its functional
role in the process of dynamic development are analyzed. An attempt to identify the key factors that influence the level of
transaction costs and the degree of their impact on the national economy is made.

According to the experience of developed countries it is found that the process of transaction costs optimization
foresees not the complete disappearance of transactional sector (as it is not possible), but its growth which will be
accompanied by the improvement of indicators characterizing the efficiency of the economic model of the country’s
development. In this context it is possible to suggest to use a system of indirect indicators which are in some way related to
the transaction costs of the country and characterize the economic freedom of its entities.

Analysis of the shadow economy from the institutional point of view is made. A large volume of transaction costs
makes businesses to search for other ways to solve the existing problems. It is because of their striving the shadow economy
is turned into a peculiar institution that makes the businesses possible to carry out economic activities more efficiently.

The concept of “canning of backwardness” which describes the process of transformation occurring in the
countries with transition economy is introduced.

Conclusions. The process of transition from a command economic system to a free market
one results in an appearance of fundamentally new economic phenomenon and processes, as well as
new interpretations of traditional economic concepts.

In this article it was found that transaction costs in industrialized countries can be attributed to
costs of effectively functioning economic system. At the same time, in the countries with post-
transition economy these costs include what might be called a “burden” because most of this type
costs is used to maintain the existence of old, inefficient economic institutions which are often used by
certain “interest groups” to redistribute rent in their favor.

A large volume of transaction costs makes businesses to search for other ways to solve the
existing problems. It is because of their striving the shadow economy has been turned into a peculiar
institution that makes the businesses possible to carry out economic activities more efficiently.

The main objective of economic reforms to be carried out in the countries with post-transition
economy is the inefficient transaction costs reduction by modifying the existing anachronistic
economic institutions on new ones the activities of which will transform the current system of
management to a mechanism that will really solve the problems and meet the needs of economic
subjects. These new institutions should be the institution of property rights, the institution of ensuring
this law, effective mechanisms for justice, effective tax system etc.

Possible, but controversial step would be the legalization of informal rules prevailing in the
shadow sector of economy or combination of legal and illegal rules. These rules correspond to the
principles of the market economy functioning much more than those established in the formal
economy rules.

Of course, the legalization of informal rules and regulations (we mean only the legalization of
rules used in legitimate business) may result in the occurrence of some problems caused by the fact
that it is difficult to unify all these rules so as to ensure the economic subjects with an effective
environment for their activities. Using the experience of shadow economy entrepreneurs it is necessary
to write something like “new economic legislation” which will be presented in an appropriate
documentary form.

Another way to reduce the inefficient share of transaction sector of the economy can become a
clear establishment of property rights, as well as the development of an effective legal mechanism of
their ensuring. This is possible only if at the contrast to the current “property-power” system a system
of individual private property will be developed which is to be based on the functioning of an effective
legal mechanism.
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
