THE MAIN CAUSES OF THE TRANSITIONAL RECESSION IN THE COUNTRIES
OF CENTRAL AND EASTERN EUROPE AND THE FORMER USSR IN THE 1990s

Summary. The article is devoted to the analysis of the transitional recession in the countries of Central and
Eastern Europe and the former USSR in the 1990-s. It was caused by a transition from centrally planned to market economy
system and appeared to be deeper in the Baltic states than in the CEE countries and deeper in other former Soviet Union
countries, then the Baltic states. A depth and duration of the transitional recession in separate countries were determined by
the actions of many interrelated factors. There is a structural approach to explanation of the transitional recession,
according to which a liquidation of disproportions in pattern of production and foreign trade, which existed at the beginning
of transition to market economy, resulted in falling of production volume. Some economists explain a large slump of
production by speed and consistency of policy reforms. Other causes of economic decline were destruction of institutions of
planned economy with a lack of new, market institutions, and damage of economic ties, typical for the previous economic
system. A process of economic transition from planned to market economy was accompanied by severe external political and
economic shocks (break-up of the Soviet Union, the Warsaw Pact and the Council for Mutual Economic Assistance), which
also negatively influenced the dynamics of production. A depth and duration of the transitional recession were determined
also by the initial conditions of market reforms, inherited from the previous system. Transitional recession was less in
countries, which carried out reforms within the planned economic system.

Key words: economic system, transitional recession, «shock therapy», economic disproportions, production
structure, economic policy.

Conclusions. At the beginning of the 1990-s the countries of Central and Eastern Europe and
the former USSR experienced a deep economic decline, caused by a transition from centrally planned
to market economy. An average duration of so-cold “transition recession” in the Central and Eastern
Europe and the Baltic states was 3,8 year and cumulative decline of production — 22,6%.
Corresponding figures for the other countries of the former USSR were 6,5 year and 50,5%. Depth and
duration of the transitional recession in separate countries depended on disproportions in pattern of
production and foreign trade, destruction of institutions and damage of economic ties, typical for the
planned economy, speed and consistency of policy reforms, initial conditions of market reforms,
external political and economic shocks. The transitional recession was less in countries, which carried
out market reforms within the planned economic system. While analyzing economic fluctuations in
Ukraine it is necessary to take into account the outcomes of the transitional recession, which may still
have essential influence on the dynamics of macroeconomic indicators — that is a perspective for the
next studies.
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
