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The actual nature of evil: ontological project
of the philosophy of evil

The study of the phenomenon of evil is performed through the analysis of
the set of its verifications: the actual essence, through which evil is revealed. The
actual essence is determined on the basis of the principle of their connections and
goal-setting in the world (the methodology of A. N. Whitehead and W. M. Wundt)
and cover a single manifestations of historical or personal evil. They may have
both «pure» and «mixedy character, being as a certain combination of pure entities
having a uniform logical order.

To the «pure» entities through which evil can be manifested we can relate
the following modalities: chaos, matter, the absence or lack of lack of a quality or
form normally required by the nature of a thing (the concept of evil as privation of
good), lack of knowledge or ignorance, the destruction (deformation), the violation
of a measure or order (deformation, perversion, etc.) and suffering / pain. To
the «mixedy (those that contain elements of the previous one), we can relate the
Jfollowing modalities: evil as absurd, sin and imperfection.

These entities do not exhaust the whole set of manifestations of evil in the
world, but give a generalization of the achievements of prehistoric philosophical and
theological thinking. And the isolation of the essential principles of manifestations
of evil allows us to identify the mechanisms and formats of its action in the world.
